1st. What is the duty of Elders, o the
Church?

It is sufficiently apparent from what has been
mid that; in general terms, it is to *take care of |
the church of God.” (1 Tim.iii. 5.) But let
-us consider some particular duties which are ob-
‘vious {rom the New Testament.

-1st. They should announce the approach of
God's kingdom. Paul “disputed and persuaded
the things concerning the kingdom of God.”—
(Acts. xix. 18-19.)

The gospel committed unto them is called the
# gospel of the kingdom.” (Matt. xxiv. 14.)

And Christ says every scribe instructed unto
the kingdom of God is like a householder who
brings out of the treasury things new and old.”
S:htt. xiii. 62.) How few preachers—alas! who

this at the present time! They say—there

is nothing new to be said. .This leads us to say,

2d. They ought to preach all the gospel. Paul
said, “1 have kept back nothing that was profit-
able to you. lam pure from the blood of all
men, for | have not shunned .%o declare unto you
ALL THE COUNSEL OF Gop.™ (Acts. xx.) And
when he writes to Timotly he foretells that
“ men should turn from the ¢ruth 1o fables,” and
exhorts him *to preach Tnx worp”’—affirming
at the same time that *“all Scripture is God-in-
spired (GE. Theoneustos) and is PROFITABLE.—
He also exhorts him  To hold fast the form of
sound words in taith and loth;” (2 Tim. i 6.

- | though the time was coming when men *‘ woul

not endure sound doctrine.” - If we would please
God and be clear of the blood of souls we must
“pot shun to declare ALL Geo’s cOUNSEL:”

3d. They should illustrate and enforce the
truths which they preach by their own lives.—
“ Speak thou the things whicnbecome sound doc-
trine,—in all things showing thyself a paltern of
good works ; in doctrine, showing UNCORRUPT-
NESS, GRAVITY, SINCERITY, ‘SOUND SPEECH that
cannot be condemned, &c.” *(Tit. ii. See also 1
Tim. iv. 7-11.) “Not as being lords over God’s
heritage but ExanpLEs to the fock.” (1 Pet. v.
39.

4th. They should not digicztdhe truth, but pre-

1sent the word of God in its proper proportions.

% Study to show thyself approved unto God, a
workman that needeth not to be ashamed—riGHT-
Ly pivibiNg the word of truth.” (2 Tim. ii.
16.) The word of God cannot all be received
and digested at once—it should therefore be
brought out in such relations as to make it most
easily apprehended by the flock of Christ. It is
quite possible, it would seem, to preach ¢ the word
of truth” with so little skill as to afford occasion
1o be “ashamed” of our work. May the Lord
give us skill that we may “rightly divide” the
Word of truth !

5th. It is their duty to watch over the flock,
feed them, faithfully admonish and rebuke those
who sin. ¢ Obey them that guide you—for they
WATCH FOR YOUR SOULS as they that must give
account.” (Heb. xiii. 17.) ¢ Preach the word
—be instant in season and out of season, reprove,
rebuke, exhort with all long suffering and doc-
trine ;—Watch thou in all things.” (1 Tim. iv.
2-5.) “There are many-unruly and vain talk-
ers and deceivers—whose mouths must be stopped
—wherefore rebuke them sharply that they may
be sound in the faith.” (Titus, i. 10-11.)—
+Them that sin rebuke before all—that others al-
so may fear.” (1 Tim. v. 20.) ¢ Take heed
unto yourselves and unto all the flock over which
the Holy Ghost hath made you overseers, to feed
the church of God!” (Acts. xx.)

6th. They are watchmen and ought to keep a

d look out for approaching dangers and give
warning ; this has been more than implied under
the preceding head. This is peculiarly applica-
ble to our present position, near the kingdom of
God—and “a scribe instructed into the kingdom
of Heaven” will have some “new” and impor-
tant admonitions for the church of Christ—as
that solemn and awful event rolls forward.

Isaiah says, His (lsrael's) watchmen are

BLIND, they are all ignorant, they are ¢ll pums
poGs, they cannot bark, DREAMING OR TALKING
IN THEIR SLEEP, (margin) LOVING TO SLUMBER.”
(Chap. lvi. 10.) And again “I have set watch-
men on thy walls, O Jerusalem, that will NEVER
HOLD THEIR PEACE until Jerusalem be made a
praise in the whole earth.” (Chap. Ixii. 8.)—
These two characters are in wide contrast—let
us be like the latter, that when “The Lord shall
bring again Zion” we may be among them of
whom it is said, *Thy watchmen shall lift up the
voice—with the voice together shall they sing!"
(Isa. lii. 8.}

In order to be able to admonish of approaching
dangers ;—the watchman must study the prophet-
ic word and understand unfulfilled prophecy.—
“Coming events cast their shadows before.” God
has so ordered—that prophetic truths may be gen-
erally understood just before their accomplish-
ment—especially those which announce judg-
ments. QuEre.—Are those faithful watchmen
who glory in their ignorance of the future }

7th. They should not only preach the word of
God publicly, but privately. Paul said, « [ have
taught you publicly, and from nousk To Housk.”
(Acts xx. 20.) No faithful undershepherd—has
perfarmed his whole duty by his public mipjstre-
tions. There are many members of the flock—
whom infirmities prevent from being found in
the place of public worship, these should be fed
also.

Though we might say many things more upon
the duty of Elders of the church who labor in
word and doctrine, yet we are compelled to. dis-
miss it and consider,

2oLy. The obligations of the church to those
who are * over them in the Lord and admonish
them.”

1st. They should love and esteem them. Not
indeed if theyare unworthy of love and esteem;
but supposing them to be what we have shown
from the Scriptures they ought to be. Paul was
aman of this cast himself and taught others to
be, and said, *Let the Elders that preside” well
be counted worthy of double HONOR ; and
again, *“ We beseech you brethren know them
that labor among you and are over you in the
Lord, and admonish you; and esteem them vERY
HIGHLY IN LovE, for their work’s sake.” (1
Thess. v. 12-17.) Not simply for their ofice
sake. No! Many ministers who have nothing
else to commend them to their brethren than their
office, throw themselves upon the dignity of their
office as their only refuge—from merited disre-
spect. .
pThe Apostle did not write this, for the benefi
of such—but knowing that God’s ministers had
an unpopular work to perform, and all the re-
proach of the world would fall heaviest upon
them—exhorted the church of God to * esteem
them very highly in love for their work’s sake.”
Paul had also been compelled to say to those for
whom he had labored : ¢ The more I love you,
the less I be loved.” And to those who, as he
said, “had once received him as an ANGEL oF
Gob, even as Cunist Jzeus, he exclaims ; “Am
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I become your enemy because I tell you the
truth 2" S

T'hese brethrcn who, says he, «“ Would have
plucked out their own.eyés ‘and, given. them to
him, sp dearly did' they love him ;—were per-
verted by ottier “infltiencés;” and ’looked with a
jealous eye upon the Apostle. Oh! how often
when it becomes necessary for the minister of
Christ to speak plain truth,” do the professed:fol-
lowers of Jesus regard him, as the Galatians
did Paul,8s “an enemy.” B T

When the church at Jerusalem sent out Paul
and Barnabas to the churches-of -the Gentiles in
Agtigeh, * &c., (Aets, xv.) their letter was fully
expressive of the sentiments of love referred to.
«.It seemed good to us being assembled with one
accord, 16 send chosen men {0 you with- dur pe-
‘LOVED BARNABAS AND PAUL men who have haz-
arded their lives for ihe name of the lord Jesys
Christ” "~ .

"2d. They should pray for their ministers. .
.. Paul requested the churches to pray, for him,
and if he needed the prayers of God’s people—
certainly less gifted and less experienced men,
need. the church’s prayers, ahd 1 humbly sug-
‘gest whethier, if the breath which is spent in spoak-
ing against the servants of Christ, éven by the
church, were spent in ' earnestly commending
them in prayer to God, they would not be far
more useful than they are. .~ T

Paul says, “ Pray for me that utterance inay be
given methal I inay open. my mouth ‘boldly to
make known tlie mystery of the gospel:” . (Ep.
vi. 18,19.) And in that very interesting cliap-
ter which ¢oncludes his 1st Epistle to thé Thessa-
lonians, he says briefly but touchingly, “Bweru-|
REN PRAY FOR s !” (1 Thess. vi. 28.) - This
request is echoed by every minister of Jesus,
who hke Paul wants  the word of God to have
free course and be glorified;” (2 Thess. iii. 1:)
and that ¢ he may be delivered from absurd.and
wicked men ; for ‘all mén have not faith,” said
the great Apostle.’ e :

3d. They should supply the temporal wants of
‘those: who labor in word and. doctrine, |

- " (God never designed .that: his -servants jn.the
gospel should be mireLiNgs. Never! Bat
there is no principle more in accordance with the
word of God—and reason. also—than that which
recognizes the obligations of the church to attend

.to the temporal wants of those who minister to
them in spiritual things.

Some seem to suppose, if any claim is set up

“for the support of the ministry, that it is equiva-
lent to selling the gospel for money. But noth-
ing could be wider of the: truth.

‘The obligation of the church to sustain the
preachers of the gospel—is founded upon the ne-
cessities of the case. Ministers are “ flesh and
blood,” and need food, raiment, shelter, &c., &c.

They are intellectual and moral beings—and they | :
“need books and: publication—especially:if they |

-would be highly useful, -How are - thése things
to be obtained? If they give themselves .to bu-
‘sinéss to ‘sapport t'emselves,—théy occupy pre-
lélous time which they need in a higher: calling,

And now, it sometimes
happens, that in ordér to say what is needful to
be said on this point, the needy minister of Christ
must,- refuse the pittance that may be offered
him,—lest his brethren should say that he “writes
(says) these things that it may be so done unto
him.” e
., But let us havea few.more Divine testimonies,
for they alone are authgritative.”” Let hirir that
is taught in the word, .communicate to_him that
teacheth in all good things.” " (Gal. vi, 6.) This
passdge needs no comment—ii enforces the prop-
asition before us most distinctly.

“We beseech you brethren fo know (Gk.
“take care of ") them that are over you in’the
Lotd, and admotidli you, &e. (1 Thess. v. 12,
13.) - “Let the Elders that rule well (Gk. pre-
side well) be counted worthy of double honor—
especially they who labor in word and doctrine.
For the Scripture saith, Thou shalt not muzzle
the mouth of the ox that treadeth out the corn.”
(1 Tim. v. 17.) ' :

What is this ¢ double honor ¥ He had just
said, % Know them” literally, « Tuke care of
them that are over you in the Lord, and esteem
them very highty in love.” These two things con-
stitute the double honor due to those who * pre-
side well.”

In conclusion let me direct you to one or two

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their Elders. 1 Cor. xvi. 15, 16 ; Heb. xiii. 7,
17-24. May God unite in bonds of enduring
love the followers of the Lord Jesus, and grant
that while they have externally the order of the
gospel—they may likewise have internally the
graces of the Spirit—that we being a perfect
body—may soon be united in glory to the great
Head of the church, Christ Jesus the Lord.

will the Jews get possession of, and inhabit, the

land of Palestine previous to Christ’s coming ?

Tinally, I am bold to affirm, that there is not’A_
promise to the Jews, superior to those given to
the Gentiles : for at the death of Christ the mid;

was broken down. - Eph. ii; 14. Jews and Gen-
tiles are now upona level, consequently it is un;
reasoriable and inconsistent for us to suppose that
there are promises to the Jews, superior to those
to the Gentiles.
I am willing to admit thet therc are promises
to the seed of Abraham, unfulfilled. ButI bes
lieve with Paul ‘“If ye be Christ’s, then are ye
Abraham’s seed, and hejrs according to the prom-
ise ¥’ Gal. iii. 29.., Also, “He who is a Jew
outwardly is not a Jew,” “but he is a Jew which
is one inwardly.” Ron, ii. 29, .
The inquiry now prises, what part of ‘the Scrip
tures do they. take to substantiate the opinion that
the Jews are to return ; or from what passages
do they infer that this is to be the case? We
will notice a'few passages which they think teach
this doctrine, and try to ascertain by a close ex-
amination of' the context, the tims of their fulfill-
ment.

Also, Ezékiel, xxxvi: 24 to the 38 is quoted as
undeniable ‘proof that the Jews are to be gathéred

to their own-landi- -But ‘if we commence at the
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16th verse, we will clearly see, that they wrongly
. construe it; for it commences by giving & de-
scription of their scattering [which took place
before this prophecy was uttered—it does not fore-
tell a scattering, but describes one which had pre-
viously taken place] and winds up by predicting
their gathering ; consequently. it was fulfilled in
their return from their Babylonish captivity.—
This conclusion is unavoidable. Over 30 such
passages are quoted 10 prove this doctrine, but it
_will readily be seen by an examination of the
context that they are wrongfully applied. Many
- prophecies which predicted their return from As-
- syrian, and Babylonish captivity [which have
been fulfilled] are construed to teach the gather-
" ing of the Jews [who are now scattered among
.all nations] to the land of Palestine. And many
which refer to the gathering of the seed of Abra-
ham [the true Israelites—prevailers with God
are construed to teach the gathering of the car-
nal Jews. But not a single unconditional prom-
ise is presented to prove this doctrine.
Romans 11th is also quoted to prove that they
- are to be grafted into their own olive tree again.
" «If they abide not still in unbelief”’ :hey will.—
But what does Paul say about this? He says,
«That blindness in_part is happened to Israel
fhow long 1] until the fulness of the Gentiles be
come in. Suppose the Jews as a nation were to
embrace Jesus as the Messiah ; would this se-
cure them & return? No. Christ’s. words will
rove true. Jerusalem will be trodden down of
the Gentiles till the times of the Gentiles be ful-
filled; even if the Jews were to believe on
Christ.
T now request the reader to carefully examine
. this subject with the rules laid down in No 1, be-
fore him. When you have weighed this matter
candidly, you will be prepared to exclaim with
" me, what a contrast between this popular opin-
ion and God’s truth.

A mysterious knocking is attracting the attention

gentle rapping. In the same manner it warns of
danger those whom it attends. Its veracity and
ability have been tested by committees, and individ-
uals of science and skill ; and no deception, to our
:knowledge, has yet been detected by them. It is
- #aid to perform wonders: such as moving chairs, ta-
bles and other furniture about the room, taking
crockery off the table, and various other unaccount-
able acts, by its invisible power.
It comni.enced somewhere in Wayne county, pro-
fessing to be the spirit of a murdered pedlar. It was
“ conducted to this city by one with whom it became
' familiar, and has since inultiplied into many spirits ;
oty in other words, by its agency very many who
have consulted it, have had the spirits, as they have
been told, of their departed friends called up, and
which now daily and nightly accompany, and by
- their rapping hold frequent converse with, them.,
It has gone into Canada, Michigan, and various
. parts of this State ; and where clse we know not,
for it is extending its operations very rapidly, far
. and near, as we are credibly informed,

In this city, we are told, that frequent if not sta-
ted meetings are held, to hold converse with, and
witness the wonderful acts of, these invisible agents.
Ministers, deacons, church members, and persons of
wealth and high respectability, attend, and are con-
verts to this mysterious knocking.

It professes to be a warm friend of religion, and
to have come to counteract infidelity, and confirm
the truths of the Bible ; and is very fond of religious
devotion. It has rapped its approbation of all the
fundamental doctrines of the protestapt church, es-
pecially those opposed to the mortality and uncon-
scious separate existence of the soul, the destruc-
tion of the wicked, and the personal and near com-
ing of Christ.

It promises to unite Christians under a new dis-
pensation, which will bring in the millennial glory

]| for which the chureh has so long prayed.

This imperfect sketch is all we can now give of
this mysterious affair, The naturalinquiry will be,
What isit? The question we will endeavor to an-
swer. And,

1. We think it is not the deceptive work of hu-
man agency. We thus judge, not so much from
the fact that the most critical investigations have
failed in detecting any deception, but from the char-
acter of its work, viz.: it goes with, and performs
its work for, eimple and honest-hearted persone,
when away from all human agency, and who know
nothing about pra!ising -any such deceptions on
themeelves or other®.

2. It cannot be the work of the spirits of the
dead, because the Bible says, “ The dead know not
any thing”—and *there is no device, nor knowl-
edge, nor wisdom in the grave.” Eccl. ix. 5, 10,

3. It cannot be the Spirit of the Lord, or good
angels ministering uuto certain ones, from the fact
that it professes to be something else : and the Spi-
rit of God, and good angels, would not lie. This
spirit, or these spirttd<wve lied : for in an examina-
tion which we recently mnade of its ability to know,
we detected it in several palpable falsehoods, It did
not tell, according to agreement, the correct number
of my brothers which are dead, neither my own age;
and failed in performing, according to promise, its
extra-wonders, to convince me of its truth, if I
would come and test it ; therefore, it cannot be a
good spirit, for a good spirit will not lie.

What then is it? We unhesitatingly answer, a
“ Familiar Spirit,” or epirit of the devil. We thus
judge from the fact,— '

1. That it contradicts the Bible, in regard to its
fondamental doctrines* the nature of the soul
and state of the dead, as we have already shown.

2. Because it does not always tell the truth.—
This is characteristic of the devil, the father of lies.

3. It sustains the very character of the familiar
spirits named in the Dible, as the following text will
show. Isa xxix. 4: “And thou ehalt be brought
down, and shalt speak out of the ground, and thy
speech shall be low out of the dust, and thy voice
shall be as of one tha hath a familiar spirit out of
the ground, and thy speech shall whisper out of the
dust”; or % peep or chirp,” as the margin reeds; or
gently rap, as the familiar spirits of which we are
speaking do. No one can fail in sceing the identi-
ty of this “low” rapping spirit, and the loto whis-
pering or peeping spirit nammed in this text. The
one in the text was a “ familiar spirit”; so is the
other ; us every one acquainted with its operations
will teetily ; that is, it is very familiar or free to
converse in its low rapping manner, with all who
consult it,

‘That such familiar, spirits are recognized and con-
demned by the Bible, the following passages will
show. Lev. xx. 27: % A man also, or woman, that

hath a familiar epirit,shall surely be put to death.”’

by the familiar spirit.”

1 Sam. xxviii. 6-8: % And when Saul-inquired of
the Lord, the Lord answered him not, neither by
dreams, nor by Urim, nor by prophets. Then said
Saul unto his servants, Seck me a woman that hath
a familiar spirit, that I may go unto her, and in-
quire of her. And his servants said to him, Behold,
there is a woman that hath a familiar spirit at En-
Dor. .. . And he said, I pray thee divine unto me
Poor, fallen man : when
forsaken by his God, he fills up the cup of hisiniquity
by consulting a familiar spirit ! Forit is said, So
Saul died for his transgression which he committed
against the Lord, even against the word of the
Lord, which he kept not, and also for ukin'g.‘conn-
sel of onc that had .a familiar spirit, to inquire of
it.” 1 Chron. x.13. '

2 Chron, xxxlii. 6-11. Here we are told thal
Manasseh was taken by the king of Babylon, and
carried a captive to that city, because he ¢ used en-
chantments, and used witchcraft, and dealt with a
Samiliar spirit,” and because of the commission of
other sins. See also 2 Kings xxi. 1-15. _

Lev. xix. 31: %Regard not them that have famil-
iar spirits.” Why ? Because, %the soul that turn-
eth after such as have familiar spirits, and after
wizzards, to go a whoring after them, I will even
set my face against that soul, and will cut him of
from among his people,” saith the Lord, Lev. xx. 6.

Deut, xviii. 10-12: % There shall not be found
among you any one that maketh his son or his daugh-
ter to pass through the fire, or that useth divination,
or an observer of times, or an enchanter, or a witch,
or a charmer, or a consulter with familiar spirils, or
a wizzard, or a necromancer. For all that do theso
things are an abomination unto the Lord : and be-
cause of these abominations,” the Liord God desiroy-
ed the Canaanites. o

A “ necromancer” we understand to be one who
pretends to hold converse with departed spirits [ses
Webster], and a “consulteg with familiar spirits,
ahout the same. And according to the word of the
Lord, they are an abomination unto him.

2 Kings xxiii. 34: %Moreover, the workers with
Samiliar spirits,” and “all the abominations that
were spied in the land of Judah and Jerusalem, did
Josiah put away.”

Isa, viii, 19, 20; ' And when they shall say unto
you, Seek unto them that have familiar spirits, and
unto wizards that peep and mutter; should not s
people seek unto their God ? for the living to the
dead? To the law and to the testimony : if they
speak not according to this word, it is because there
is no light in them,” )

This testimony is conclusive : If they consult
these peeping, muttering, whispering or knocking,
or rapping, familiar spirits, instead of seeking God,
according to the “law and the testimony,” it is be-
cause there is NO LIGHT IN THEM.”

Beware of this fatal delusion, It doubtlessisa
snare of the devil, laid, in these last days, to deceire
the children of God, and more effectually blind the
sinner to the destruction to which he is rapidly bast-
ening. There is safety in God and his word, and
nowherc else. We therefore % commend you tv
Him, and the word of his grace, which is able to
build you up, and give you an inheritance among sll
them which are sanctified.” Acts xx. 32.

NATURE ANI) DURATION OF THE S0UL,

A8 EXPLAINED BY POPULAR TRADITIONS, AND VARIOUS
PHILOSOPHICAL SPRCULATIONS,

While such, however, were the philosophical tra-
ditions, the popular tradition appears to have been of
a different kind, and as much more ancient as it was
more extensive. It taught that the disembodied spi-
rit becomes a ghost as soon as it is separated from
the corporeal frame ; a thin, misty, or aerial form,
somewhat larger than life, with a feeble voice, sha-

. dowy limbs ; knowledge superior to what was pos-
sessed, while in the flesh ; capable, under particular
_circumstances, of rendering itself visible ; and re-
tining so much of its former features as to be re-
cognized upon its.apparition ; in a few instances
wandering about ‘for a certain period of time after
“death, but for the most part conveyed to a coromon
receptacle situated in the interior of the earth, and
denominated scheol, hades, hell, or the world of
.shades. . .

Such was the general belief of the multitude in
almost all countries from a very early period of time ;
with this difference, that the hades of various na-
tions'was supposed to exist in some remote situation
on the sarface of the earth, and that of others in

' the clouds. The first of these modifications of ‘the
general trudition is still to be traced among many of
the African tribes, and perhaps all the aboriginal
tribes of North America. That most exceilent man,

. William Penp, who appears, with some singularitics,
to have united in his character as much moral good-
ness, natural eloquence, and legislative wisdom, as
ever fell to thie lot of any one, has sufficiently no-

ticed this fact, in regard to the American tribes, in
his valuable account of the country, addressed to
“The Free Society of Traders of Pennsylvania,”
drawn up from an extensive and actual survey, and
constituting, so far as it goes, ane of the most im-
portant and authentic documedts we possess.—
“These poor people,” says he, “are under a dark
night in things relating to religion, to be sure, the
tradition of it : yet they believe a God and immor-
tality without the help of mewaphysics ; for they say
there is a great king who made them, who dwells in
a glorious country to the southward of them, and
that the souls of the good shall go thither, where
they shall live again.” And it is upon the faith of
this description that Mr. Pope drew up that admira-
ble and well-known picture of the same tradition,
that occurs in the first epistle of his Essay on Man,
and is known to every one.
Lo! the poor Indian, whose untutored mind,

Bees God in clouds, or hears lvin in the wind:

His soul proud science never ganght Lo stray

Far as the solar walk or milkyway ;

Yet simple nature to his hope has given

Beyond the cloud-topped hill, an humbler heaven ;

Bome safer world in depth of wood embrac'd,

Some happier island iu the wat'ry waste ;

Where slaves once more their native land behold,

No fiends torment, no Christians thirst for gold.

The tradition which describes the hades, or invis-
ible world, as scated in the clouds, was chiefly com-
mon to the Celtic tribes, and particularly to that
which at an early age pegpled North Britain. It is
by far the most refined and pigturesque idea that an-
tiquity has offered upon the subject, and which hae
consequently been productive, not only of the mnst
sublime, but of the most pathetic descriptions to
which the general tradition has given rise under any
form. The Celtic bards are full of this imagery ;
and it is hence a chief characteristic in the genuine
productions of Ossian, which, in consequence, as-
sume a still higher importano&as historical records
thau as fragments of exquisite poetry. Let me, in
proof of this, quote his fine dclineation of the spirit
of Crugal from a passage in the second book of Fin-
gal, one of his best authenticated poems, premising
that the importance of the errand, which is to warn
his friends, “the sons of green Erin,” of impending
destruction, and to advise them to suve themselves
by retreat, sufficiently justifies the apparition.

“ A datk red etream of £+o carpes down from the
hill.  Crogal sat upon the beam : he that lately fell
by the hand of Swaran striving in the battle of he-
roes. His face islike the beam of the setting moon:
his robes are of the clouds of the hill : his eyes are
like two decaying flames. Dark is the wound on
his breast. The stars dim-twinkled through his
form ; and his voice was like sound of a distant
stream, Dim and in tears he food, and stretched his
pale hand over the hero. Faintly he raised his fee-
ble voice, like the gale of the reedy Lcgo. ¢My
ghost, O Connal ! is on my native hills, but my corse
is on the sands of Ullin. Thou shalt never talk
with Crugal, nor find his lone steps on the heath.—
I am light as the blast of Cromla, and | move like
the shadow of mist. Connal, son of Colgar ! I see
the dark cloud of death. It hovers over the plains
of Lena. The sons of green Erin shall fall. Re-
move from the field of ghosts,’ Like the darkened
moon, he retired in the midst of the whistling
blast.” ‘

Let us take another very brief but very beautiful
example.

% Trenmor came from his hill at the voice of his
mighty son. A cloud, like the steed of the stran-
ger, supported his airy limbs. His robe is of the
mist of Lano, that brings death to the people. His
sword is a green meteor half extinguished. His face
is without form and dark. He sighed thrice over
the hero ; and thrice the winds of the night roared
around. Man]y were his words to Oscar. He slow-
ly vanished, 1&e a mist that melts on the sunny
hill.”

The idea: of his still pursuing his accustomed oc-
cupation of riding with his glittering sword (its
glitter now half-extinguished, and of a green hue)
on the steed of the stranger—a steed won in battle
—his own limbs rendered airy, and the steed dissolv-
ed into the semblance of a cloud—is not only exqui-
site as a piece of poetic painting but as a fact con-
sonant with the popular tradition of all other coun-
tries, which uniformly allotted to the shades or
ghosts of their respective heroes their former pas-
sions and inclinations, the pastimes or employments
to which they had devoted themselves while on earth,
and the arms or implements they had chiefly made

use of. Thus, the Scandinavian bard, Lodbrog,
while singing his own death song, literally transla-
ted from the:Ranic into Latin by Olaus Wormius,
and transferring, in like manner, the pnrsuits of his
life to his pursuits after death: *In the halls of our
father Balder I know seats are prepared, where we
shall soon drink all out of the hollow sculls of our
enemies, In the house of the mighty Odin no brave
man laments death. 1 come not with the voice of
despair to Odiw’s hall.”

The same popular belief was common to the
Greeks and Romans, Thus, ZEneas, according to
Virgil, in his descent to the infernal regions, beholds
the shades of the Trojan heroes still panting for
fame, and amusing themselves with tho martial ex-
exercises to which they had been accustomed, and
with airy semblances of horses, arms, and chariots:

The chief surveyed full many a shadowy car,
lliusive arms, and coursers trained for war.
‘T'heir lances fixed in earth, their steeds around,
Now free from harness, graze the mimic gronnd.
The love of horses which they had, alive,

And care of chariots, after death survive.

Virgil, while true to the tradition of his country,
is well known to have copied his description from
Homer ; and in Homer’s time the same popular tra-
dition was common to the Jews, and runs through
almost all their poetry. It is thus Isaiah, who was
nearly contemporary with Homer, satirizes the fall
of Belshazzar, ch. xiv. 9. _

The lowermost HeLL is in motion for thee, ~ 1
‘I'o congratulate thy arrivals Pt
For thee arouseth he the M1GBTY DEAP,

All the chieRtains of the earth.

The term mGATY DEAD is peculiarly emphatic.—
The Hebrew word is Rephaim, the “ gigantic spec-
tres,” #the magnified and mighty ghost ;" exhibit-
ing, as I have already observed, a form larger than
life, or, as Juvenal has admirably expreesed it upon
a similar occasion, xiii. 221,

whence the term Rephaim is rendered in the Septu-
agint, Gegencis, and by Theodotion, Gigantes.

From what quarter this popular and almost unj-

Eliphaz, because the narrator himsell does not seem -
to have regarded this as a human imege, but, amon
other passages, to the following part of the afflict
patriarch’s scverc invective against his friend Bil-
dad :

TlkLL is naked betore him; A

Bldad had been taunting Job with ready-made
and proverbial speeches ; and there can be no doubt
that this of Job’s, in reply, is of the sawme sort ; im-
bued with popu'ar tradition, but a tradition not en-
tering into the plulogophical creed either of Limself
or of any of his friends ; f'or throughout the whole
scope of the argument upon the important guestion
of afuture being, the immortality and eeparate ex-

istence of the scul are never once brought for-
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ward ; every ray of hope being, as I have already
observed, derived from the doctrine of a future res-
urrection of the body. .

" of ‘war, “steeds” and “ground.” Indeed, every-
thing in this life which is real, they believed had its
ghost in the spirit world. '

Doubtless these strange and farciful notions of
-the ignorant heathen appear very absurd to ~
tians of the enlightened ninetéenth century, But
‘they are no more absurd than what is believéd on

" this very subject by the great mass of Christendom:

: for they hold tg this identical doctrine of ghosts.~

< If they do not believe in the ghosts of horses and

« tars of war, they think that military equipments
:may have ghosts: for an account has been going the
rounds in the journals of the day, of the appearance
of the ghost of a military officer, with a sun-burnt
visage (as though the sun could tan ghosts !) in all
the equipments of war, or insigma of Lis office.—
As though ghosts wore cocked hats, epaulets, regi-
mentald, &¢! ' But enough, All must see the ab-
snrdity of such nonsense.
