RELIEF CAMPAIGN o

Before this paper reaches our read-
ers the Relief Campaign program will
probably have been given in all of our
churches. This is an annual campaign
toward raising more money than we
are raising from: other sources to free
our educational institutions from debt.

\As you all know our institution got
behind by the failure of people to pay

their obligations to the school. Had
all the bills which have been incurred
by our people for the education of
their students been paid our school
‘would not have been in debt to any
amount. As it is we had to take over
‘the debt some years ago W97
amounted to about $25,000.00. We}' &

If every mempber in the union con-
ference, which comprises about 6,000
members, could furnish two dollars,
or if there could be sufficent money
given by those who have more money
s¢ that there would be an average of
$2.00 for every member it would bring
to us twelve thousand dollars. Then
the General Conference fromy a fund
which it has set aside would give to us
another six thousand which would
make eighteen thousand, and this
would entirely wipe out our debt and
give us a little something to help on
the ordinary running of the school.
We may never have an opportunity
like this again.

Dear brethren, won’t you as churcl
elders, won’t you as brethren through-
out the field lift as you never have he-
fore. Let us do all that we can pos-
sibly do. I believe God will be with
us in this and it would help us very
much. then our efforts could be de-
voted to something else besides rais-
ing debt.

OUR DENOMINATIONAL NAME

Somie opponents of Seventh-day Ad-
ventists have a great deal to say
against our denominational name,
claiming that it is unbiblical and that
the name “Church of God,” is the only
Biblical one for believers, the use of
any other name bHranding those bear-
ing it as a part of Babylon.

A few facts from the Bible will help
us to weigh these claims and ascer-
tion if they are really true. Our word
“church” is . tiranslated from the
Greek word ekklesia—a calling out—--
€0 the church is literally composed of
called out ones. This is really a des-
criptive -title and was applied in New
Testament times to the believers in
Jesus who were called out of Jewish
and heathen associations. They are
called “brethren” “saints” “elect™ and
and “church of God.” The term breth-
ren is used over one hundred times,
saints sixty times, elect twelve times,
church of God twelve times, church of
Christ once and chyrch of the Fistborn
once. It is evident then that the con-
tention for the name “Church of God”
as the only Biblical name for believers
iz not based on fact for brethren and
saints are termjs used more frequently
and the elect is used just as often.

Actg 11: 26 tells us of a name given
to the disciples by God. He called
them Christians. Strong’s Exhaustive
Concordance defines the verb Chrema-
tizo from which “were called” is trans-
lated as follows— “To utter an oracle,
ie., divinely intimate, to ‘bear as a
title, be called, be admonished
(warned) of God.” This verb is used
nvine timeg in the New Testament and
in every case it indicates God as the
Please consult the following
references Matt. 2: 12, 22; Heb. 11: 7;
Acts 10:22; Heb. 8:5; where this
word is translated warned of God and

admonished. In all the other places
where this verb occurs it is God who
called the disciples Christians in
Antioch.

We claim that God—given name
Christians ‘because we accept of
Christ as our only Saviour and we are
Seventh-day Adventist Christians be-
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cause the name Seventh:day Adventist
tells in the briefest possible manner
the distinguishing characteristics of
our message to the world.—The Sab-
bath truth and the Advent proclama-
tion.

God has honored the faith of these
who carry this name by giving the
“message” victory even in the darkest
corners of the earth and today thou-
sands of Dbelievers brought out of
Roman superstition and heathen dark-
ness praise God in hundreds of} lan-
guages and dialects for the light of
“Present Truth.” -

IContrast the attainments
Seventh-day Adventists under the
blessing of God with what has been
accomplished by the so-called “Church
of God” which boasts of its Biblical
name and denhounces the Spirit of Pro-
phecy in our midst. ‘While they num-
ter only a few thousands almost all
being in the United States, our work
is known and honored the world
around. God said through a prophet of
old, “Them that honor me I wil
lwonor,” and if success attending a
movement is any evidence of His
lonor then truly the name Seventh-
day Adventist has ‘been honored by
God in all the earth. As a people we
have our faults and have niade plenty
ol mistakes Dbut taking the name
Seventh-day Adwentist is not one of
{kem.

Let us not be decetved by any
specious presentation of half truths
about Biblical and unbiblical names
but let us follow the leadership re-
cognized by God and walk in his open-
ing providence.
