"fe are not to receive the words of those who come to
us with a message that contradicts the special points of our
faith. They gather together a mass of Scrpifure and pile it
as proof around their asserted theories. « . While the
Scriptures are God's word, and are to be respected the appli-
cation of them, if such application moves one pillar of the
foundation that God has sustained these 50 years, is a great
mistake. He who makes such an application of them knows not
the wonderful demonstrations of the Holy Spirit that gave power
and force to the past messages that have come to the people
o f God. . It is eloguence for every one to keep silent in
regard to the features of our faith in which they acted no
part. God never contradicts Himself., Scripture proofs are
misapplied or will arise and bring in supposedly great light
and meke their assertions. But we stand by the o0ld land-
marks. . « We are hindered in our work by men who are not con-

verted, who seek their own glory. They wish to be thot
originitors of new theoriesgwhich theyypresent claiming that
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they are truth., But if these theories are received they will
lead to a denial of the truth that for the past 50 years God
has been giving to His people, substantiating it by the demon-
stration of the Holy Spirit.

"My dear friends, for Christ's sake take your stand on
higher ground. Xvery feature of our faith is to be tested
in the way that is the most trying. The pillars of our faith
are to be tested.

"These who sincerely desire truth will not be reluctant
to lay open their positions for investigation and criticism, end
will not be annoyed if their opinions and ideas are crossed.
This was the spirit cherished among us 40 years ago. We would
come together, burdened in soul, praying that we might be
one in faith and doctrine, for we know that Christ is not
divided., One point at a time was made the subject of investi-
gation, Solemnity characterised these councils of investi-
gation. The Scriptures were opened with a sense of awe.

Often we fasted that we might be better filled to understand
the truth. After earnest prayer, if any point was not under-
stood, it was discussed and each one expressed his opinion
freely. . « We spent many hours in this way. We did not
generally study together more than four hours at a time,

yet sometimes the entire night was spent in solemn investi-
getion of the Seriptures. . . On some occasions the Spirit

of God would come upon me and difficult portions were made
clear thru God's appointed way, and then there was perfect
harmony. « o "
