A smattering of knowledge found in survey cours- |
es has outlined intellectual fields for developing |
freshmen and given them a long look down the vis-
tas of scholastic realms. They have caught a glimpse |
.ob-the broad road that was hidden once by bewilder-
ment, conceit, dread. They are on the way up.

How shortsighted are those who think that edu-|
cation is merely a painful accumulation of facts and !
dates, an unreasonable assignment of dry reading
matter to be perused, and a series of meaningless
math problems to be solved to satisfy the peculiar
whims of the instructor!
