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Following the Pattern
WaeN God was about to establish a definite line of gospel
service on earth, to organize a movement of which He was to
be the recognized Leader, Hle took time to instruct His chosen
human leader as to what he was to do, and this instruction
included not only the great features of this spiritual gospel
service, hut also the minutest details, Not only were the exaet
measurements of the sanetuary givem, but eareful instruetion
ineluded every fixture pertaining to it, down to the smallest
instrument used about the altar. And to impress Hiy servant
Moses still further, God said to him as he turned to. ge down to
the camp, “ Look that thou make them after their pattern, whieh

was showed thee in the mount.” BEx. 25: 40.

Christ Tanght His Disciples How to Labox for the People

When Jesus came to re-establish His gospel work o earth,
of whieh the tabernacle sorvices were a type, He, too, gave His
disciples explicit instruetion as to how they wsre to go about
their work. They were not left to choose their own metheds,
soms to labor in one fashion, some another. General principles
were laid down, as well as explicit instruetion given, ineorporat-
ing the very methods Jesus Himself had demonsirated to be
suceessful while with them. He gaid,

“ As ye go, preach, saying, The kingdom of heaven is at
hand., Heal the siek, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast
out devils: freely ye have received, freely give.” Matt. 10: 7, 8

Preaching and. healing were to be combined. The disciples
were commissioned to preach deliverance from sin and relief
from disease.

« They went forth [two and twao], and preached everywhere,
the Lord working with them, and confirming the word with signs
following,” Mark 16: 20.

# The work of the diseiples was to spread a knowledge of the
gospel. To them was committed the work of proclaiming to all
the world the good news that Christ brought to men. That work
they accomplished for the people of their time, To every natiom
under heagven the gospel was carried in a single generation.’’—
“ The Ministry of Healing,” p. 141.

They followed the pattern showed them in the mount, They
went ‘forth, amid great opposition, with a definite -heaven-ap-
pointed mission, fully conseious that the promised FPregence
of the powerful Christ was with them. The Acts of the Apos-

~among the Inea Indians, as an illustration.

tles tells the story.  Everywhere the wonderful life, death, and
resurrection of the Christ of Nazareth was made known, and
they forgot not their appoinied miristry to the sick.

“ BeHevers were the more added to the Lord, multitudes both
of men and women. Insomuch that they brought forth the
sick inte the streets, and laid fhem on beds and couches, . . .
and they were healed every one”’ Aets 5: 14-16.

The Same Pattern Given Seventh-day Adventists

It has pleaged the Lord in these last days, in committing to
His people the finishing work of the gospel in all the earth, to
give afresh this same pattern, this ideal method of labor, of
approach among the people everywhere, And how signifieant
it is that in all this wonderful instruetion, this ecounsel given
Hijs people as to how they are to labor, again preaching
and teaching and healing are combined--—are te go hand in
hand. 8pace permits citing only a few of the many, many ad- .
monitions of the Spirit upon this funmdamental prineiple of
labor, this united ministry of healing for the body and healing
for the soul.

“Whether in foreign missions or in the home fleld, all mis-
sionaries, both men and women, will gain much more ready
aceess to the people, and will find their usefulness greatly in-
creased, if they are able to minister to the siek, . .. All gos-
pel workers should know how to give the simple treatments that
do so much to relieve pain and remove disease”’—* The Ministry
of Healing,” pp. 145, 146,

“ Those who are receiving instruction in medical missionary
lines ghould be led to realize that their educotion is to fit them
to do better work in connection wilth the mindsiers of God.
You are to remember, my brother, that the Lord has a people
upen the earth whom He respeets. . . . Medical missionary
work ig not to take men from the mindstry, but is to place men
in the field, better qualified o minister because of their knowl-
edge of medieal missionary work. Young men should receive
an education in mediecal missionary lines, and should then go
forth fo connect with the ministers. They should not be influ-
enced to give themselves exclusively to the work of rescuing the
fallen and degraded.”—* Testimonies,” Vol, VIII, p. 158,

¢ Medical missionary work is in ne case to be divorced from
the gospel ministry. The Lord has specified that the two shall
be as closely connected as the arm is with the bedy. Without
this union neither part of the work iz eomplete. The medical
misgionary work is the gospel in illustration—Id., Fol. FI,
. 240, 241, .

“ God 41d not design that the medical missionary work shoul
celipse the work of the third angel's message. The arm is not
t6 become the body. The third angel’s message is the gospel
message for these last days, and in ne case is it to he over-
shadowed by other interests and made fo appear an unessential
consideration. When in our institutions anything is placed
above the third angel’s message, the gospel i3 not there the
great leading power. The cross is the center of all religious
nstitutions. These institutions are to be under the eontrol of
the Spirit of God: in ne ingtitution iy any one man to be the
sole head. The divine mind has men for every place’—Id.,
page 241,

#In the work of the gospel the Lord uses different insiru-
mentalities, and nothing is to he allowed to separate these in-
strumentalities, Never should a sanitarium- be established am
an enterprise independent of the church, Our physicians are
to unite with the work of the ministers of the gospel. Through
their labors souls are to be saved, that the name of God may
be magnified.’— Id., p. 240.

This 19 the pattern shown s in the mount. There car be
no misunderstanding in this instruetion, it is so plain, so simple,
vet withal so definite and comprehensgive. It bears the imprint
of the divine Master — He who gsent forth workers into His
vineyard nineteen hundred years ago. It was a double ministry
then of teaching and healing, It is to be the same today.
Christ’s manifest presence of converting, healing power went
with the disciples of old as they followed His instruction then.
And it is a very significant and noteworthy feature that in the
gospel ministry put forth both in mission lands and in home
fields where this combined ministry of teaching and healing has
gone hand in hand, our most wonderful® achievements for God
are seen. : .

Take, for example, the wonderful work about Lake Titicaca,
And there are
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other places, as well, in our island mission fields which might
be mentioned, where wonderful fruitage is seem in soul har-
vests when the combined medical-missionary feature has bgen
tho fundamental method of service.

It is encouraging {o note also that here in the homeland
there is of late a tendeney toward putting into aetual practice
these divine prineiples shown us in the mount. And why should
if not be o7 Why should there not be in waiting for our young
men qualifying as physicians at our medieal school, a place of
service with our gospel workers, either in foreign fields or in
the couferences here at home? Every such happy union would in-
crease the usefulness of the workers, both evangelistic aud
medical, shall we say in the ratio as the Seriptures put it, one
shall “ ehase a thousand, and two put ten thousand to flight 9
Anyway, we believe one thing s certain, and that is that our
wicked foe reeognizes what this union would mean to lis cause,
and very artfully seeks to bring about as many sueh separa-
tions as possible, and to keep them effective as long as pos-
gible. “What therefore God hath joined together, let not man
put gsunder.” Matt, 19: 6. Let us study and follow the divine
pattern for service given us in the mount. T, B, B.

Progress or Stagnation

WiTH the tremendous program that Seventh-day Adventiste
are carrying today, and the constant effort required to keep the
organized movement in operation, our workers at times may
think there iz not the opportunity for soul-winning work that
they might wish for, but we believe thia is a mistaken idea.

. Careful observation during years of travel and labor through-
out the hiome fleld has convinced me that there are many workers
whose labor is confined largely to the work they do on the
Sabbath as they meet with the churches under their charge, and
visit, more or less, in the homes of the various members during
the week, but who are not doing much rveal aggressive work in
bringing others into the foid,

T have visited chureh after church where the pastor was not
even holding Sunday night sorviees for the public. As a rule
our workers are loaded heavily, owing to the faet that the
work in foreign lands is making a heavy draft upon the avail-
able talent in the home fistd, and our ministers must necessarily
carry a heavier burden than thsy otherwise would.

-Under these ecirewmstances the questions naturally avise in
the mind of the worker thus loaded down with local church
problems, finanecial campaigns, ete, Shall 1 confine my entire
effort to the churches already esiablished, by endeavoring to
organize and lead them in aetive missionary work? or shall I
take time to reach out and start new centeys?

T can speak from experience, as I was recently placed in
chaxge of eight churches, surely not a lght load. ITf I had
been comtent to spend ali my time with these churches, T could
have been fully occupied; but there were = number of towns in
this large distriet where the truth had never been preached,
and I felt that they must be warned.

Aceordingly one was singled out where it seemed, after care-
ful comsideration, there was a providential opeming. By the
help of God, 2 eompany was raised up in this new center, and
the cffort was the means of eneouragement to a number of
isolated members living some distance away who eame in to
help. Two of these had been in the truth for twenty years,
and had heard only three sermong and attended one camp meet-
ing in all that time. One couple who had been Hving the truth
al] alote in @ near-by town accepted the responsibility of
Jeadership in this newly organized company, and ave carrying
this work very acceptably.

Several churches at a distance of from twenty to thivty
miles joined in helping to make the effort a suecess. In one or
two, instances there seemed to be a decided tramsformation in
gome who had heen brooding over little local church and con-
ference diffieulties, to their own spiritual loss, But when they
came to lend a helping hand in behalf of the unsaved, it seemed.
to put new life into their own experience. Altogether this
experience was a grand success, ‘ .

I am reminded of an interesting experienee whieh one of
our misgionaries had some years ago. He was traveling in 2
tropical countty, and stopped to watch a native who was load-

ing stone by the roadside. When he had what he thought was
2 sufficient load, he climbed inte his two-wheelpd cart, spoke
to his mule, but the load remained unmoved. Then he climbed
down again, The missionary thought he intended to throw off
a portion of the load, but instead he went tg the side of the
road, picked up a large bowlder, placed if in an apparatus on the
baek of the eart preparved for this purpose, and made another
effort to start the mule. This time the load went forward
without difficulty. During the first attempt the load had been
galling the poor anima¥s back, but when tho extra stone was
attached to the rear, the load was ovenly balaneed and the
galling prossure removed, snabling the mule to pull its Ioad
with perfect ease, C

In like manner I believe that where a minister is burdened
with unpleasant chureh difficulties, his burden will be lightened
and. the church will experience greater progress if he will attach
another stone at the other end of the load, by undertaking
aggressive efforts to reach, with the message, others in some
new center who have not yet heard. E. B. NUMBERS.

- " Sowing for-a Harvest
“ HEAkgeN: Béhold, there weut out a soewer to sow.” Mark
4:3, Thig is a wonderfully éxpressive text. This worker

was a “ sower.” His business was sowing, and he did it faithfully
and well. Mark you, he did net sow merely for the sake of
sowing; hig sowing looked forward te the time of harvest.
Only a harvest time eould justify all the time, labor, and ex-
pense of the sowing time. But there ¢an be no harvest without
first the toil attendant upon the sowing of the seed.

The Lord of earth’s spiritual harvest made good use of this
important phase of tillage of the soil o cmphagize the growth
of the kingdom. The sced was indeed ““ good seed,” but it was
sown in all kinds of seil. ‘

“ The sowers of the seed bave a work to (o in preparing
hearts to reeeive the gospel. In the ministry of the word there
iz too much germenizing, and too little of real hsart-to-heart
work, There is need of personal labor for the souls of the lost.
In Christian sympathy we should eome close to men individually,
and seek to awaken their interest in the great things of eternal
life. Their hicarts may be as hard as the beaten liighway, and
apparently it may be a uscless-effort to present ihe Savieur
to them; bui while logic may fail {0 move, and argument be
powerless to convinge,. the love of Christ, revealed in personal
ministry, may soften the stony heart, so that the seed of truth
can take root.”-— Christ's Qbject Lessons” p. 57.

On the part of tho sower suecess depends entirely upon the
proper preparation of the soil. Neo matter how favorable the
season, there can be no bountiful harvest if a spirit of sloth-
fulness has given to seed an wnfavorable opportunity for healthy
growth.

“ 8o the sowsrs have scmething to do that the seed may
not be choked with thorng or perish heeause of shallowness of
soil. At the very outset of the Christian life every believer
should be taught its foundation principles. He should be taught
that he is not werely to he saved by Christ’s sacrifice, but that
be is t¢ make the life of Christ his life and the character of
Christ his charvacter. Let all be tanght that they are to bear
burdens and to deny natural inclination. . . . Let them taste
the joy of winning souls for Him. In their love and interest
for the lost, they will lose sight of sclf.”— Id., pp. 67, 58.

Every beliover is to be a seed sower. When the Savieur left
the world, He gave fo “every man his work.” Mark 13: 34.

“ When Josus aseended to heaven, He commitfed His work
on earth to those who had reeecived the light of the gospel.
They were to carry the work forward to eompletion, He has
provided no other agency for the promulgation of Hig truth.”
¢ Historical Sketches,” p. 288.

If the love of the SBaviour is in our hearts, we shall be glad
of every opportunity that offers to sow the good seed of the
kingdem. No slothfuless or neglect of these heaven-gent priv-
ileges will be seen in our lives.

“ Love to Jesus will be manifested in a desire to work as He
worked, for the blessing and uplifting of humanity. Tt will

lead to love, tenderness, and sympathy toward all the ereatures
of our heavenly Father’s care-—* Steps to Christ,’ p. §2.

But we are not to sow in vain, God’s purpose includes a
glorious harvest frem the seed sowing. * He that goeth forth
and weepeth, bearing precious seed, shall doubtless come again
with rejoleing, bringing his sheaves with him.” Ps. 126:6. In
this promise ig indicated the diligence of the swecessful sower.
With great earnestness the seed sowing is to be accomplished.
No part of the work is to be slighted, and then the goodly
harvest will be assured. * They that sow in tears shall reap
in joy.” .

Too eften ye shall be tempted to deeide that cur partienlar
figdd of missionary opportunity is so barren that it would be
but labor in vain to sow good sead in suech unpromising soil.
But again the veiece of inspiration comes, saying: “In the
morhiug gow thy seed, and in the evening withhold not thine
hand: for thou knowest not whether shall prosper, either this
or t‘hét, or whether they both shall be alike good.” Eeel. 11: 6.

The following extracts from a personal testimony of a sue-
cessful worker may encourage many to be mere faithfyl in
scattering the seeds of fruth: .

# Tt happened that while in Shanghai I found the truth. I
was a pefty officer at.the time, and was assisting the officer
of the day te carry out the ship’s routine that day. We had
been having a-great deal of trouble keeping off the ship the ¢ bum
hoat* men, the venders ef wares, laundrymen, and: every cther
class imagipable. T had great difficulty in keeping the
Chinese off .the ship. - In order that none should steal my
binoenlars and notebooks and the ship’s log, I put these things
into & ventilator that was over the engine room, Tucked away
back under the elthow of it, the things were pretty sure net to be
discovered. After driving away the Chinese, I went by the

o,

ventilator and took out my things. I reached down under the
elbow to get them, but T felt something different. So I drew
vp the whole thing, and, lo, it was & bundle of papers!

“ Thege papers were copies of the Walchman and Signs of
the Times. They were almost a year out of date. I looked
well, both fore and aft, to see if any one was aboard who
might have thrown them therse. I felt sure that.mo one had
come abeard while I was watching, But siuce the papers were
there with my things, I felt that surely some cne had come
and gone without my having seen him. I took a copy of each
number for myself, and threw the rest of the papers down
into the crew’s quarfers for the boys to read.

“ At noon I went down below and slt)lent the rest cf the day
deveuring those old papers, Nothing had ever pictured things
so’ truthfully in the light of the Bible’s feachings ag these
papers did. I was anxious to find the people who circulated
the papers. Stamped on them was an address, and as I re-
member, ‘ Nanking Road,’ a well-known street, was a part of
it. I went ashore the first opportunity I had te find out who
was the person that had brought them there. But I had difficulty
in finding the number, as no name was given, and I did not
know whether n Chinege or a foreigner had put the papers
there. And, too, being ashamed or too timid to make an in-
qujry, I tarned away. Our ship soon sailed north.

“T continued to read my papers, and lecarned that they wore
Seventh-day Adventist. When we returned to Manila, I begam
to search for the Seventh-day Adventist church. I eould not
find it. I wrote to the newspapers for information, and one
of 'them dispatched a reporter to look it up. Ile, too, failed.
Nobody seemed lo know where it was, although thers was a
rumor that sueh a chureh exigted somewhere in Manila, Then
wo were saent to China, to Amoy, because of troubles there. One
Sunday I went over to ace the American consul, who told me
that thers was a little mission on the istand, but on the other
side, he thought. Ho I sot omt to search systematically for the
pldce.

“ Finally T ran on to a man who was building a cow pen.
He told me that he was the Adventist missicnary., I had a
great desire to talk with him, but I felt ashamed, for T knew
T had been a mean man. His name was Anderson. He and
hig wife were there alome. He told me he had been in China
for sixteen years. I did get to talk with him a Little biz. He
advised me to go back to the Stales and ge to school. Bub
I had to batble with myself to decide just what fo do. I
never saw that man again. We went back to Manila latet,
and from there I was sent to the United States for discharge,
a8 my enlistment had expired. During the whole time I was
thanking God and talking over these things with the boys whom
I found disecournged and desperate of mind,

“ All my bad habits were broken at once. I had tried in
vain to do it befere, but now with Christ they gave way. The
day could not come too soon for me to see the United States
again., Well, T had many more marvelous experiences that
were just as providential as the finding of the literature which
set’ me ou the road to happiness and hope. I have thanked
God for that kind missionary, whether Chinese or other, who
put that literature on my ship.”

Some years age one of our sisters left tracts on the seats
of 'the street car as she went to work each day. These iracts
ardused the interest of the motorman, and he would fake some
of them after she had left the car. A goodly number of these
were thus secured, eovering the main features of the message.
Ag’be read, he beeame deeply interested, but ths sigter did not
travel on his car any more, and he never saw her again. He
gave bis heart to God, and began to keep the Sabbath. Later
he attended one of our schoolg and beeame a suecessful evan-
gelist, winning hundreds of people to the truth. He bas singe
filled positions of responsibility, and is an earnest leader in
goul-winning work. ‘

Shall we not be more faithful in our seed sowing? ¢ The
ﬁela is the world,” and every day opportunities eome o all of
us to gow the geeds of truth is some heart. And we are sowing
for. s harvest. What kind of harvest will yours be,— of golden
grain for the Master’s garner, or tarves for the day that shall
burn ag an oven? *But this I say, He which soweth sparingly
gball reap also sparingly; and ke which soweth bountifully
shall reap also bountifully” 2 Cor, 9:6. True, we may not
be privileged to see the fruitage of our seed sowing until the
sheaves, are garnered at the coming of the Saviour, but what &
joyful eurprise it will be to see how the Lord of the harvest

hag cared for the seed and brought it to . glorious fruitage!.

Asoun five years agoe one of our faithful colporteurs in the
state of Rioc de Janeiro ealled at & home and found the man
busily engaged in reading his Bible. Mis wife told him that
a “book agent” was at the door. The man wont to the doer
and informed the colporteur that he needed ne books, as he had
the best Book in the world.

The Winning Power of Love

No man can ever be a great soul winper who is not himself a
great soul lover. In order to win men, we must love them.
Our Lord was a great lover, therefore a great soul wimner.
Love is the active, compelling power that leads men on and
wins the aflections. It is not necessarily more activity, more
knowledge, or more argument needed, but more love. Christ
did not win men by activity and argument, but by love.

Training, education, preparation, knowledge, eloquence, ac-
tivity, hard work, and earnest endeavor are all important fac-
torg in Christian service. But one may aequire these and more,
and still fail in being a soul winner. In order.to win men to
Christ, we must Jove them. Ii is not merely human love, hut
the “ love of God ” which is “ shed abroad in our hearts by the
Holy Ghost which is given unto us,” that is needed. When this
love is courted, appreciated, received, and known, it carries
with it an irresistible influence that greatly impresses the heart
and opens the way for the Holy Spirit to do its work in winning
souls.

As we contemplate the great love text of the Bihle, Johu
3: 16, it appeals to our heart; and when ouwr aflections are
thereby moved toward God and we sec and appreciate the pas-
sion of His wonderful, cverlasting love toward us, our hearts
are set aflame with love toward Him, and we take carncst heed
to all our ways and ask for overcoming grace, and endeavor
to please God m all things; amd with Him, in self-sacrificing
love, we go torth to faithfully seek, give, and work to save
the lost.

Education, eulture, polish, cloguence, zeal, attractive per-
sonality, energy, fine plans, kard work, and many other ways and
means of human endeavor may be utilized in service for Christ;

The following statement taken from “ Testimonies to Min-
isters,” page 154, is worthy of careful reading and study:

“ Elahcrate reasoning or argumentative demonstrations of
doctrine seldom impress upom the hearer the semse of his
need and his peril.  Simple, brief statements, from a heart
made soft snd sympathetic by the love of Christ, will be as the
grain of mustard seed, to which Christ Hlmself likened His
uticrances of divine truth. He throws into the soul the vital
energy of His Spirit, to make the seed of truth germinate and
bear fruit.”

Entering New Fields

‘A wogD of progress from foroign lands is always weleomed
by thogo at home. The following from Elder J. F. Wright,
president of the South Afriean Union Conferemce, gives evi-
dence that “ Advance” is the motto of this field:

“ The work in the union along all lines has heen very good.
Our poul-winming eampaigns have been blessed of the Lord, and
the work in the native fields has moved forward eneouragingly.
We are hoping to open two new miissipn stations this year,
which will be an advance inte new territory. This is very en-
eourgging to us out here, for if our present plana earry, we
shall enter for the fivst time two of the largest native reserves
in South Afriea.”

The Influence of a Tract

AT 2 recent home missionary meeting held at Kaloorany, one
of our oubstations in the Rannad Distriet, an illiterate brother,
on being asked how he was able to report three hours of mis-
giopary work each day in the week, rclated the following story
ofihis conversion, By the way, he hag his report filled in caeh
wogk by one of his friends, whom he has brought inte the
truth by hig¢ example and missionary work, Among other things
he said:

“1 am a farmer. I have my own bullocks to draw water and
plow my ficlds. Sines aceepling the truth T have been hated
and illtreated many times by my own people and the members
of my former chureh. Neaxly all my neighbors and relatives
are Ilindug, When I am at work n my fields, many of these
people ply me with questions of various sorts from morning il
late in the evening. I have to tell them why I have become a
Seventh-day Adventist, leaving the Congregational Chureh, to
which I belonged before, T tell them that after accepting the
advent truth, I have great peace of mind, which none of them
can understand. Y take much pleasure in answering their
questions; and at the same time my faith in the truth is eon-
flrmed by doing so. The time I gpend this way, if put together,
would amount {o much.

“The joy I have found ia all due to the reading of a traet I
got from an cvangelist one day, I took it home, and being un-
able to read its contents myself, gave it to my friend who sits
near me now and fills in the ropert for me. The name of that
traet was, ¢ Which Day Do You Keep, and Why?’ I was com-
pletely eonvinced of the truth contained therein. So from that
day forward X began to kcep the Sabbath.

“My friend very often argred with me that the step I took
wag a wrong one; and he wanted to get me to his side by
cxposing the errors of the fraet. So he, through me, got many
companion tracts to the one T had from our evangelist, He
worked hard at them to find some contradiction at least be-
tween the tracts. But the more he did that the firmer he was
convineed that what those tracts told was trath, So ke also
hegan to keep the Sabbath. This is not all. When the Congre-
gationalists learned this, they began to give us all sorts of
trouble. They used to mention our names in their sermons, and
w;,incd the church against the deceplion into which we had
fallen.

“But ag yet I did not have a full knowledge of the truth.
B0 I wanted to get some more studies from our evangelist,
First, he gave me studics in my house. This was soon made
impossible, for when the evangelist came to my house, my people
used to fling stones and throw cow dung at him. So we used

to go to my field and there sit under the shade of a tres and
stady the Bible. Bui I could nol neglect my work in the field;
my whote household was against me, for they thought that I
was wasting my time this way. To avoid this our evangelist
used Lo bring with him a man who, on coming to the field,
would take my place in the fecld, thus letting me free to get
studics from our evangehst. This was 2 great sacrifice on the
parl, of that brother; and had it not been for his unselfish
action I would not have gotten a full knowledge of the truth.

“ At present my friend (who flls in the report for me) is
having a hard time in his house for the sake of the trulh. His
wife iz against him. Anyhow I am giad the lruth is beng
advertised even by owr cnemies in their hopeless attempt to
hinder itg progress, They zre heginning already to see that
they are losing ground.”

This brother says that he will give to the mission a piece of
Jand on whiek fo put up a prayer shed. The outlook iz very
bright in this section of the field. We intend putting up a
decent Little cottage for the worker at Kaloorany.

We know not what great possibilities are wrapped up be-
tween the two covers of a small traect, Our business is te
scatter such silent messengers and aow the seeds beside all
waters, leaving the result to onr heavenly Father—E, D.
Thomas, tn Hastern Tidings, June 15, 1926.

In pubfic halls, at railway stations, and clsewhere, the sign
“ Exit —the way out-—is frequently to he acen. It is a
good thing when in a public hail, especially if a panie should
arise, to know the way out; when one arrives at a railway
station, ¥t in very needful to find the way out. There are
numbers of people surrounded with circumstances out of which
they would like to find their way. There are men in jail and
men in debt who would be glad to find the way out. There
are men in bad health who are eager io find their way out into
better health, On every hand therc are people who wish to
escaps from their present enviromment, sand who would be
thankful to any one who could show them the way out.

Their condition is certainly not pleasant, but thers ars
things which are worse, that multitudes are quite comfent with,
There are men who are held captive by ain, men who are
spiritually hankrupt, men who have bad soul health, and men
who serve for the wages of iniguity, Tet great numbers of
these have no desire to find a way ouf. “Wide iz the gafe,
and broad is the way, that leadeth to destruction, and many
thero be which go in thereat.” Matt, 7:13. But there axe
always some everywhere who desire t6 find the way out, and to
them we would like to spesk.

1. Be assuved there iz a way out—a way out from sin’s
bondage, defilement, and penalty, from the darkness of un-
belief and the dread of the judgment day, into acceptance with
God, nto peaee of soul, joy of heart, purity of life, and bright-
nesg of hope. That way is Christ, He says, “I am the way:

. no man eometh unte the Father, but by Me.” John 14: 6.

3. Be assured theve are not two ways out. There are ways
of men’s making that do not end in salvation. The ways that
do not lead by the crvoss of Calvary, and that lack the finger
post of atonement, are ways to be avoided.

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The Use of Family Prayers
NOLAN R, REST
Do You Have Family Worship in Your Home?

PropaBLY family worship has always been put up te you
a8 a duty, and in that view, perhaps, hasn’t gripped you much.

But suppose you were invited to eonsider it as a boon and
advantage,— a household necessity, so to spealk,— might you
not as & practical man think more seriously about it?

What would you say to family worship as a family Jubrieant?
Is there any household that doesn’ need something of that
kind -—a hit of oil to make the bearings run smoothly when
home problems appeal one way to the hushand and another way
to the wife? .

It is an experienced fact, which any one can test out, that
these inevitable differences of opinion are vastly less Iiable to
irritate when husband and wife have begun the day by praying
together,

Naturally, the best time fo take up that babit, in order to
get full benefit of it, is right at the oufset of establishing a
heme. And there ought really never f¢ be a marriage where
immediate fellowship in prayer is impossible.

Talk about “ mixed marriages”! The real * mixing” that
. brings all Xinds of trouble later is not the mere outer circum-
stance of people bolonging to differont churches of different
races, but something inward — an inherent divoree which souls
never gscape who gpiritually have too Hitle in common to wor-
ship together, ’

Always there is certain to be a radieal isolation between
married people divided religiously. I every case of this char-
acter does not eulminate in the divoree eourt, it must be beeanse
the more Christian member of the partnership is strong enough
to endure a vast hidden loneliness.

But whex bride and bridegroom are able from the firsi to
pray in unison, with all sineerity, there iy no divoree eourt
ahead for them.

If you and your wife neglected to avail yourselves of this
vrivilege at the starting of your home, however, it is, though
late, not too late to bhegin now.

To set up now the eustom cof praying together each morning
will heighten the love light of the home in 3 way that you can’t
guess till you try it

Presumimg always that with both husband and wife praying
is heartfelt and not formal, nothing clse can be so richly re-
vealing of the sowd (which in all true marriage must be holh
souree and objeet of wedded love) as the poured-out petition
at the hearthside.

It is not by any means so hard to bear and forbear when hy
prayer’s mirror husband and wife have seen in each other the
inner struggle to be vight. Mareover, there remains no dark
spot where suspicion ean brook and distrust whisper in the
heart of either husband or wife when the bright beam of
eommon prayer has shone into the depths of both lives,

With children partaking of the family life, still more com-
pelling values appear in the sustained habit of household wor-
ship.

It is a commonplace of education these days that to produce
any kind of character in children they must be surrounded
with an environment — an atmosphere — redolent of the kind
of manhood and womanhood that they are expected to grow
inko.

No maiter what good ideals are taught to the boys and girls,
they are not going to hold to anything that is not put inte
some conerete effeet directly before their eves.

This applies to religion particularty. There are compara-
tively few parents whe do ngt want their children to be re-
ligious in some degree-—at leagt to the extent of feeling an-
swerable to God for clean conduct.

But that desire is eanceled in a sad number of homes beeause
the children never see any sgign that the parents themselves
really take God into account, Even professedly Christian fathers
and mothers live oul thelr Hves in the presence of their song
and daughters without any observable token that they are
themselves relying persepally and daily on the heavenly
Tather’s aid.

And what becomos of the children in sueh families? Except
in the rarc cases where some extva powerful outside influence

submerges the influence of the home, the boys and girls grow
up callougly godless in life if not in professed semtiment.

Such is the logical effect of a home with ne God-atmosphere.

What will pat the CGod-atmosphere back into the homef

Nothing else so surely as invariable habits of family prayer.

Where cvery day father and mother read with the children
soberly some portion of God’s Word, and them kneel down and
as gsoherly pray God to help them and their boys and girls to
live pleasingly before Him that day, the whole household is
brought right under the golemn eye of heaven,

And if such impressions are repeated steadily through the
long childhood years, they will remain unerasable in adult life.

Not only is it easy to foresee such effect, but plenty of
people ave ready to-day to say that family prayer in their
childhood homes has held them in just this fashion.

Many, morcover, will festify that when they bad wandered a
long way from straight lines of right, the reeollection of
prayers in the old home was the main thing that turned them
back. Now, on the strength of all these Facts, look here:

It family prayer is any safeguard at all for the boys and
girls growing up in your home, you dare not neglect to adopt
the custom,

You wouldn’t cheat your children out of a chance to make a
living. Tt is worse to cheat them out of help to make a life.

No, let us not take up the “ diffieulties of maintaining family
worship in a modern household.” And please say nothing about
how impossibie it is for you to pray aloud hefore your famity.

There are books to help you to learn to pray audibly, if you
roally are embarrassed by first atbempts. And if you can’t
make time for it any other way, ecut your breakfast in half,

You can manage it if you really conclude yom must.— Re.

Christ,” It was to the young man Timothy that Panl was
speaking here. He himself had been a soldier of Jesus Christ
for several years now, and he knew there were hardships and
persecutions in the way of ome who would follow the Master,
And so he admonished Timothy at the beginning of hiz mis-
gionary tour, “ My sen, be strong in the grace that is in Christ
Jesus,” and “endure hardness, as a good soldier.” Paul was
the first foreign missionary, We have many of them teday,
and do they not eall back to us, “ Missionary Velunteers, grow
gtrong in the grace of Geod, that you may come with us and
endure hardhess, as good Christian soldiers ¢

You will reeall that on the very first irip which Timothy took
with Paul, the latter had the vision smrmoning them over into
Magedonia, and they went, I doubt not that they had ample
opportunity to demonstrate that good-soldier endurance which
Paul had already manifested and which Timothy was learning.
No doubt they had many oppertunities to beeome discouraged
and give up the missionary tour. What do you suppose would
have been the result if they had? I do not kmow, but I am
sure if they could hear the good repyrts to-day, they would be
glad that they did persevere and endure. They planted a seed
which has grown into a company of loyal Seventh-day Ad-
ventists who will endure any hardship rather than give up this
truth, Elder T. H..Christian, vige-president of the European
Division of omr work, tella us:

‘
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“Just a year ago last March (in 1926) in Macedonia, one
whole chureh of our brethren were imprisoned. They were
brought in before the judge, sud their lives were threatened,
and they were told that they would be despoiled of all their
goods unless they would surrender the advent faith, The elder
of the little Adventist chureh stood up and said: ¢ Judge, rather
than leave thiz message which liag saved us from our sins, this
message which hag brought ws to Chrigt, sooner far than give
up thig blessed hope and message, we will let you take all our
goods. We will not change a single iota of this message; and,
Judge, sooner than surrender a single point of this truth, we
are every ono of us ready to die for it” The judge turned to
them and said, ‘I will propese to write that iute the cowrt
teeords, and I expeet every one of you people to sign it/ And
the eldsr said, ¢ Furthormore, after you bave put it info the
reeord and we have signed if, we expeet to follow it ¥

Axd T doubt not that there were young people in that churel
whose namee were pledged in loyalty to God. How Paul and
Timothy will rejoice at the resurrection morn when they hear
about that faithful Maegedonian church!

Some brave soldier-misgionary marched into the African wilds
and endured all the hardships, until the truth has been embedded
in the hearts of those dark-skinned people, and they alsc are
willing to endure anything rather than relinquish their hold.
James Kalilimbe, of the Nyasaland Training School, in Africa,
tells us of one young woman’s experience. “ She came to the
meetings, and her husband beat her. She came to school, and
he beat her yot harder. For two years she kept up, and the
husband kept up the beatings. ‘I will not fail’ she said. ‘T
will not fail’ To look at her, in her native dress, one would
never know that here was one of the heroines of faith. ‘T will
not fail? she kept saying. This year,” continued James, ©she
decided to offer herself for baptism. ¢ Well) said her husband,
“you ean be a Christian, I have failed!’ Now she is a happy
baptized member. She did nof fail Jeses, and Hiz grace did
not fail her.?

What would yow have done, Missionary Volunteers, if you
had been a member of that Macedonian church called upon to
give up your faith or die for it? What would you have done,
I repeat, if you had been beaten day after day as you searched
for truth? Would you have endured the test? Do you think
you would have stood it as good soldiers?

Do you know, young people, your endurance qualities are
being developed right where you are in your Missionary Volun-
teer Society? 'The kind of good soldier that you are in the
work of your society, the quality of enduramce that you put into
your work here, indicates what you will be able 1o endure when
you are pub bo the test in a greater work or amid severe trials.
The world may not stand long emough for us to go to a
foreign mission field, but we ean prove ourselves just as good
goldiers here in our honte duties. Shall we endure as good
goldiers this summer?

Indian Young People Refuse to Turn Back

(A story from Pastor F, A. Stahl, of experiences he encountered as
alone he traveled through territory octcupied by savage Indizans on his
way back from his recent tour of inspection into the very tropiecal
regions of eastern Peru, South America.)

Ong Triday afternoon I struck camp amd prepared to rest
over the Sabbath. I was tired and exhausted, not so much
from the hardness of the way, but beeause of the great burden
on my heart after having heard the earnesi pleas for help
from as Indian chief T had just mef. His pleadings seemed
to he more than I could bear, It was wonderful to think of
these crude savages, who T had heard all along would kill a
white man ai sight, having reccived me so tenderly and 5o
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kindly and pleaded so earnestly that a teacher might be sent
them, that they also might know the true God.

Sahhath morning I arose, and after studying and having
prayer alone with my stramger guide {a young man I had
ntet on the boat), while T was sitting there on the ground
with my back againgt a tree, there suddenly emerged from the
forest a large group of Indians from the Campa tribe, whe
wers Jed by a tall, majeslic-looking woman. I arose amnd
greested her, and she told me she had received word that the
pastor from the Perené Mission was going through her district,
and she wanted to reach me. The thing that impressed me
most was the large group of young people who were with her,
tho ages ranging from fifteon to twenty years, and their won-
derfully bright faces. We had a mceting there in the forest
with these people which lasted four hours. They stayed with
me during the Sabbath, and in the momning accompanied me
for several milez on my journey, Asg we started out, a greup
of twenty young men eame to me and sald, “ Wgs are going
with you to the xmission, to attend the sehool there T thought
it would be impossible for these young men to attend the school,
ag we had refused hundreds who live in the district adjacent
to the school. Then again I thought of the severe eold to be
ancountered in getting to our school, of having to journey five
days over the snow-capped mountains before reaching our mis-
gion on the headwaters of the Amazon. Bo I told them they
would never be able 10 stand the cold, accustomed as they were
to the heat and elad as thinly as they were.

‘We journeyed on, this chieftainess, as she proved to bpe,
bidding me good-by and saying, “ Bs sure you do not forget
my people.” Bhe watched me dizappear, gazing wistfully after
me, but these young men continued to follow, They followed
for two days, until we wore one third of the way up the cold
mountains, Then again I explained to them that they should
zo baek, and if the Lord was willing, we would send & teacher
and open up a mission scheol among them also. They all re-
turned, with the exception of one, who persisted in accompany-
ing me., With him I shared the clothing I had on. As we
traveled those four awful days, it seemed that we would perish
with the eold, but the Lord took eare of us, and we arrived
safely at our mission. The young lad is now in the school, a
faithful student there, studying hard, with only the one object
in view,—to go back to his people and teach them about the
true God.

Oh, how we need men and means to fill these wonderful open-
ings God has made for us! May God help us in rendering to
Him a faithful stewardship at this time, when He is working
g0 . wonderfully in reaching helpless souls lost in the darkmess
of ‘heathenigm!

Notes for the Leaders

Suommertime 18 often a discouraging one for the Junior
Society.

When the task
was the hardest, then Nehemiah prayed and worked, Cyrus
Fisld never would have succeeded in laying a cable across the
Atlantic if he had given up after trying and failing three
times, Admiral Peary failed again and again when he tried
to reach the nerth pole, but there was no surrender with him,
and at last he won, A little boy with a small shovel can elsar
away a great deal of smow if only he keeps at . (Use the
foregoing illustration in your own way, and then speak of some
of the obstacles that make the soclety slump in gummer. “It’s
too hot fo go to Junior meeting this afternoon,” one will say.
Another will refuse to take part because he just ean’t think or
study during vacation. And then, John and Edward have gone
on their vacation, and so Ted couldn’t possibly coms. Just
when others are away and the task i hard, that iz the time
to stick.)

Superintendent’s Talk: “1 Will Care for
My Body”

T am glad T can talk to Juniors about caring for their bodies.
T will tell you why. If s Junior truty learns to esre for his
body during ihe years when the building of that body house is
in progress, he iy mere likely to heecome a strong and useful
worker in the eause of God. :

You all remember reading abeut the hurricane in Florida a
few monthy ago. After the worst part of the débris and rub-
bish wag cleared away, it was discovered that only buildings
of poor material and workmanship were seriously damaged in
the storm. Houges with a good foundation of cement and
mortar and those builf of lumber put in place with sufficient
nails, withstood the blast of that terrible windstorm. Too much
gand in the cement, defects in the timber, no najls where nails
should he,— ali these weaknesses cansed the arhole miructure to
go to pleces in a time of testing. Florida learned them who
were the good builders and carpenters of those coast eities,
Tt i just that way with our bodies, We are building & body
strictare to endure hardness as a good soldier for the Master.
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You Juniors are the managers of that building proeess. Yow
help to choose the building matevial for that body house
when you choose your food for breakfast, dinmer, and lunch.
The nails, eement, and mortar too, you must get by choosing
foods wilh lime, phosphorus, and iron, or your body honse will
not be firmly bound together. Vegetables, fruit, grains, and
milk eaten in abundance daily will supply that building material.
Even the earpenters who build that body struetare for you are
in that food. We eall them Mr, A, Mr. B, and Mr. C. These
carpenters are the vitaming, or those elements in food that give
it the vital spark so it ean he made inte good musele, hone, and
nerve tissue.

Beeamse you arve the manager, you mngt not forget your
body needs plenty of sleep, with window open, if the fires to
warm {he body house are to be kept burning hrightly, A good
manager, too, will supply lwmber to the workmen only when
needed; and if you are master® of that body building, you,
‘too, will eat only at the time for meals. A good manager will
keep the house elean inside and outside. God tells us in His
Holy Book that it iy cur “ reasonable serviee” to care for our
bodies. He tells us our bodies, as well as our souls, should
be healthy.

Juniors who have learned to care for their bodies, who have
cetablished good habits, are the omes the King of kings is
calling to earry the message of Jesus' seon return to this world.

Will He be able to say to you Junior Volunteers when He
eomes, “ Good and faithfol servant; thou hast heen faithful
over a few things, I will make thee ruler over many things *%

I the year 1792, just previous to the time when God had a

special message to warn the 'world of His soon return, 5 little

hoy was born in the city of Rochester, Mass. B

* This boy’s name was Joseph Bates. In old New England,
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boys and girls grew op inte sturdy young men and women.
They lived mueh out of doors, ate the fruit and vegetahbles
direct from the hands of Mother Nature, and esrly in life
learned to obey father and mother,

‘Jogeph was no exeeption. In thoge days many boys wanted
to, become sailors. Joseph begged and begged his father to let
him go to sea. Finally, when the boy was fifteen years of age,
his father consemted, and Joseph sailed as eabin boy on the
good ship # Fanny ” from New York to London, England, In
those days there were no huge ocean liners. Only sailboats
earried people and earge over the Atlantie,

At the age of thirty-two, while on the ocean, Joseph Bates
was eonverted. He had never been a heavy drinker, bui he
resolved then and there never again to touch any intoxicating
drink. Three years previous he had given up the uge of
tobaceo. In 1827 he organized the fivst temperance society in
America. He stopped swearing, and allowed no one on his ship
to'use profame language. Later he gave up fea and coffee.
Ag he continued to stady his Bible, he resolved to eat no more
meant or other unhealthfal foods,

Mrs. B. G. White tells as that when she first met Elder Bates,
at the age of fifty-four, his figure was erect and of fine propor-
tions, his countenance was fair and his eye wad clear and mild.
Highteen years of rigid temperance life had renewed the entire
man, When God sent us a special message on healthfol living
in 1860, Joseph Bates welecomed it gladly, and was to God's
chosen peeple a living demonstration of health reform.

Only a few months before he died, at the age of eighty, he
gave a talk that stirred his audience. He then stood as straight
as 5 monument and {trod the sidewalks ag lightly as a fox,

Becaase Joseph Bates listened to the voice of God speaking
te him abosat the eare he shouald give his bedy, he was able for
more than thirty-two years after leaving the sew, to work hard
to help others to know about the third angel’s message.
