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Voting Church Letters

“OAN cme dissenting vote, or even a few, hold up a echurch
letter? or do the majority rule?’

Ag a rule the majoriky vote is to be counted by the chalrman
as the voice of the church in condueting all the business of the
chureh, In the transfer of church membership, receiving into
the church members upon bapiism or by letter, as well as
granting letters to those wishing to unite elsewherc, it is de-
sirable that the vole, if possible, be unanimous.

There might be a ease where a member was abseut upon the
first presentation of a name roguesting a letter of transfer,
who, when it was presented the second time for vole, was not
clear to vote in favor of granting it, until at least the objec-
tion he had in mind was removed. In a case of that kind it
would be gnite proper for the elder te rule that the letter be
1aid over another week, thus giving opportunity te the one ov
ones not clear to explain the reason for objection. It might be
thiz information would ehange the whele gituation, making
clear to the offieers and the chureh a lotfer ghould not at that
time be granted. Again, the officers might be able to remove
entively the objection so that the vote would be unamimous
when the letter should again come before the church for action.
1f, however, it is known that the one or ones objecting have
no cange for opposition unknown to the others, and stiil per-
sisteatly stand ont against the best judgmeut of the chureh,
in a ease of this kind it no doubt would be guite proper to
count the majority vote as the volee of the church in granting
the letter of transfer, T, E. .

Church Evangelism

This house-to-house work and search for souls has been the
means of bringing some to the Sunday night services at the
church, where the great fundamental truths of the message are
presented.

Another baptismal class of eighteen interested
persons has been formed, where instruction in overy phase of
the message is given. Jesus said He eame to seek and to save
that which was lost, and as My Father hath sent Me into the
world, so send I yow. To bring one soul to Christ, is of greater
value than for one to sit upon an earthly throne elad in
royalty, reigning among thousands of loyal snbjects.

Overlookers Are Workers Together With God

[Although written primarily for medical workers as applying
te the great importance of co-operative teamwork In suecess-
fully condncting a medical institution, the prineiples underlie
successful conference and church work as well ——ID.]

THE successful worker is he who vecognizes that God has
given to every man his work, and that no man is a complete
whole in himself, but that each is dependent upon the others.

Workers in a Christian institution are not mercly to be
workers together, but they are to be “workers together with
Him” who alone can makce effeetive that which they aim to do.

There are men who are sonnceted with institutions who seem
to think their chief prerogative consigts in calfing the atfention
of everybody to the failings of their associates, or to the
terribly tow spiritual condition that exists within the institu-
tion. They evidently seem to think that by doing this they
are doing missienary work. One who belicvas all that is said
by them would naturally conclude that there is none righteous,
but one. Every institution has oue or more such workers, They
do more harm to an institution than do the ones they eriticize,
who may be faulty. It is never wise to dwell upon the faults
and shortcomings of assodates., In an institution, workers
must be united. They should possess the love that covers a
multitude of defeets from the observation of others. Never
will they be numbered ameng the overcomers here or here-
after, unless they are numbered with the overlockers. AR
should cultivate the habit of speaking well of their associates,
and should dwetl upon their good qualities and not upon their
defects.

‘Wheu tempted to complain of some one, it 33 always best to
praise something in the person’s life and eharacter. T heard
of a medical student who was on one occasion severely eriti-
sized by a company of his classmates. After every defect
had been fully exposed, one of them who, by the way, is now
the medical director of the Australian sanitarium, said, #Welt,
he eertainly hag a nice necktie.” The ability to see something
commendable in his associates is one of his qualifieations for
the position this man now holds. FEven a mecktie and how it is
tied may reveal something good in men. It is the good in cur
assoelates that should be dwelt upon, This is what it means to
he ‘‘workers togethor with Him.” If we fail to work together

in this way, we are working, not with Him, but against Him,
and the work of the mstitution will he a failure spiritually,
even if it should be financially a success, which it seldom is.
* Years ago I read a statement which said, “The truly con-
verted man will have no inclination to think or talk about the
Tanlts of others.” There may at times be a necessity to do so,
but there should never exigt an inelination, Whoever possesses
the inelination to talk about the faunlts of his associates, or the
thilings of the institutions, gives evidence that he is untrust-
worthy, When he begomes a brother keeper and a guardian of
his brother’s reputation, them he becomes a worker together
with God, and prosperity will be sure to follow, An institu-
tion made up of such workers cannot but suceeed. There
are men who ean do teamwork if every one does just as they
think he should, They ean do teamwork if they are the drivers
of the team. To exercise authority one over the other is a
natural attribute whieh all possess, But Jesus said, “It shall
not be so among you.” And again, “All ye arve brethren’ In
God’s work it iz well for men to have stromg wills, but the
world heeds a demonstration of the fact that there ean be
wnity in diversity. ) D. H. Krrss, M, D.

Public Prayer

PrAYER is offered only to God—not to the congregation. The
one offering it is for that time the mouthpiece of the congre-
gation, speaking for all to their God. Practically the only
exeeption is that in the seasem of prayer in the weekly prayer
meeting, the prayer may be more personal. It is mever appro-
priate for a prayer to take the form of a sermon, Generally
speaking, a prayer has some special objeet for which it is
offered, and in such eases we should eonfine ourselves to that
ahject.

The principal services in which our people may be called
upon te offer prayer are the church service, the Sabbath sehool,
the young people’s misgionary meeting, or the weekly prayer
meeting. The opening prayer in the Sabbath school should
be different from that of any other meeting, in that it should
be eonfined to the special objects of the school. In it the
children and youth should he remembered, also the teachers and
officers, About the only outside interests that it is well to
mention, are the absent ones, the home department members,
ahd other Sabbath schools. In conneetion with the missionary
reading, a prayer is offered in behalf of the special field to
which the Thirteenth Sabbath Offering is to go. This should
bé short—mot more than a minute and a half long at mosk.
It is not proper in this prayer to mention general objects in
which the school or church may be interested. The closing
prayer of any of these services should be short, eonsuming not
more than a minute.

The invocation at the opening of the church serviee, in case
one is offered, is simply for the purpose of inviting the presemnce
of the Lord Ly His Holy Spirit during the meeting, and for
wisdom and understanding that help may be received. Half
a minute is an appropriate length for this. The general prayer
of the church service may very properly be longer than any
of the others, as there are more objects t¢ be mentioned. Three
minutes for the opening of Sabbath sehool and five minutes
for the general prayer of the chureh service would be maximum.
The offertory prayer is confined to asking the Lord’s blessing
upon the offering, the givers, and the object for which it is
dédicated, and can be offered easily in half a minute or less.

These few guggestions may be helpful to thoge ealled upon
to offer appropriate prayer in connection with our public church

Note 1o Church Elders and Other Missionary Leaders

The first Sabbath in August is set apart for the consideration
of work among the foreign-speaking people in North America.
A strong effort is being made to awaken our pecple to a sense
of responsibility in reaehing out after these strangers within
our gates, There is a very definite prophecy about the Jews
that large numbers of them will turn to the Lord in the lagt
days. “The ehildren of Israel shall abide many days without a
king, and without a prinee, and without a sacrifiee, . . . After-
ward shall the ehildren of Israel return, and seek the Lord
their God, and David thelr king; and shall fear the T.ord
and His goodness in the latter days.” Hosea 3:4, 5. What
an inspiration thig should be to us to work faithfully for these
people of prophecy! Penteeost is to be repeated. People of
all languages are to be gathered in, as foreshadowed in the
wording of the three messages of Revelation 14: 6, “having the
everlasting gospel to preach unto them that dwell on the earth,
and to every natiom, and kindred, and tongue, and people.”’

Here in America, aceording to Dr. Frank H. Vizetelly, of
the Literary Digest, there are 1,624 languages and dialeects
spoken at the present time. Most of these represent very small
groups, but we have literature for the majority of the 30,000,-
000 people who have eome from other lands,

A real effort should be put forth to present an interesting
program on this dry, both for the purpose of stirring up an
interest in working for the foreigners, and to bring in a good
offering for the Foreign Translation Fund. If a foreign band
is organized in the church, the responsibility for this Sabbath’s
program might be laid on its members, A band should be
formed in every chureh to lead out in the work for foreigners.
It ahould be a part of the regular missionary organization of
the church.

A new tract is soon to be issued onm home-foreign work, a
supply of which may now be ordered for distribution ameng
the membership of your church, to create an interest in this
line of endeavor and to instruct in the various methods of
approach.

Sabbath, August 2, when the interests of missionary work
among the foreigners is presented, should be a very enthusiastie
gceasion in all our churches, M. N, CAMPBELL.

‘While mueh is heing done by individuals in some of our
churches to bring the message to those of other languages, there
still remain great masses of forelgners near Adventist eom-
munities who are entirely unaware of the approaching deom of
thiy world. Our people should be out by the thousands dis-
tributing foreign-language literature to give these alien na-
tionals the opportunity to accept the truth,

The Lord is looking with pity upon these unwarned millions
in our land, and through supernatural agencies ig ealling out
the honest in heart. Tn the State of Washington a pagan
Japanese lady saw in a dream a colporteur selling little books
with bright-colored covers. A few days later one of our work-
ers in the Big Week campaign called at her home. He was
sclling English books only, but she bought two eopies because
‘of What she had seen in her sleep, Later on a Japanese worker
gold books in that language in her neighborhood, and she
bought them algo, telling him of her dream, A series of Bible
studies followed, and this lady accepted the truth, bringing
her childrem with her. Teday she is a very faithful, devoted
member, full of missionary zeal.

Ancther interesting story was recently told by Howard Cap-
man, of the New York Conference, as follows:

“Barly in October, Paul Baroudi, elder of the church at
North Creek, saw in a dream two persoms inguiring on the
street of Indian Lake, N. Y,, if any onie there knew where
they could loeate Mr Baroudi. In the dream he heard these
two people say that the reasom they were seeking him was to
find out more about the Sabbath., Awaking, Brother Baroudi
told his wife he was sure there were honest hearts at Indian
Lake, and that he felt impressed to search them out.

“Owing to other duties, Brother Baroudi put off going for
gome weeks, In the meantime John Mike, an Adventist fruit
and vegetable peddler, visited this place and met a man and
. his sister who asked where they could find Mr. Baroudi, Upon
returning to North Creek, Brother Mike reported this experi-
ence to Brother Baroudi, who at once recogrized it as a ful-
fillment of his dream, and made ready to visit these people.

“After being introduced by Brother Mike to Joseph Iocke
and Mrs., MeCain, the first words uttered wsve, ‘We are glad
you eame, for we want to learn more about the Sabbath of
the Lord, exactly what bad been heard in the dream, so
Brother Bargudi was doubly sure this man and his sister were
seekers after truth, A Bible study followed which lasted four
hours, and it was with reluctance that they permitted him to
leave for North Creek that eveuing.

“A geeond visit was made a short time later and at this
time Brother Baroudi learned that both Mr. Locke and his
sister had decided to keep the Sabbath, and were already ob-
serving it. They had been trying to interest their meighbors
in the truth and had met opposition, but were very happy and
determined to follow the light, At the time this article 1s

being written they are asking for baptism and membership in
the North Creek chureh. Brother Baroudi is continuing to give
them instruction in the good way, and distributing literature
among the scatfered neighbors. Otherg there are showing an
interest, and a Sabbath school will scon be organized. We
believe this to be the work of the Holy Spirit in reaching honest
souls in that isolated regiom of the Adirondaek Mountains, and
are constrained to aseribe glory and honor o the God of heaven.

Laymen From America Raise up Three Churches
in Jtaly

E. F. BACKMAN

ONE of the greatest problems confronting our churches in the
United Btates and Canada is the evangelization of the great
foreign population within their territory. The present number
of foreigners i North America is somewhere between 17,000,-
00¢ and 20,000,000, If we add to this the 20,000,000 children
of foreign-born parents, we have approximately 40,000,000,—
nearly 40 per cent of the people of this country.

Under the girection of the Bureau of Home Missions, the
General Conference is endeavoring to bring the message to
these people in their own tongues. Mpre than $100,000 is spent
anmually for this work, and many laborers are giving their
full time to bring the truth to these millions, The General
Conference Mome Missionary Department is also co-operating,
through its organization, to awaken a deeper interest in their
salvation.

As a result of these combined efforts, we now have many
foreign churches m North America, and a foreign membership
of more than 14,000, We all rejoice in this evidence of the
blessing of God upon our work, but our eyes are still upon
the millions who are longing for light, Our large cities are
teeming with thousands of people of different languages who
have come here, a hungry multitude,—hmgry for freedom, for
education, for opportunity. To them thig country is the land
of promise. Shall we withhold the most precious blessing we
have to offor,—the third angel’s message? Or shall we do our
utmost to bring light and truth to longing hearts?

In God’s divine plan these people are net permitied to come
to this country only that they may reeeive material gain. He
has an altogether different purpose. “God's hand was in their
coming to Americg, thet they might be brought under the en-
Lightening influence of the truth revealed in His word, and
become partakers of His saving faith.—“Review and Herald,”
March 1, 1887. Not only is it Hig purpose that they shall re-
ceive the truth, but also that they shall be fitted to win others
of their own nationalities to Him. “Many of these foreigners
are here in the providence of God. that they may have oppor-
tunity to hear the truth for this fime, and receive a preparaiion
that will fit them To retwrn o thelr own londs as bearers of
precious light shining direct from the throne of God.P—Puacifio
Union Recorder, April 81, 1910.

Many times we wonder if this statement has ever been ful-
filled,—if foreigmers actualty do go baek to their homes and
carry the gospel to their relatives and friends. Since visiting
Europe a short time ago, I know that they do. Looking out
over the variouns flelds in Europe from our training school at
Dictoshnmartin, Bumania, I could see where God has indirectly
used our laymen from Ameries in bringing the message to many
people. At a workers’ meeting in Ttaly I learned of three
churches which had been raised up as a result of the labors of
lay members who had gons to America, learned and accepted
the truth, and returned to Italy to bring the good news to
their kinsfolk.

The most conspicuous example was that of Brother Michele
Creanza who went back to his people in southern Italy. Brother
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Oreanza worked hard and long, aud finally saw fruitage from
his labors, the juterest he had created beiug so great that C. T,
Everson, now in the Central Union, but at that time located in
Roine, was sent to bind off the effort, and a chureh was orgau-
ized at Gravina, From this one eompany a small army has
gone forth in the Lord’s work, among them G. L. Lippolis,
superintendent of the Italian Union Mission; G. Sabating,
superintendent of the Dritrea Migsion; M. Creanza, son of the
brother who sowed the seed, and editor of our chureh paper in
Italy; Nieola Cupertino, an evangelist; Paolo Cuperting, a
Bible worker; Jose Creanza, another son, teacher at' Broadview
Theological Seminary; Sister Alberta Long; Sister V. Sper-
anza, wife of the union field inigsionary seevetary in that terri-
tory; and Bister Guiseppe Creanza, who las just recently fin-
ished her course in our Collognes school and will engage in
Bible work.

SBuch an experience ag this should awaken in ocur hcarts a
desire to do wmore for the foreigners in our land, Xave you,
dear church member, done your duty in this regard, or will God
hold you accountable in the day of judgment for their lost
souls? The problem of reaching 20,000,000 foreigners with the
message is too big a task for onr small handfut of foreign
workers in the United States and Canada. Our lay members
must help threugh the distribution of truth-filled literature in
many languages. This is the only way we can ever hope to
accomplish the results desired. But this ealls for more publi-
cations., Our present supply is entirely inadequate, and to pro-
vide more, costs no small gum of money. In addition to the
usual expenditure for typesetting, printing, and binding of
books, there ig the added eost of translation. For a number of
years the General Conference has set aside the regular ¢hurch
scrvieo on the first Sabbath of August for a consideration of
this work and an offering ealled the Foreign Translation Fund,
but the ameunt roceived has been pitifully small. This year the
need is more pressing than ever before. We must have help!
And we believe cur brethren and sisterg in every chureh in
North Ameriea will respond to this appeal. We give liberally
for fereigners in other lands. Shall we do less for those here?
Thie very ends of the earth are located in our large cities. Dear
brother, gister, make this offering a generous omne, that “the
strangers within owr gates” may have opportunity to hear
God’s last warning message for this generation.

“The Signs eampaign has been promoted along with this
work, and T have visited abowt half the churehes in the con-
forence, We have fifty organized churches, of which six ave
German snd one Swedish. We have now heard from all but
one of the English-speaking churehes, and this onc is made up
of seattered members who have not been meeting for worship
during the winter months, Of those from whom we have heard, -
all except two have reaehed their goal of one Signs per mem-
ber, with many going far beyond that figure, so we have more
than reached our eonference goal. In 1928 we had aboul 1,100
Signs coming into the conference. Last year theve were 2,400,
and this year there will be arcund 3,700.

“The intermediate missionary meeting and the response of
our people in the matter of reporting missionary work have
incrcaged the volume of activities, and the demand for litora-
ture for regular use has resnlted in the ordering of this large
volume of Signs of the Times. Some of our ehurches are also
using Present Truth quite sxtensively, We have sold perhaps
a hnndred King’s Pocket League outfits, and will sell many .
mere as soon as we can get the goods. Tn nearly all the
churches T have sold & $4 package of traets, and besides this,,
our varicus members have purchascd $1 packages for their oW .
nge, 80 the traet work is being stimulated guite matsriglly.”

SucoBsTIONs: One of our greatest problems in North Amer-
jea is to earry the message to foreign-speaking people, of whom
there are more than 30,000,000, Our large cities are teeming
with them, and thousands more are located in rural distriets.
It is estimated that more than fifty different nationalities are
represented in this country. Why have these people come here?
We are told in the Spirit of prophecy that it is in the provi-
dence of God, that they may hear the truth for this time and
return to their native lands as bearers of precions light. Some
one has said that for every missionary we send out God sends
ug 10,000 forcigners, What an opportunity to spread the
gospel! In Paradise Valley, National City, Calif., a dispensary
hag recently been built for the carrying forward of medical

migsionary work among the various mnationalities, regarding
which J. A. Burden, manager of the Paradise Valley Sani-
tarium, says: ‘“We here in Paradise Valley are heart to heart
with you in this endeavor, so much se that we have built a
dizpensary in whieh to work for the foreigners. The last effort
wag for colored people, and mere than thirty were baptized.

We expect to hegin ancther gne for Spanish people VeTy SOOIL
Inclosed is a photograph of the huilding. We have four physi-
ciang’ offices in the fronf, a good-sized waiting room, separate
treatment rooms for men and women, a chapel 40x 60 ft., and
a kitchenette in the rear fer helping ont in eooking classes.”
Not every church can build a dispensary, although there iz
splendid opportunity in this line of work for many of our
largor churches, bu¢ every ohurch can and should organmize a
home-foretgn band, and definitely place upon its members the
responsibility of leading out m earnest soul-winning effort for
those of foreign hirth. Iustruetion regarding the formation
of this band may be obtained from the new Home Missionary
Heries Leafiet No. 12, entitled, “How to Work Our Home-
Foreign Mission Field.”

MissioNary Toric: “Report of Hospital and Prison Work.”

TexT: Matthew §:30.

SugeESTIONS : The chureh misgionary service suggestions for
the first Sabbath in June eontained information regarding
hogpital and prison work to be dome by the Christian help band.
The topic time of the service of this date furnishes opportunity
for a report of what hag been done in each church along thig
line both by Missionary Volunteers and adults. The Life Boat
magazine, puhlished by the Hinsdale Sanitarium at Hinsdale,
IN., hag a special section for priseners called, “The Prisoner’s
Page,” in which helpful articles are passed on to those behind
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the bars. Many words of appreciation for this department of
the paper come from prisoners whe are striving to live better
lives, and others of our papers are weleomed as whole-heartedly.
The following letter was reeeived from a prisoner in Jefferson
City, Mo.: I am writing you a few lines to let you know what
I think of your magaszine, the Life Boat. I can gay that I
haven’t found any other magazine in my lifstime that I can
compare with it. I have been an outlaw and infidel for sixtesn
years. This makes my fourth time in prison, but, thank God,
it will be my last time. . , . Our chaplain gave me one of
your magazites, and I am writing hoping you will be able to
send me one onee in a while, I surely will appreciate them.”
The chaplain of the Georgia State Prison Farm at Milledgeville,
Ga., recently rendered the following roport: “Three hundred
fifty-seven religious services have been held on the Farm this
year from Noy. 1, 1928, to Oct. 31, 1929, Ninety-eight of these
services were held in ‘death cells’ with eondemned men. Ag a
vigible result, two hundred thirty-nine men and women have
publiely declared it to be their desire and purpose to live
‘Christian lives, and have voluntarily joined ‘The State Farm
Religious Asgoeiation,” which is ‘a company of men and women,
banded together to study the word of God, pray together, and
help each other work out their salvation” These have all joined
the Pocket Testament League, which is ‘a company of men and
women who make it the rule of their life to read the word of
God daily, and to carry a copy of the Bible and New Testament
with them’ . . . During the nearly seven years that it has
beén my privilege to serve as chaplain of the Prison Farm, one
thousand five hundred eighty-three men and women hayve ae-
cepted Christ as their personal Saviour, and lined up for
service in Hig kingdom.” With such an encouraging word asg
this our efforts to win prisoners to the third angel’s message
should be inereased. Xf your Christian help band has nothing
along this line to report at this time, get something started in
the very mear future. Appointments may be made for services,
literature distributed, and encouraging missionary letters writ-
ten. FEternity alone wilt show the harvest of such endeavor!

Misstonary TorIC: “Branch Sabbath and Sunday Schools,”

TExT: Acts 8:4.

SueeEsTion s: Exesllent missionary work can be done by
members of the ehurech who will use Sabbath school agencles.
Isolated Sabbath keepers may start Sabbath or SBunday sehools
in their homes, inviting friends and neighbers to study the
lessong of truth with them. One of our brethren in nerthern
Idaho who lived in a rural district, started a Sunday school and
invited his neighbors to attend. They had no seng bocks or
Sunday school helps, so the hrother suggested that they use
Beventh-day Adventist song books and Sabbath School Quar-
terlies. He moved cautiously until an interest in our message
was awakened, judiciously handing out literature snd giving
Bible readings, and finally the 8unday sehool was changed to a
Babbath schoel with a number accepting the truth. Many of
our people can do such work as this if they wateh for the
opportunity and use wisdom in the giving of literatmre, follow-
ing awakened interests with short, pointed Bible studies. Cou-
troverted subjeets should be aveided until the confidence of
the people hag been won. Church members living in eities ean
band together, rent a hall, choose officers and teachers, and
invite the residents of the neighborhood to come in and join in
studying the Bible. This plan is especially applieable in for-
eign seetions where the children speak English, In these Sab-
bath or Sunday schools a simple program should be carried out,
such as is outlined on page 43 of “The Soul-Winning Sabbath
Behool,” or on the home division envelope. Speeial plans should
be laid for the children’s classes, using Our Little Friead and
the Youth’s Instructor as the basis of study.

It Pays to Establish Bible Training Classes
‘ E. F. HACEKMAN
THERE is a statement in “Dhe Ministry of Healing,” page
149, which says, “Many would be willing to work if they were
taught how to begin. They need to be instructed and encour-
aged. Every church should be a training school for Christian

workers, Its members should be taught how ko give Bible
Readings.” One of the outstanding signs that new life is
coming into our work in North America is the organization of
littlo groups of chureh members in seores of churches for in-
struetion in the art of giving simple Bible readings.

The following statement by Glenn Calking, prssident of the
Southeastern California Conference, is a striking illustration of
what can be done by our laity when they are trained and
encouraged to do thizs work: “During the first nine months
of this year (1929) 230 have bsen baptized. This is by far
the largest nmumber baptized in this conference during a like
period in its history, and brings great joy to our hearts. This
has not eome a8 the result of any large efforts, for until the
first of October no large efforts, as we ordinarily speak of
them, were held. There were, however, several smaller efforts
held, but the greater number of those baptized have been
brought into the message as the result of a very definite lay-
men’s movement.

“Classes have been condueted in several of our churches by
the conference Bible workers, training lay members in giving
Bible readings. After sufficient training, those who were espe-
clally qualified were led out by the confercnece Bible workers
into actual practice. Appointments are made for them, and
the conference workers see that they follow wup the interested
ones, Some of these dear sisers are earrying nearly full-time
Bible work, and many are being reached as the result of their
labors who otherwise would not be reached.”

We believe it 1s possible to duplicate this good work in every
conference in North America. Wherever our workers are lo-
eated they should organize classes for training the laity in
how to hold cottage meetings and properly conduet a Bible
study, Xf this plan were fully carried out, there would scon
be an army of efficient Bible workers among the laity, who
would reach thousands of homes whieh otherwise are untouched
today, Burely this is what the servant of the Lord was talking
about when she said, “In vigions of the night representations
passed before me of a great reformatory movement among
God’s people. Many were praising God. The sick were healed,
and other miracles were wrought. A spirit of intercession was
seen, even as was manifested before the great day of Pente-
eost. Hundreds end thousands were seen visiting famlies, and
opening before them the word of God. Hearts were convieted
by the power of the Holy Spirit, and a spirit of genuine eon-
version was maunifest., On every side doors were thrown open
to the proclamation of the truth.’—“Testimonies,” Fol. IX, p.
726. May God hasten the day when this will be lterally true!

When Jesus came to this earth,
He told us that one who called another o “fool” was in danger
of helifire, It i8 very, very serious to speak of another like
that, but hew much mors serious to have God eall us fools,
Those who come into His presence and yet do not see it, or care
to know or listen, God calls fools. The most terrible thing
about it is that “they eonsider not that they do evil.”

The other Sabbath day I sat in front of two Juniors, good
Juniors they were, always came to chureh and Sabbath school
But somehow they didn’t think God wanted them to hear, for
they kept up a continual whisper all through the gervice.

1. J. H. Zacuary wag a Greek Catholie Ukrainian living in
Manitoba. He knew nothing of the Bible as the word of God.
At an auetion he attended a boek was held up, but as ne one
else would bid on i, he bid 25 eents. It proved to be “Bible
Readings” in the full morroeo. Through this hook he was led
to study the word of God and aecept present truth in 1917,

After getting in teueh with our people, he had a burden to
make known the truth to others. The eclporteur door was epen
and he entered it. With a sled drawn by his gwn hands over
the snowdrifts, he hauled his heoks from deor to door,

As he was passing a shack partly eovered with snow, he
thought it hardly worth while to stop, and was passing on when
the Impression came to him in the words of the song, “Pass
me not, O gentle Savipur.” He thought, “Where would I have
been if the Lord had passed mo by ¥’ He immediately turned
back, went to the door, and knocked, A voiee called, “Come
in.’ He entered, but instead of his being greeted, the man
ealled to his wife and said, “Here he is, Here is the man I
have heen telling you about that I saw in my dream,” Turning
to Brother Zachary, he told his dream sgomething as follows:

“T dreamed of geing threugh a field of ripened grain which
was wasting for need of laborers, and I asked, “Why all this
logs? Is there no one to reap it® As T and those thal were
with me eame to the edge of the field, a man was seen ap-
proaching and he had in bis hand a red-eovered book. In this
boelt was the message of the coming of Jesus. I also saw that
the man had a little book bound with a black cover.” Then he
said to Brother Zachary, “You are the man I saw. Where are
the books®’ Brother Zaechary took out from his poeket “Hope
of the World” in the Ukrainian language. “That is the book T
saw,” he said; and when he was shown the pieture of the coming
of Jesus he seemed overjoyed, “But where is the other hook I
saw where I sign my name?” asked the man. Brother Zachary
took out his guaranty pad which at that time he was carrying
in a black cover furnished to our colporteurs. “That is the
book. Where do I sigh my name?” gaid the man, He wanted
the big boeok immediately, but did not have all the money to
pay for it. Brother Zachary, in view of *%the striking experience,
Ieft it with him, and later received the balance of the money.

Brother Zachary was permitted later on to rejoice with a
company of believers that had been gathered out by the work
the beginning of which is deseribed above,

2, A French Roman Catholic family in Monsreal received
a eopy of the French “Steps to Christ.” They sat up all night
to read it, and were led from darkmess to light. The father,
a2 man of seventy-fwo years, exclaimed, “It is ineredible that
I have lived so long and have not known these things,” and
toars of joy filled his eyes, He and his wife and daughter
later zeparated from the Roman Catholic Churel. The wife
took a mumber of copies of “Steps to Christ’” to the factory
where she worked, and sold them all. At noon about fwenty-
five persons gathered to hear her read the Bible.

8. A German woman of the better class, the widow of a
former postmagter, came to Ameriea to visit her relatives. The
war broke out, and she wasg not permitted to return. After
several years she noticed am advertisement of a2 tent meeting,
“Is the Kaiser number 666%7 This aroused her curiosity. She
attended; the lecture and later took Bible readings. She finally
aceepted the truth, and eventually went back to Germany, and
became  missionary leader in one of their large charches. Two
very close friends of hers in this country also followed her ex-
ample through her influenee. Ome of them was spon accepted
by a conference as a stenographer,

4. An Armenian was shewn a Testament in his own language,
His face softencd, and he caregsed the book fondly. A few
years ago he had heen compelled to witness the slawghter of
kis whole family becanse they foo loved the .book, He pur-
chased two Bihles for himself and a friend in Armenia.

5. A Spanish-Mexican Spiritualist, who kept a small store
and owned many expensive gameecocks, and who engaged
cockfighting and gambling, purehased a book from a eoIporteuf,
whom he invited to study the Bible with him and his family.
Before they parted he said, “Last Monday a week ago wag my
lagt cockfight, my last gamble. God has told me in my heart it
is wrong. After all you have told us we are not ignovant, and

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God wilt hold us respomsible if we do not obey. I intend
to keep the Sabbath strietly.”

6. A Ruthenian became dissatisfied with the Catholie Church
and affilinted himself with the Presbyterians, engaging in ae-
tive misgionary work. Later he walked one hundred miles to
hear a Russian Seventh-day Adventist preacher, When last
heard from, he was earnestly searching his Bible for truth.

7. Such experiences as these remind one of the statements
made by Mrs, B, G. White, (Read “Life Sketches,” page 815.)

8. Tt should not be forgotten that when the foreigner aceepts
the gospel in this country, he beeomes o self-supporting wnis-
sionary, whose influenee many times reaches beyond the oeean
to his far-away home in a distant land. .

Some time ago, while I was traveling on the Gulf eoast, an
Ttalian whose face was beaming with the joy of his new-found
faith, expressed his intention of returning to Italy to engage in
personzal work for his friends and relatives. The night we met
him he bad already sold bis business, and was te sail in a few
days from New York to invest his means ln Ialy, where he
could have access to those for whom he wished to labor,

We are 1old that five Seventh-day Adventist churches in
Italy were raised up by Italians who aecepted the truth in
America, and returned to their native land to teach it to their
fellow eountrymen. M. N. C.

The selfish method of
driving alone brings little satisfaction.

The prineiple invelved in this suggestion is a good omc to
adapt to everything we do. And let us begin right where we
are. We do not make enough of our homes; we go outside for
pleasures that we conld have better at home,—sings, games,
reading, visits with friends, music. A happy home dees not
just happen, It means that seme cne has been planning and
working for happiness. We can do it too!

We should enltivate the habit of reading good hooks,—biog-
raphies, essays, histories, devotional and nature books.

The Sabbath school is ane of the first religious influences to
came in eontaet with our lives. Our earliest remembranees are
of Piecture Rolls, Memory Verse Cards, and mission stories,
whieh are farever indelibly stamped on our memaories.

The Sabbath sehool is a real missionary training school. We
learn the Bible in its true setting; we memorize its preeious
promises. 2 Tim. 2:15; 3:14.16. The daily lesson study,
bringing systematic and daily Bible study into our lives, leads
us each day te thoughts of God and prayer. These things
hold us in times of temptation and draw us back when we stray.
It is here we hear our first songs of praise and promise which
enltivate our tastes for the high and noble in musie, one of
God’s plans for worshiping Him. We here learn reverence for
the house of God and holy things. We also learn to associate
with and appreciate those of like preeious faith, Many a tie
of friendship, like that of David and Jonathan, has held young
people together and im this truth. In some cases sueh inspira-
tious have led young men and women into the work of God.

;« THE United States and Canada haye a strong attraction for
the poor and the oppresssd of Europe. Both of these coun-
fries have similar political ideals, and both offer cpportunity
for advancement to the femperate, hard-working immigrant,

The heavy tide of immigration that formerly flowed into the
United States has been diverted, to a large extent, into Canada.
But in spite of the restrictions that are being imposed on im-
migration into the United States, there arc from 250,000 to
350,000 admitted each year, This represents many foreign
home geekers to he assimilated into the bhody politie. Tt is also
a tremendous challenge to the people who are giving the world
the last message of merey, What are we doing in our English-
speaking ehurches and Missionary Velunteer Societies to take
the message to these strangers? The vigor and enthusiasm of
our organized youth must constitute in a large part the answer
to this question,

"We have a splendid publishing house, The Pacific Press
International! Faectory Branch, at Brookfield, I, which prints
an abundant supply of literature in the leading languages used
by foreigners in Ameriea. It ought not te be left te molder
on the shelves, when 50 many millions would gladly weleome
it if brought te them,

In English-speaking North Ameriea there are 10,000,000
Germans, 3,000,000 Scandinavians, 1,300,000 Russians, 4,500,000
Ttalians, 4,000,000 Poles, 3,800,000 French, 3,000,000 Spanish,
300,000 Portuguese, 850,000 Slovaks, 4,000,000 Jews. Alto-
gether there are in the United States and Canada about
40,000,000 foreigners, ineluding their children of the flxst
generation, Astonishing as it may seem, there are 1,624 lan-
gnages and dialects spoken in the two countries. No other
section of the world presents such a problem. India eomes the
nearest with 850 languages and dialects,

A surprisingly large number of forveigmers cammot speak
English, Ia the various States where there are large settle-
ment of aliens the United States 1920 ceasus shews that the
porecntage of these people who eannot speak Fnglish ranges
from 714 per cent in Maryland to 52 per cent in Arizoaa. In
New Mexieo 49 per cent of the foreigners do not speak Eng-
lish; in Texas, §1% per eent; and in Arizona, 52 per cent;
while in the follewing States 10 per cent of the foreigners do
not speak English: Maine, Connecticut, New York, New Jersey,
llinois, Wisecnsin, Nevada, California, and Kansas, In West
Virginia and Florida 18 per cent of the foreigners do not
understand the language of the country. In Pemnsylvania,
Rhode Island, Ohio, and OXlahoma 12 per cent of the alien
population do not undergtand FEnglish, In the Provinee of
Quebee the bulk of the population anderstand only French.

Tho Iaterchurch Movemenl gathered statisties which showed
that twelve States were more than 50 per eent foreiga, three
States were morce than 35 to 50 per cent foreign, The ecities
of New York, Chicago, Cleveland, Detroit, Boston, Pittsburgh,
and Buffale were found to be 70 per eent foreign,

Other authorities reported New York te he the largest Ger-
man eity in the world exeept Berlin, the largest Ifalian eity
except Naples; the largest Jewish city without any exeeption,
having ten timnes as many Jews as all Palestine. Chicago eon-
taing 400,000 Poles, forming a city nearly equal to Warsaw,

The Detroit Free Press, October 12, 1920, informed the
public that 10,000,000, or more than 25 per eent, of the for-
eigners in Ameriea, were unable to speak the English language,

America always has weleomed that clear-thinking, energetie,
and industrions type of foreigner that has helped to make this
country what it is, The man who has eome here to contribate
his share to the welfare of his adopted country, o respect her
institutions, obey her laws, and to become assgimilated into her
national life has always found warm friends,

9, “Pastime” is a word whose oviginal thought should never
be linked with recreation, The person whose object is to kil
time, cannot know a trace of the zest of true recreation, which
can be shared only by those that know what it is to have
worked with a will,

10. The idea of reercation is to restore strength and spirits
that have been gpent in serious efforts.

Twis caption caught my eye as I was scanning through the
pages of a weekly magazine, and drew my attention to a new
cookbook, just off the press, the recipes of whleh were s0 sim-
ple, the directions so explicit, that, if followed, successful cu-
linary results would absolulely be fortheoming.

‘With the 1930 Harvest Ingatheving campaign on my mind,
espeeially that part of which will be earried by the Missionary
Volunteers of this great advent movement, I pondered, and
my thoughts ran like this: “Every loyal Missionary Volunteer
believes in the alm and purpose of the eampaign, the winning
of souls at home and the raising of funds that souls may be
won in those dark, heathen lands beyond. Why of course they
do!  But wouldn’t it be fine, yes, wouldn’t it be fine, if we
could send into the field information so expliclt, comprehensive,
and complete that we could say to every society in every local
church: ‘This way fo suecess, young people, TFollow implicitly,
and we guarantee your goals will be reached'?”’

As I pondered further, the thought burst, in all-enlightening
foree, upon my consclousness: “We can do exactly that.”

Placing his trained
hands over hers, he began to improvise, and produced harmony
so perfect, musie s¢ beautiful, that it attracted all within hear-
ing distance. When it was finished, a mighty burst of applause
came from the listeners, and to the little girl the great musician
said: “Stand up, my dear, it's your musie they appland.”

The New Amazonh Boat Migsion

AN excerpt or two from a reeent letter from F. A, Stahl,
telling of progress in the region of our Upper Amazon mission,
will he of interest to all:

“L shall he so glad when our new boat arrives, We shall
consider this a portable mission which will go to the people
all along these rivers; for our mission here & a river mission.
Thiz boat ought to relieve me from a great deal of hardship
which I have experienced up to this time. With this boat we
can have a place to rest, and alse carry with us nocessary sup-
plies for treating the Indians, and proper food for ourselves.
T am expecting thiz hoat about the first of March. Surely
God is good to us,

“We are of good courage, The work is going forward, Two
hundred seventy-fhree were baptized im this mission during
1929, Of these 222 were Indians, and 51 white believers. In
a speeial way these people were gathered out amid great op-
position and perseention. -A{ Contamana the enemies threatened
to kill me if I baptized there. But they did not even say a
word; for God had made gome of them sick in the meantime,
and I was able to help them.

“At Yurimaguas, Mrs. Stahl was there taking care of our
worker’s wife. At that very time at one of our Sabbath meet-
ings the police came in, dispersed the eongregation, and took
our worker to jail, Mrs. Stahl sent a cable to the minister of
government at Lima, and inside of four hours our brother was
released, The poliee asked pardon of Mrs. Stahl, sayimg that
there was a misunderstanding. This is now one of the most
promising places we have in this misgion.

“Metraro and Caseadas are our misglons among savages.
Sabbath, August 24, I baptized 184 at Caseadas. Both these
migsions are m charge of Aymara Indians.”

An Aged Pilgrim Set Free

WiLLian STRELE writes from Venezuela telling of a mother
of “fourteen children, fourscore and eight years of age, long
bound by the shackles of supergtition and hurtful habits, having
been sct free. Of this really wonderful victory, to God’s glory,
he says:

“Two years ago she heard the truth for the first time, and it
reached her heart. The c¢hains that for so many years had
hound her to the vice of tobaceco and superstitions were broken,
and she rejoteed in her new freedom in Christ her Lord.

“At the time that she aceepted Jesus ag her Saviour she was
in poor health, She could searcely walk., She asked the Lord
to heal hor that she might be baptized. Ier prayer was an-
gwered, for just recently she walked over a very difficult path
to the sea one and one-half miles, and her heart was filled with
great joy ay she came up from the watery grave.

“All but one of her sons are opposed to the truth, Naturally,
the mother is made sad because her soms are against the truth;
but’ on the other hand, she rejolees that in her old age she
has. fourd libertv from sin aud viee through the power and
merits of her Lord and Savieur.”

Do Medical Missions Pay?

Dr. ApriaN E. CLArK, who was compelled on the year of his
long-anticipated furlough after seven years of service in India,
to come home alone, leaving his beloved companion asleep in
the compound of the new hospital in South India that together
they had built up, writes:

“Do modical missions pay? Do they pay financially, phys-
jeally, spirituaily?

“As g rule, medical missions de not pay financiaily. Some
may be self-supporting, but these are few in numbor as com-
pared with those more or less dependent wpon the home
churches for support.

“Do medical missions pay from the physieal standpoint?
Surely they do, every day and hour they are in existence. In
China, in Afriea, in India, every day human wrecks straggle
into the hospital, hoping that here they may find physical relief.
They come nsually as the last resort. While Christian doetors
cannot perform miragles as did Jesaus, who healed all who came
to Him, the physical relief may be short-lived before the poor
gufférer passes on into the dark unknown of which he or she
knows mnothing, Thelr stay in the hospital may be too short
for them to learn shout that land beyond the grave, the doetor
or hospital evangelist not being able to make them grasp very
much of the gospel in their dying condition. Then there iy a
gort of fatalistic atmosphere swhieh surrounds the people in
these heathen countries,—I speak now of India, partienlarly —
a state of mind in which they regard all misfortunes that befall
them as having been foreordained by the gods., As the Hindun
cxpresses it, ‘It was written on the forehead,” so the poor suf-

ferer accepts it without further ado.
pay physieally.

“Do medical missions pay in their results spiritually? We
believe that medical missionary work is a definite part of the'
preaching of the gospel, We believe that the gospel can be
lived out in the lives of men and women go that even the
leathen may see in the lives of medieal misstonaries something
which testifies of Jesus—in their loving aets ond words they
testify that Jesus loves them foo. Kindness is something tle
heathen men or women at first cannot understand. They think
if the doctor leaves his home and friends and all the com-
forts of life to come to their land to help them, he has some
ulterior motive in so doing, But when they sce the life of Jesus
lived out in the lives of these men and women, they begin to
understand. And as they remain in the hospital for a time,
and daily have opportunity to hear more about Jesus, and learn
of their Savionr, they are led to believe on Him, and niany
aceept him, So in India, in Afriea, in China, and in the islands
of the sea, many are learning about Jesus and Hig soon coming
through the medium of the medieal missionary work. It Pays.”

Brazilian Indians Now in School
Ix a recent letter from A. N, Allen, away back in the in-
tertor of Brazil at our Araguaya Indian Mission, le passes on
thig good word:

Yes, medical migsions

“Yes, we are now doing regular seheol work with the Indians,
The Indians of {hree sectlons have moved around us, and our
danghter, who graduated from the school in Santo Amaeo
recently, is teaching them. Then we are holding a night schoel
for the older young people here. [He incloses pictures of their
new school building, also of the daughter with the Indian ehil-
dren about her. These look geod, and we wish we had space to
print them.]

“The Indians are learning more of the truth eontinmally,
About twenty are out each Sabbath, sometimes more. We ean
sec that the truth iz changing some of their ideas and lves.
When I haptized some of the Bragilians recently, scveral In-
diang eame to me and asked to be baptized also. We told them
that is just what God wants, and then I explained to them
how they ean get ready, :

“Some one to lead out in the medieal work here is our great-
est need at present. I do what T can, and God has greatly
hlessed, and to Him belongs all the honor. Tt iz gratifying to
meet men eontinnally who say they would wot now he alive had
we not come here, This gives me an opportunity to point them
to God the Great Physician who lheals not only the body, but
desires to heal sin-sick souls. Continue to pray for us here
that the truth may find aceess to many hearts.”

The Gospel in Song

TaE announcement of Jesus’ birth was first heralded o wmen
by an angelie choir as it burst forth on the night air to the
shepherds on the hills about Bethlchern. And why should not
the glad tidings still be told through the medium of song?
(. Gudmundsen, connected with the Central Abyssinian Mis-
gion, tells what be found away back in the mountains:

“One evening as I entered a mountain village, where I in-
tended to pass the might, I heard the beautiful voices of
children, They werc in a hut on the mountain slope, and
were singing some of the hymng usually sung at owr mission
station in Asmara, 1 went to the hut and asked the children
hew they had learned all thess hymns, for this plaee is about
one month’s jourmey from our mission station.  The children
told me that some men from the village had joined a earavan
party who were traveling to Asmara, and there they visited
our mission and learned these hymmns.” When they returned to
their village, they taught the children the hymus, and these
children tanght other children. Indeed, the Lord has wonderful
ways of working.”

The Miracle of Changed Lives

Perer Nv¥Gaarp, of the Santo Domingo Mission, tells ug of
the wonderful transformations being witnessed in men’s lives
in hig section of the world field:

“A general awakening to the faet that this is a God-given
message, i8 noted everywhere, and many speak highly of the
truths presented and of the elevated moral standar@ seen among
the believers. It seems a mystery to many how those aecus-
tomed fo all kinds of vices, ineluding tobaceo and Hquors, eau
leave them off, and be happy and contented without these
things that formerly made up their pleasures, Several have
told us that they would not have believed such transformations
could be effected in persons as are seext in Mr, A, B, or C, had
they not seen it with their own eyes. ‘We have never seen
anything like it before. It is a miracle’ Yes, truly, it is
a miracle of the first magnitude to see a person saturated with
all kindg of vices during a lifetime, to turn in one day from all
these things unto the gospel, and he liberated from all this sin
and sglavery of the devil, becoming children of the living Glod,
to thas show forth the divine nature and virtues in their Hvas.
Without contradietion it is the miracle of miracles.”
