"Denounced as Bigots" 

"Number 82 of  Presort Truth deals with the 
change of the Sabbath. A few days ago Elder G. B. 
Thompson received a copy -of this number returned 
through the mail with the following unsigned type-
written message pasted on the first page, written by 
some reader: 'We don't care a fig about your going to 
church on Saturday or Sunday, but what we care 
about is that we shall have the peace for which our 
boys fought and died. We know full well that you, 
and your bigots want to rob the United States of 
America of the precious fruit of our victory, and 
want, to bring on a civil war in this country. 	You. 
are a confessed enemy of all intelligent and peaceful, 
citizens, simply a masked Bolshevik, and we and viii' 
victorious soldier boys are ready to fight you as 
bravely as we fought the kaiser. 	We will let no bi- 
gots or enemies of liberty steal from us this privi-
lege granted by our Constitution and for which our 
boys have sacrificed their lives in this war. 	Bigots 
and BolAteviks are professed enemies of our Consti-
tution and therefore dangerous outlaws.'" 

Surely it does not require any strained imagina-
tion on our part to detect the real spirit of our an-
tagonists. The very utterances employed by the 
enemies of this truth -are couched in almost the same 
language forecast by the servant of the Lord in 
"Great Controversy" concerning the final scenes:. 

"Those who honor the Bible Sabbath will be de-
nounced as enemies of law and order, as' breaking 
down the moral restraints of society, causing anarchy 
and corruption, and calling down the, judgments of 
God upon the earth.
