Go even
beyond, rather than coatract—and our endeavors
are ten-fuld.—-How then can we (and do the will
of God) do less than double thie present size of the
““Day Star.”

Dear Brother, the King will come in this third
watch. Christ, in the 25th chapter of Matthew,
brings to view a night in which a marriage would
take place between Himself, the Bridegroom--and
the New Jerusalem—the Bride. That night 1
belicve is neither a literal night, (12 hours,) nor
a prophetic one, (6 months,) but a state of dark-
ness that would envelop the minds of the reject-
ors of God's truth, and whicl: only would be dis-
pelled by the glorious light of the King of Glory,
at his coming. The evening of that night I be-
lieve commenced with the ending of the Jewish
Jear 1843, or April 21s1 *44, according to the Ca-
raite Jews’ reckoning. Up te about that tine the
churches throughout the land were enjoying re-
vivals of religiva: The hearts of God's children
up to about that time were cheered with the nu-
merous reports that came from all quarters, of the
return of the wandering prcdigals again to their
God. About that time their sun set in darkness,
deep sleep took possession of them, and the **Day
of the Lord,” ‘Like a thief in the night,” stole
upon tAem and the world. Jesus Christ, according
to Mark 13: 3D, calls it the evening: He says,
‘“Watch ye therefore, for ye know not when the
Master of the house cometh; at even, (April 21,
1844,) or at midnight, (Oct. 21, 1844,) or at the
cock-crowing, (April 21, 1845,) or i¢n the morn-
ing. The evening is not counted a watch, but
only reterred to as a point of time when the Mas-
ter of the house would come, or mith be expect-
ed. Here in Mark the coming ol the Lord is
brought to view, as in the 24th of Matt., without
making allusion particularly 1o the coming of the
Bridegroom, or in other scripture language, of
Christ's coming tu the Ancient of Days and re-
ceiving & King.lom, &c. But the 25th ch. of Mat.
from 1st to 13th ver., speaks out in language that
cannot be misunderstood, (if we are seeking for
the knowledge of the truth): Showing that at
midnight, (which in Luke 12: 23, is recognised
to be the first watch) a cry would be made, ‘*Be-
hold the Dridegroom cometh”!——not the King--
that cry was made, and although we expected the
King, the cry was as Christ said it would be—
“‘Behold the Bridegroom” &c. This is the first
watch, although at miduight, and ditters from l:he
watches iu the Jcwish night, the tirst of which
would have been at 9 v'cluck---a point in this
night when all were either sluinbering or slecp-
ing. In Luke 12: 35 39, is brought to view the
coming of the King, or Lerd---admitting thac the
Bridegroom Las come at widnight and is married
to the Bride---aud that they that were ready went
in with him to the marrniage: and the door was
shut. Matt. 20: 10.---1hen exhorts thuse who
are **shul” in,to let their luins be gitded and their
lights burning : So that when the Lord return-
ed from the wedding and knocked they may open
to him immediately, and says, if he shall comc in
the sccond watch, or comne in the rhird wa:ch, &c.
(The Br.dgruom having come ia the first.) The
1st watch, (or coming of the Bridegroum,, was
just 6 months from the evening,to whicliall 1u ex-
pectation was turned: The 2d watch, Luke 12: &
cock-crowing of Mark 13th was just 6 months
frum the midoight cry to the ending of the P’aseo-
ver--we have thien but vne more watch,that is the
third one---and in that watch the Lord will cume.
See Luke 12: 28; And if he cume in the second,
or in the third, &c. Clearly intinating that in
one of these he would come. Well he came not
4p the second, and now we need not fear but that
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1 he }\';ll come in the thtrd watch—the only one rc-
' maining—-the glorions morning watch. Mark
'l says, IN the morning.  Notice the phraseology
‘of Mark 13: 35; *“at” each of the other poinmts,
“but IN the morning. Weare not necessarily com-
. pelled to look to the end of this watch, but may

look with confident expectation every moinent for
our Lord.

The six dayvs in which
Godcreated the world, were days of labor ; there-
fore it is said in the Law, *Six days shait thou
labor and do al thy work,” ‘‘for in six days tae
Lord made the heavens and the earth,” &c., **and
rested om the seventh day-—wherefore the Lord
blesved (not the 7th day oaly,but) the Sabbath duy
and hallowed it.”” When the “Lord of the Sab-
bath’ came, he permitted his disciples to *‘pluck
the ears of corn,” and uttered no condemnat.or.
for pulling the ox or ass out of tho pit on tne
Satbath day--th.ngs for which the lelter of tne
Law would have kuled. -

formed.” Gen. €: 8. This is the work of the
neventh day, or it would have been mentoned be-
forc. The work of preparing the inheritance,and
;»acing man in possession---giving him dominion,
&c., was on the seveuth day; and why should we
deay that this part of the work will also have its
antitype in the opening o/ the seventh thousand
years! We arealso told by the prophet Malachi
4: 4, in connexion with the burning day---or-day
of the Lord, ‘Remember ye the Law of Moses
~:y servant which I commanded him in Horeb for
!l Israel, with the Statutes and Judgments.” The
,udgments pronounced in the Law, in that day

How then will this day of the Lord come?!
Says one, it will begin with the perdition of alt
uagodly men, as Peter has told us in ver. 7. Does

wore finished. Rev. 20: 5. \Wbhat does mark the
point of its commencement? Whatever itis, it
comes with stiliness and sileuce—destiture of all
that cless of evidences calosiated to 1uake the
thing manifest to the multitede; for, “Tae day,
of the Lord will come as a thief in tae mght; in.
the which the heavens shall pass away.” &o.,(ver.

perdition ; for they are found {Rev. 68: 16,) erying
to rocks and mountains,----themselves herald-
ing the great day, which had previously come as
a thief. However ignorant people may now pro-
fess to be about ‘‘the day of the Lord” coming in
this silent manner, it was a matter that Paul and
his Lrethren knew ‘‘perfectly,”—¢'yourselves know
perfectly that the day of the Lord so cometh as a
thief in the night.”” And Paul, and Peter’'s bre-
thren, now know perfectly. that the day of the Lord
has corne—and that too in the precise manner in
which the word has declared it should.

If testimony wero needed to strengthen the po-
sitive declaration of Peter, that one day with the
Lord is as a thousand years, or a thousand years
long ; it seems to me that the day of Judgment
(which is his day) which begins “at the house of
God” and ends with the ‘‘perdition of ungodly
men”’ at the close of the 1,000 years, when who-
soever is not written in the book of life is ‘‘oast
into the lake of fire” should be satisfactory on this
point. If there be any equivocativn about the
expression, ‘‘as a thousand vears,” I would ask
what more satisfactory explanation I could give
if I were, In a figure of speech, to say that
James K. Polk is to govern the United States
two days— & by way of perfect satisfaction to the
enquirer, 1 say, ‘be not ignorant of this one
thing,” that one of James K. Polk’s days isas 4
years? '

The Psalmist also says, ‘‘A thousand years in
thy sight are bot as yesterday [one day] when it
is past.” Pua, 80: 4. See also, Rev. 20: 4, 5, 14.
In every instance in the Bible where the term
“‘day of the Lord,” or its equivalent is used, the
eveats in its connexion, prove it to embraco the
same length of time that Peter and John says it
does. 1 will give a few out of the many in-
stances.

*‘Alas for the day! for the day of the Lord is at
hand, and as a destruction from the Almighty
shall it come,” Joel 1: 15. It is to be preceded
by ¢a fast”— *‘a solemn assembly,” and the wail-
ing of unfaithful Priests, and ministers of the
altar.

*Blow ye _the trumpet in Zion, and sound an
alarm in my holy mountain : Let all the inbabit-
alits of the land tremble : For the day of the Lord
cometh, for it is nigh at hand.” Joel 3: 1. It is
not only a day of rest, but it opens, *‘a day of
darkness and of gloowiness, a day of clouds and
thick darkness, as the morning spread upom the
mountains.”” (ver. ) At its dawn the Bride-
groom goes forth of his chamber, and the bride
out of her closet, (ver.

possess and exhibit a spirit of ‘“‘meskness and Auw-
mility.” Thou, I presume, didst ‘‘determine by

a most extraordinary *‘example” to teach them
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lesson, and show them that, instead of striving
who should be accounted the grealest, they must
strive who should be least of all and secrvant of
all.” Surely you did not intend that they should
do this, but simply that instead of lording it over
esch other,they shou'd seek, by love and humility

‘‘unteachable and unstable” brethren talk ‘‘who
will not receive correction.” But what object is
to be gained by washing the feet of my brethren,
or suffering them to wash mine?

Jesus. “If ye know these things, Aappy are
ye IF ye do them.”

Bzro. 8xow. “HITHERTO the Lord bath help-
ed us.” But I could not see this thiag as you do, i
80 I did not do it, and influenced others not fo do
it: Though I see there is a striking parallel bo-l
tween thy requirements at my hands. and that of
the apostles; as I ‘‘have been put in trust with
the care of the flock, or household, as a stewart
of the mysteries of God, and required to be
faithful.”

Now my brother, you tell us, *‘In regard to the
question that heads this article, we bave diligent-
ly enquired a¢ the moutA of the Lord.” We are
thereforé bound to believe one of two things ;

viz., That the Lord now contradicts what he taught
the spostles ; or that you have been holdiag some
such conversation with Him, as what is above re-
corded.

Again, think of the awkward predicament lnlf
which you have placed yourself, in ropuuntingl
our Lord as teaching by his example, a practical |
lesson of humility, which he never designed
should be precticed. I know Christ wught a les-
son of humility in this thing, and a practical one
too!—not & practics]l ome never to be_araclir-ed.‘
And pray teil of what use is the theory of humil-
ity, without its praciice! Are there not proofs
enough already around you of the practica’ len-!

mandments—and thus be made partakers of
Chrisy’s sufferings.

You may say that you do not advocate this say -
ing and not doing; and that you would have your
brethren just as humble as Christ and his apostles
were: But how are you to know when you have
reached the ne ry degree of humility, if
you set up tests of yoar own, and reject those
that Jesus has given!

But it was necessary—they wore sandals—:lLe
roads were dusty. &c., and we s.re not to do it
when it is not necessary. You admit that our
Lord speaks of *‘spiritual cleansing’--and at the
same time deny that any thing was symbolized
You say that Peter was speaking of **literal wash-
ing” whea he objected to our Lord waehing his
feet, and yet see ‘‘necessity” in the case,when you
have Peter’s astonishment, and Christ's words—
‘“‘ye are clean” to prove that the necessary wash-
ing, as usual, had been done when they entered
the dwelling of Simoa.

Christ did not say, “If I have blacked you:
boots ye ought alse to black one another’s boots :**
Only one side of your law of neccssity is held
up'to us—look at the other. Suppose you were
living in Judea, and wanted an excuse fur neg-
lecting this command ! At the same time learning
of no instances of its being practiced only in this
country.—Why, in this country they wear leather
boots and shoes that do not admit the evaporation
froely to escape, therefure it it necessary to healtt
that tAeir feet be often washed; but here, in Ju.
dea we wear sandals, and have a free circulation
of air about our feet, therefure it is nut necessdry
to wash them as oftea asin America.

With your license, I have talked right out on
this subject—though I have net *‘rebuked with all
suthority,” but have introduced to your notice the
one, claimed as our mutual friend, who has. Now
don't try to get away from this.

No backing out, for you and I are bound to be
go7erned by the sure word. Thercfore you must
prove to me by better testimony than I have given
you, that your brethrea who wash one another's
fest are wrong in so doing, or that you were
wroag ia opposing it.

In the last Standard, just received, I regret to
see such arguments used in the letter of Bro. Baker.
A child can see, that the same argument, if car-
ried oat, would annihilate every command of
Jeosus.
