A n old campaigner w i l l soon 

ret i re . 

North Ha l l , veteran of some 80 
years service, stands solemnly in 
the background these days as 
construction on the new women's 
dormitory , P e a r l R e e s H a l l , 
moves rap id ly ahead of schedule. 

T h e new dorm, or ig ina l ly ex-
pected to be f in ished at the be-
ginning of the 1958-59 school 
year , now is expected to be com-
pleted by J u l y 1, 1958, according 
to Mr . Ned Saunders , general 
superintendent of construction. 
He also expects the Home Eco-
nomics department, wh i ch w i l l 
be located on the f i r s t f loor, to 
be ready for use by the start of 
second semester. 

Mr . Saunders , w i t h Mr . Ch r i s 
Chr istensen, masonry foreman, 
consider the high cal iber of w o r k 
per formed by the 24 student 
laborers par t l y responsible for 
the w o r k mov ing along at such 
a rap id pace. Mr . Chr istensen, 
whose c rew of n ine student 
br ick layers , la id 170,000 br icks i n 
a three-month period, pointed 

out, "We ' re using student labor 
and getting professional results . " 

Outside construct ion on the 
four and a ha l f story, completely 
f i reproof bui ld ing is expected to 
be completed w i t h i n three weeks . 
Most of the w o r k thereafter w i l l 
consist of la th ing the inside. A n 
indoor heating system w i l l a l low 
w o r k to continue throughout the 
w in te r months. 

When completed, the new dor-
mi tory w i l l have cost an esti-
mated $600,000, and w i l l have a 
housing capacity of approximate-
ly 250 students. 

M a n y of the prospective occu-
pants of the new dorm are ey ing 
the progress w i t h keen interest. 
L a Donna Mi lho lm, f reshman, is 
happy because the new dorm " . . . 
won't squeak and creak l i ke our 
old one," wh i l e Be t t y Meier , 
senior, sadly adds, " I envy the 
gir ls who w i l l get to l i ve in i t . " 

There 's a sad ending to th is 
story, however . Upon comple-
tion of the new dorm, North H a l l 
w i l l be torn down. T h u s it w i l l 
become a part of Union's h is tory 
—a fate w e a l l must face some-
day.
