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Debt

“OwE no man anything, but to love one gnother: for he that
loveth another hath fulfilled the law.” Rem. 13: 8. My burden
is to eontribute something further coneerning debt, or no debt,
rather than to elueidate here the principle of love. Suffice it to
say, however, that the debt ereated by Jove can unever be paid.
For the more exwberant the divine prineiple existing in the
individual, the greater the gbligation incurred.

From the hook entitled, “ The Acid Test,” page 62, we quote
the following as a good statement of the prineciples to be fol-
lowed in spending:

“ Principles to Guide in Spending

“1, Never spend what you have not got.

“ 2., Never buy what you do not need..

‘3. The best is the cheapest if reaily needed.

“4. Do not seck to get something for nothing, or more than
fair valus,”

We thought these suggestions were worth passing on, If we
never buy what we do not need, and that not until we have the
wherewith to pay for the same, we will never owe any man
anything. ‘

A Fitting Symbel .

The servant of the Lord, Mrs. B. G. White, has counseled us:
“ The very highest kind of edueation- that could be givem, is to
shun the ineurring of debt as you would shun disease’---
« Testimonies,” Vol. VI, p. 211. Then on page 217 the kind
of disease referred to is mentioned: “ We should shun debt as
we would shan the leprosy.” 1 presume it ‘would be in seeord
with medical seience to say that leprowy is the most loathsome
of all disesses to which the human family iz heir, a disease
for which there is no cure, so far as man is able to eontribute;
hence, g fitting symbol of sin. It is this horrible and horrifying
disease whieh is used by the prophet of God as a symbel of debt.

It was Mr. Spurgeon who said: “ Poverty is hard, but debt
is horrible. A men might as well have a smoky house and &

scolding wife, whieh are said to be the two worst evils of onr
life”  To this Buliver adds: “Deht s to = man what the
serpent is to the bird: its oyes fascinate, its' breath poigons,
its coil crushes sinew and bene, its jaw is the pitiless grave.”

This question of debt seems not to have a redeeming virtue,
no matter from what angle it is viewed. Consequently it should
be outlawed hy every oune, cspeeially by those who have turned
their feet into the path of righteousness. Axnd what is true of
an individual is troe of a multiplicity of individusls, sueh as
compose churches, conferences, and boards of managers. (lod,
who is abundant in resources, and who “knoweth gur frame,”
and who has promised “ to supply all ™ our needs, and who has
eounseled us to seek “first the kingdom of CGlod, and His right-
eousness; and all these things [the temporal necessities of life]
shall be added ” unto us, is able to conduet His caunse every-
where .and under all ciremmstances upon the “cash policy,”
upon the “pay a3 you go” system.

The Man Who Had No Bills

As a farther illustration of this prineipie and a comment on
the seripture introducing this artiele, we cite the experience and
position of George Miilter, the great man of faith, whose name
is immortalized by his work of housing, maintaining, and train-
ing the hundreds of orphans, for which no debt was ever in-
eurred. We quote his words. from the book, % The Life of
Trust:

“ We had not enough to pay our weekly rent; but the Lord
graciously sent us again today fourteen shillings and six pence,
I would just observe that we never conmtract debts, which we
belicve to be unseriptural aecording to Romans 13: 8; and
therefore we have no hills with our tailor, shoemaker, grocer,
butcher, baker, ete.; hut all we buy we pay for in ready money.
The Lord helping us, we would rather saffgr privation than
contraet debts, Thus we always know how much we have, and
hew much we have a right to give away. I am well aware that
many trials come upon the children of God, on adeount of not
acting aecording to Remans 13; 8.

A Man Who Cpuld Wait

The principle which governed his personal affairs direeted
his work for others, as expressed by him when arged to build
faster than his resources would warramt, He daid:

“ My lieart longed to build two more houses to the honor of
the Lord for the benefit of poor children, bereaved of hoth
parents by death. I had brought before the Lord many thou-
sands of prayers during the past five years; there were many
hundreds of orphany waiting for admission, and their number
daily inereasing, for during the past year alone , . , 611 were
applied for to be admitted; but I could not contraet debt; I
would not sign contracts which I had no meney in hand to meet.
Should if be sald: ¢ But your work is so manifestly the Lord’s
work, it is surely according to His mind that destitute ehildren
who have lost both parents should be cared for, so that you need
not be afraid to build, though you have not yet all the money
in hand, for Ged will surely help you; ' my reply is this: Just
because it 43 the Lord's work, and manifestly His, therefore I
can wait, patiently wait His time, When His time is come,
He will give to the last shilling all I need; but if I commence
before His time, which I should -do were I to begin that for
which I have not the means, it would be like saying: ¢ God has
not money encugh to pay for His own work; ! and instead of
acting in faith, I should act presumptucusiy. I therefore dig

this: As I had ample means to contraet for No. 4, for separate

tenders were given in for the two houses, I accepted it, and a
written agreement was made between the contractor and my-
self, that on Jannary 1, 1867, or at any time prew;iously, I may
aceept his tender for No. § also, but I shall not be hound to do
s0. If 3t shall, therefore, please the Lord, by the first of Jan-
uary, 1867, to give me about £7,000 more than I have now in
hand, the eontract for No. 5 will he signed; but I cannot go
inte debt.” :

We are convinced the course pursued by Miiller is the proper
plan for financing the-cause of God. And-had it always been
followed, we would have been saved mueh trouble, sorrow, and
tribulation, and verily we would he as near a completed work
as we arc today. May we heed the eounsel of the living veice
which said, ¢ Shun debt as we-would shun the leprosy.”

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The Same Message

THERE are many questions that come to the minds of those
who have once been in fellowship with Seventh-day Adventists,
but who, for different reasons, have severed their relations with
the organization, and in their efforts to justify themselves in
the steps they have taken, dwell upon these questions.

“Tf the avidence already given i3 rejected, all other evidence
will be ugelegs until there is seen the converting power of God
upon mindg, If the convincing impresgions of the Holy Spirit
made in the past will not be accepted as trustworthy evidence,

nothing that can be presented hereafter will reach them.”—
Mrs, B. G, White, in Review and Herald, Aug. 9, 1906,

Anpther says that Seventh-day Adventists have presented no
new truths for many years, but have repeated the same serip-
tures over and over again, This suppesed fact ig to them suffi-
clent evidence that the Seventh-day Adventists have fallen into
darkness, and are rejected of God. These charges are made by
gome who elaim unbounded faith in the * Testimonies # of Mrs,
BE. G. White. But these same “ Testimonies?” hear solemn
cautions in regard to views that soma would advance as “ added
light: Again I read: ‘

In Case of Refusal of a Sabbath School Officer

to Serve

“IN case a person who has been elected as Sabbath school
superintendent fails fo fulfil the duties of his office by not being
present for three Sabbaths or more, or refuses to serve; and
should the assistant resign (the local church elder having ne
jurisdiction over the Babbath school),

“1, What procedure must be taken to re-eleet officers to fill
these unexpired terms?

“2, Bhould these be chosen from the floor of the Sabhath
school, or be ehosen by the church mominating eommittee?

“3. What procedurc wmust he taken to declare the office of
the delinguent superintendent vacant? -

“4, How should. the resignation of the resigning assistant
superintendent be acted upon to be accepted? ”

Arnswer— 1t would be proper for the Sabbath school seeve-
tary, on the first Sabbath of the new year, in case both the
superintendent and the assistant elect arve absent, to call the
school to order and proceed with chooging one to act as super-
intendent for that day,

As soon thereafter as it is known that the superintendent eleect
will not fulfil the duties of superintendent, the same applying
also to the assistant, the elder of the church should, if possible,
obtain their resignations in writing. He should them eall a
meeting of the church board, and present to it these resigna-
tiong, either orally or in written form, It would then be proper
for the church board either to request the nominating eommittee
to contirue its work by giving further comsideration in nomi.
nating other names for superintendent and assistant (although
in very faet a nominating committee is supposed to be through’
with its work and discharged when its report is rendered and
the - church has aeted upon the report); or the church board
itself may nominate two name§ for these offices. Whichever
way nominated, the names should then be brought by the church
elder to the church {not the Sabbath school), the situation ex-
plained, and the namss chosen presented for the church to vote
upen at itz first meeting,

The responsibility would rest with the chureh elder in such
cases a8 the one pointed out iu the foregoing questions, to
aseertain whether the offices of superintendent and assistant
are vacant, which is gelf-evident when these officers refuse to
SeTvs.

TUsually the ehairman of a nominating committee would not
render a report until it is known, by personal interview by either
himgelf or some member of the committee, that cach and every
person whose name is submitted will accept the office to which
he is ecalled, and congequently be prepared to serve.”

John 6: 1-14

THe people were stirred and excitement ran high. A won-
derful Teacher had appeared. And they thronged about Him,
forpetting to provide their necessary food. The day was far
spent, and many of them wetre hungry, But how could they he
fed? ‘There was no market near, and the satisfying of the hun-
ger of a multitude under such circumstances was no easy task.
In the emergency Andrew suggested that there was a boy in the
crowd who had five loaves and two fishes, And with this small
asset for a beginning they met their Habilities. Let us see how
they did it, PR -

7., They used what they had. And so must we, if we feed the
people. Great abilities are not always neeessary. "There was no
large, supply of food on hand, and yet there was sufficient when
properly used. “ Fidelity to the trust eommitted is all that
is required of us.” Too often the lad with his tiny resources
is Jost sight of amid the multitude, And yet he had in his hands
something that was needed by all. How offen we despize the
day of smal! things, and how foolish we are in doing so! God
looks on nome as ingignificant. The boy with the little basket,
lost in the great crowd, held a strategic position, He was the
only one at that time who had what they needed — bread,

2. It was brought to Jesus. It matters not how limited onr
abilities, if they are enly consecrated to God. Somebody will
be fed. A Jad with five loaves and two fishes would have been
nothing apart from Jesus among such a multitude, But a lad
with five. loaves and two fishes aind Jesus was a fall supply.
In the olden fime Theresa, when twitted for beginming to build
a church with only a pemny on hand, replied in substance as
follows: “ A penny and Theresa would be nothing, but & penny
and God is.sufficient.” So it has ever been. * Sueecess does not
depend upon bigness of capital on our part, but-the bringing to
Jesus of whatever we possess, whether it be little or much.”
Again and again the world has been startled by the achieve-
ments of some humble instrument. The record .of the chureh
abounds with incidents of this kind, The.lad with his hasket
appears frequently on the seene. People gape and wonder. But
the. Book of books continues to say: * God hath chosen the weak
things of the world to confound the things that are mighty.”
If you have enly a lad’s portion; bring it to Jesus. '
" 8, He blessed.it, And that is the secret. They brought it
and He blessed it. There is all the difference between hlessed
and unblessed talent. How many there are who possess splendid
gifts, and yet they do so little for others! Their influence does
not really, bless., Why.is it7 They do not bring their talents
to Christ for His wonderful benediction, They are not devoted
to Him. Their talent is, unblessed because unconsecrated. It
matters not how many loaves and fishes we possess, they are
never going to,be properly used unless brought to Jegus. In
every unblessed fulent there is a memace, .

It iz the
mimigtry of human hands moved by Christlike compassion that
is noeded today.

The stingy soul not
only starves others, but starves himself,

The hungry multitade are about ys today, Jesus iz moved
with compassion to help them, but it must be through His fol-
lowers, His diseiples.. We- dare natssay, “ Send themr away.”
It is our business, our chief business, to feed them, and we
cannot got rid of the regponsibility, When His people plead
poverty as an excuse for inaction, the Master says, “ What have
you?” And when Hig people pomt to thetr little supply, He
says, “ Bring it to Me”
multiply it and make it suffielent. With His blessing upon it
there will he no laek, The important thing i that we place
what we have in Hig hands.

Our denomination has an efficient and complete reporting
gystem which enshles workers everywhere to keep in touch
with missionary efforts at home and abroad.

Reporting shows what, places need strengthening, and from
what sources re-enforcements may be expected.

Without a system of reporting, the work of thie General Con-
ference would not he thorough, systematie, or harmonious;
neither could the work in the union conferences, the local com-
ferences, nor the locsl churches,

‘Were it not for the reports that come from the forsign fields,
the mission board would not know where to send new misgion-
aries. It would not know which field needs the doctor, the
nurse, the minister; in fact, it would not knew how to supply
the needs of the mission fields.

The Bible i largely & compilation of individual reports.
Geneais is a report of ereation and of God’a dealings with the
patriarchs, Many of -the other Old  Testament books are in-
dividual reports of what men and women who served God at-
tempted ' and accomplished. The New Testament abounds in
individual reports. The Gospeis are chiefly reports of what
Jesus did, The book of Acts i3 Imke’s written report of the
misstonary work done by the apostlea.

Two quotations will be sufficient to shew that the * Testi-
monies ¥ recommend reporting:

“ Let church moembery, during the week, act their part faith-
fully, and on the Sabbath rolate their experience. The meeting
will then be as meat in due season, bringing to al present new
life and fresh vigor.”-- Volume VII, p. 19.

“ Train the young to do what is appointsd them, and from
week to wesk lot thsm hring their reports to the missionzry
meeting. . . . If sueh reports were hrought in by conseeratsd
workars, the missionary meetings would not be dull and tsdious.
They would be full of interest, and there would be no lack in

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Making an Impression

Dip you ever notice how one maun will say a thing and it
will not make the slightest impression, and another man will
say almost the same thing and every ome will remember and
repeat it? There is a yardmaster in a big freight cenfer in
Pennsylvania who is remarkable for the immediate obedience
that is given to every one of his orders. He never speaks loud,
nor yells, and he is never known to swear, but the surliest
“rough-neck ” in the yard jumps when he gives the word. He
has handled riots, wrecks, and erowded trafiic all Ms working
life, and never yet seemed angry or hurried. Men always
obeyed him from the time when he was nothing but a young
brakemsan himself, )

Possiﬁly you have noticed -the same thing in publie speskers.
One man will have a fine voice and & carefully prepared ad-
dress, and every one will want to go te sleep five minutes after
he has hegun. Another man, with none of the art of the
clocutionist and with the simplest message imaginable, will
electrify every persom in the audience, We call it personal
magnetism, We don’'t know just what it'is, but it gives ome
the feeling that the person that hay it iz alive and means what
he says. Lt seems to be a combination of will-power, sympathy,
and earnestness; but that ‘g not all of it.

Jesus was pre-eminently a magnetic man. No person ever
heard Him with indiffersnce. They either loved or hated Him.
The secret of this personal magnetism is “ with them that fear
Hith” Stephen, in the early days of the Christian chureh,
learned this seeret, and hew effective he was in His serviee.
“ He was appointed to a position that looked quite small. Ie
was to help administer the temporal affairs of a semi-pauper
church. But he made these temporal affairs te administer to
highest spiritual ends. He gave out bread in such a fashion
as to make men hunger for the Brcad of Life. And when he
passed out a bit of money to the needy, he did not.forget to
tell them where thsy could buy wine and milk without money
.and without price. He worked with all his might in his
small sphere, and God honored him and made him a mighty
preacher. ‘

“ Jerusalem was ¢ proud and wicked city,” in the days of
Stephen. “ It was -full of cultured and religious aristocrats.
Those aristocrats would have given a world to have been able
te ignore Stephen. Nothing would have suited them hetter
than to have been able to treat him with cool and complete
contempt. Buf they eould not ignore him. They migh? as well
have tried to ignore a2 burning building when the wind was
high. They might as well have tried to ignore a eyclone. There
was hardly a man-in Jerusalem stupid enough and sleepy
enough not to know that Stephen wag in town on a business
trip for his King.

“ Mark you, I do not say that everybody welcomed Stephen’s

message. I do not say that everybody who heard him repented,
and became a follower of Jesus Christ. -Many did. Many
even among the, priests yielded te hie impaesioned appeals.
Many hearts were softened, But this wae not true of all. Some
werg made only the more bitter. Some had all the serponts
within their souls awakened into activity. Some wero led to
hate him with a hatred that only his life hlood could satisfy.
But this I say, they could not remain stupidly and stolidly
indifferent,

During the same week some
one left some printed tracts at our church on “ How to Be a
Christian” Thesc were passages of Seripture without comment,
Recently a gentlemnan at the church door, after services, handed
ug a little booklet entitied, “ Liberty,” by Charles E. Jefferson,
It ig a-splendid traet ou prohibition. That man is doing much
good b& giving them away.

Some churches have o literature table. They place & bundle
of hooks on it with a howl beside it. The people are asked to
take a book and leave at least a dime in the bowl. The hooks
cost $2.50, the people left $4, Secure printed pamphlets of all
sorts that are good and helpful, and keep the table well filled.
Most of the printed things are free, and they get taken away
and read. ‘

Ministers ean get such material from their denominational
headguarters, and they can have things of their own printed.
It ig possible sometimes to get other people to pay for baving
them printed. Printer’s ink is a wonderful method of spreading
the truth. .

Some years ago the Christian Scienee Church did most of this.
Then the various sectarian movements @id it. Atheistie so-
cigties are’ doing it with a will. Why not try to counteraet this
influenee with something wholesome?— The Eaxpositor.

As we were to open our firsi statlou at Laro, our missionary,
Pedro Kalbermatter, met great perseeution. Some will remem-
ber having read of some of his very first cxperiences, and of
the Indians who were killed in the attacks made. The enemy
was determined to drive Brother Kalbermatter, from the field.
Under the leadership of the unfriendly priests, different Span-
iards continually brought charges against our brother, wiich,
though false, cansed him no lit{le inconvenience in bging called
Yefore the justice to answer for the charge, and thus detrasting
from his work. It seemed to the eommitice that we would have
te make a change, moving Brother Kalhermatter to some ethor
point, hoping that this might alleviate the situation, and per-
haps bring greater progress. .But our brother pleaded sarnestly
that he might be left at his mission, assuring us that he believéd

God was going to give him a vietory in spite of the adverse -

conditions. Beeause of his earnest pleading, the committee left
him for another yoar. And a year later, as our hrother related
hig experiences with tesrs of joy, it was evident that God had
wrought victory.

In that section there are no hospitals or doetors, nor any one
to care for the siek, and God permitted sickmess to come to the
homes of these Spanish persecutors. They had only one place
te turn in their distress, and that was to the perseented mission-
ary nurse. Brother Kalbermatter thanked God for the privilege
of going into the homes of his enemies, and ministering to their
gick, and God blessed his ministry, The sick recovered, and the
news of a man who was icaehing a strange doctrine, hut who
loved folks and cared for them,-spread through the land. The
work began. The Indians flocked te us to learn the teachings
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of this missionary, and by the close of the year a great harvest
of souls was gathered; and it was right at this point, where the
enemy had tried so hard to drive us out, that in one single
meeting 2 baptism of more then 600 believers was held, the
largest baptism ever held by this people.

On another oceasion, in conneetion with the opeming of our
work,— the first Indian mission station in Bolivia~— God's
providence wag signally mamifested in the experience of Brother
Reid 8hepard and his wife, At the very bheginning persecution
was strong, but as the mission was progressing nicely, and we
had a large number of believers, the enemy, still determined to
destroy the work, planned an attack that was to take place at
12 o’elock midnight during one of their high religious feasts.
It seemed om thig oecasion that unless God interposed in a
miraculous way, the mission would he destroyed, the believers’
seattered, and the wmigsionaries killed, The story is a long one,
bnt very interesting.

Waord of the planved attack reached the ears of s eolonel of
the Bolivian army, who was a friend of the mission, and he
immediately telegraphed to the president of the' republic and
the highest minister of the government, They repled, giving
him authorization to go to the protection ef the mission and the
missionary, but he was without soldiers, and so the providential
hand of God so overruled that one of the leading generals of
the Bolivian army, going overland to a distant city, was led to
pass by the home of our friend the ceclonel. The general was
accompanied by a hodyguard of twelve calvarymen and a lieu-
tenant, all well armed. As our friend, the colonel, greeted him,
he showedl the messages from the president and minister, and
then explained his dilemma in that he had no soldiers, and the
general immediately ordered him to send the leutenant and the
twelve soldiers of his hodyguard. They were sent, and arrived
at the mission statien jusi four hours hefore the attacking party
came. When they came, seeing armed soldiers, they withdrew,
and God’s cause gained a mighty vietory, and the lives of God’s
servants were protected. C. P. CraGER.

A Great Deliverance

Trr Tahuantinsiya Society, a soclety with the purpose of
inciting the Indian to overcome the white man, and who also
greatly oppose our mission work, went forward carrying many
villages with them iu their deceptions, and finally, in the sum-
mer of 1923, believing themselves sufficiently strong, they de-
cided to put an end to the white Peruvians and the evangelist
pastor and mission, which they considered a hindrance to the
furtheranee of their canse and the final cstahlishment of the
old Inca Lmpire again,

And so, on the 6th of December came the attacks on the vil-
lage of Huaneane. The white people protected themselves as
best they could, and were ahle 1o ward off the attacks of the
angry mobs, News reached me at the mission the next morning
that the Indians had revolted, and we did not kmow what to do,
as it seemed they planned on attacking the mission that night,
the 7th of Deecember. I gathercd the Indians togsther, and
told them we would pray and trust Ged. That night we put
watehes in different places, and two hundred of them slept with
us in the chureh, where we kept several lights burning. Lights
were alse kept burning in the different Indian dwellings, se
that if the enemy started down the hill to surround the mission,
they would see -the lights and know we were.on wateh. - . .

Abhout ten o’clock that night we began o hear eormets and
drums and yells from one mountain to anether, Getting up and
looking out, we saw the surrounding hills black with Indians.
They were in the light of the moon, and we could distinguish
their forms as they moved about from place to place, seemingly
forming in groups for the attack on the mission,

We continued our wateh, and after what seemed several hours
of suspense, wondering what to do, we kneeled and prayed to
God for proteetion. 'When we locked out again, we saw the
Indians dispersing hurriedly, and believing that God had an-
swered our prayer for protection that night, we went to hed
trusting Him.

The next day the subprefect (the chief police -officer) sent
us ten.policemen to protect us in case of an attack, as I had
notified him of our plight and the anticipated attack of the
Indians, i
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The Fahuantinsuya Indians who had retired the night before,
had “their committee meeting, and decided they needed more
men in order to make their vietory sure, so fhey notified other
districts on the other side of the river, and more forees eame
to help them. Again, the night of the 8th, we conld hear and
sec the Indians as the night before. This time they started down
the hill, believing thoir vietory was won. The believing Indian
women began $o cry, and the men were filled with consternation.
My own heart beat hard and fast. I Iooked to God and breathed
a prayer. I told the brethren to stay elose by and trust in God.
The policemen made ready for the emergency, but with fear.
They planned to escape to the lake in belses (canoces) in case
of danger. I stood alone, but T believed God would Iead, and
30 I kept on encouraging all of them and trusting Ged for
vicetory.

When the enemy were a little less than half way down, they
again suddenly turned back and hurriedly disappeared over the
hill to return no move. The polieemen could net understand why
they did not ecome on, and the believing Indians wondered and
were amazed, but did not say a word. I knew God had pro-
tected us in the hour of danger, but I wendered also what made
them tarn baek those two times. Soldiers from Puno eame to
Huanecane, ficree battles ensued, and at least one thousand
" Indians were killed, the exact number not being known. When
defeated and perseceuted by the whites, many came to us, and
afterward became Christians, and are nmow faithful members.
This is the story they told me:

“ We were in that mob that twice tried to destroy the mission

and kill you, planning on eooking our breakfast with the lumber

of the house and pillaging everything in sight. We were de-
eeived by our chiefs, for they tried to make us believe this
possible. The first night we eame we were ghout a theuvsand
strong, and when we were ready to come down on the mission,
we suddenly saw soldiers with rifles stationed all around the
mission, and down in the village other groups. Fear took hold
of us, and we returned.

“ We had a committee meeting, and decided to send for more
men on the other side of the river. They came, & thousand more.
‘We were jubilant. Now we will take the mission and kill the
devil pastor. We formed in groups of fifty and ome hundred
each, and started down the hill. When less than half way down,
euf watchmen on the hilltops said a steamer was coming very
well lighted. We stopped and looked, and sure enough, we saw
eoming from the direction of Puno a lake steamer. It made
geveral tarns in eircles as if hunting for the port of Pliata,
finally sailed in, and to our amazement, hundreds of soldiers,
well armed and with aminunition, disembarked in Piata and
began marching toward the mission. We were filled with fear,
and hurriedly returned, wondering how we ceuld sueeeed in
ransacking Piata (the misgion station),

“ We deeided to send for every mam on the other side of the
river to help, making known to them our jeopardy. The forees
came, but got only as far as the river. That same night hard
raing swelled the river, and it was over its banks. The balsas
were all yanked from their moorings, and those coming to help
us eould not get across. While all this was happening, soldiers
appeared the next moruing coming from Juliaca, and the forces
who had eome to help us disappesred. From this on, the river
cohtinued to fall,"and we were left without help, and feared to
try again to attack because of the soldiers we knew must have
heen stationed around the mission.”

Outside of the ten policemen that we had reccived as help
after the first attack, we saw nothing, nor did we have any
other help that was open to our eyes. Surely, God ‘answered
our prayers, and angels of God, in the form of soldiers, pro-
tected us and God's boat filled with angels eame to our aid.
-XWe- praise His-name. He never loses a battle,

Around five o’elock a brother who lived a block away came
with his head all bleeding, and said that some time before some
Indians, with the mayordomo of a mear-by finca (farm), had
come asking for the pastor, saying they had come te kill him,
having orders from their patron to do so. The brother refused
to tell him, and in consequence was beaten on the head with the
butt of the rifle. The two horses we were riding were in plain
sight of this brother’s house, but they did not see them, During
the night it snowed, and some Indians passed on horseback,
leaving their tracks. The mayordomo, thinking theze were our
tracks, went on hunting for us, never seeing our horses that were
in plain sight, eating grass on the hillside where the snow had
heen swept away by the wind.

We dressed the brother’s wounds, and gathering the family
together, had prayor, thanking God for His deliverance. Wg
could not help but admire this brother’s courage when he was
willing to receive a beating and risk his life in .pur behalf.
Truly, there are noble characters among these Iﬁdiaus, and we
thank God and ask Him to help us win them,

Another Experience

AT the beginning of the present year I had the privilege of
holding a series of public meetings in a little village in -the
interior of fhe province of Corrientes, It was planned that
three of us work together in this place. Two of the students
from our school were to umnite with me. They were to come
by boat up the river Parans, and I went to meet them at the
port where they were supposed to land. For ressons which, to
this day, hdave never been satisfactorily explained, these breth-
ren were not able to arrive on time.

As I wag waiting for them, I bégan talking with the people,
and while there was not a soul in the place that I knew, I
hegan to visit from house to house, thinking to thus improve
my time while I was waiting for the next boat, on which I
thought surely the brethren would arrive. Most of the people
received me kindly and listened with interest.

On one of my visits I went to the home of a gentleman who
was ehief of one ¢f the municipal offices. 'This man, from the
firat, showed himself very favorable. I told him how it hap-
pened that I was in the village, and that I would like t¢ hald
a fow meetings there for the publi¢ while I was waiting, I told
him that I had with me a little stereopticon. He was very mmeh
interested, and offered me his home in which fo liold some
meetings. I invited the publie that very night. Undér a large
arbor in his front yard, adorned with beantiful flowers, and by
the elear light of a full moon, the third angel’s message was
preached in this plaee for the first time, ~ The attendance grew
from night to night to such an extent that I way convinced it
was the hand of God that had detained me in this place against
my own. wishes.

I waited an entive month for the brethren whe were to come,
and thank God, when He changes our plans, it is becanse He
has something better for wa and His cause. At first I presented
general subjects that did not raise any opposition; then I went
on presenting the stronger points of our msssage, and to my
surprise, the people, instead 6f abandoning the mseting, econ-
tinued to come with greater interest tham ever. ‘T visited the
people in their homes, and noted that the.word of God was
taking root in their hearts. I soon saw.-that several were
deciding in favor of the truth. Up to this time; all had been
friendly, but as soon as the first converts hegan to give publie
testimony of their faith, the people divided into two groups,
these in favor and those against. The priests began to ineits
the people, and wo soon found eurselves, as in the time of Paul,
in the midst of a great tumult, Thirteen persons were haptized,
and they immediately became the objects of every kind of
threat, and were molested hy both neighbors and velatives.
Ome night 2 group of men armed with revolvers and knives came
to the meoting with the purpese of doing us harm, but thenks
be to God, He did not permit it. One of the persons who at-
tended told me that there were several who had planned to beat
me before the feeting should elose, and that his father was -one
of the number. ZLater on, that same man heeame interested in
the truth, and has the Bible in his home now, although it is
eontrary to the will of his father.
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One day while we were walking along the road just outside
the,village, gome, person turned a wild cow loose behind us, and
being, infuriated,she came for ug. 1f the hand of God had not
in-t}erﬂvaned,_. we, would not be here to tell this experience to our
yomng.pecple, .; The animal came up behind us,’remming at full
spead.  She first knocked Brother Wederkempler down, for he,

wag walking a:few paces hehind me, next to the femce, T knew’

n(;t‘iamg about it until I heard the cow throw him down. I
turned around and saw the, furious animal at a very short
distance, . While running to safety, T slipped and fell my whole
length .in. the middle of . the road, thus being at the complete
mérey of the ‘animal, but happily, when she was right where
she-could attack me with her gharp horns, she fell down heside
ma; /and.geemed ;unshle to move until T had gotten up and
glimbed to the other side of the femgo.

"It 48, impossible, to. tell all that these superstitions and
favaticdl ‘peopls tried to do to us They circulated the
rei)ort that we were. supernatural beings; that the people
who - came- o7 onr meetings became enchanted, and could not
leave ths place. They also said that after the meeting, we
transformed ourselves into dogs, and ran about frightening the
poople. Many claimed to have seen us do this, stating it a3 a
definite fact. Many of ‘the people who came for the first time,
watched ug yery carefully, expecting thius to be-able to discover
the tail and Horng'which they had been told we had.

“But in"the midst of this ignorance and fanatieism, there are
predicus souls thiaf long to know the truth, and once they ae-
eopt it, remain fiem and loyal. At the present time we have
two Babbath, schools In this place. Some of the bebter families
have é.ceépted the truth, Two of the young people are already
i our school, and we hope, before the elose of the year, to
baptize several others.

. A Woman Who Ministered

BorN in Humpden, Maine, April ¢, 1802, Dorothea Lynde Dix
knew such suffering as a child that never to the end of life
would she refer to her first tweolve years. “ I never knew child-
hood,” was the only reply she would ever make to questions.

Certainly she knew no home, for her father was g wanderer
who dragged his wifé end child from place to place. They
stitehed fogether and sold the fraets he wrote, and so earned
a seanty, uneertain living, At twelve years of age Dorothea
went to her father’s mother, in Boston,

Here she studied night and day to fit herself to be independ-
ent. 8o well did she sueeeed that at fourteen she began to
teach, a work that she followed, with a few infervals of study
and travel, for twenty-five years,

By that time her father and mother had died, and the two

-young brothers whom Miss Dix had reared and educated, were

started in life for themselves. The grandmether who had given
the child a homa had died algo, leaving all her worldly posses-
sions to Dorothes,

8he was a woman of thirty-nine, 4 tall and of dignified car-
riage, head finely shaped and set, with an abundance of soff,
wavy brown hair. I thought her the most beautiful woman I
had ever seen.” So gaid one of her pupils. She had fulfilled
all family obligations and was financially independent. What
shonld she do? '

Chanes answered the guestion, “ Etfernal God the chance did
guide” Coming out of church one morning, she overheard two
men talking of the inhuman freatment of the prisomers, sane
and ingane, in the jail at Bast Cambridge, Mass. A day or two
later Migs INx was asked to tsach a Sunday sehool class made
up of women in this jail. She was ready to acecpt the task,
but to those'who asked her she put the guestion, “ How ean I
teach love and good will toward-all men- to the half-starved and
freezing” v

She was told to prove these siatements. With dsferminsd
ensrgy shs investigated for herself the jail conditions. She
found ths evererowded place filthy; she saw the innocent, guilly,
and insane herded together without any heat in 2 room where
the tsmperature was below zero. Men like Dr. Samuel Howe
and Charles Sumner halpsd her carry ths matter to ths-courts,
and so clean this Augean stable,

‘Womanlike, Miss Dix wondered if this jail were the exception,
or if there were others like it, Without any authority from the
State she vigited all its prisons and almshouses. Then shs com-
piled a report to the legislature, a report confined to a gtatement
of the conditions of ths insane; for to these helpless sufferers
her sympathy had gone out most strongly. “I proceed, gentle-
men,” ghe wrote, “to call your attention to ths state of the
ingane confined within thiz Commonwealth in eagss, closets,
stalls, cellars, pens; chained, naksd, beaftem with rods, lashed
into obedienece.”

8he cited illustrative eases, sweh ag that of one patient con-
fined in total darkmess, # chain from- the iron collar gbout his
nsek fo & staple in the wall. préventing his moving about. The
keeper hoasted of this collar, saying the man liked it.

“ How do you know he lkes it flashed Miss Dix.

“ Why, he’s quit trying to run away! ¥ was the astounding
reply. “ ' ‘

Another -poor man had lived for years in a stone cell, sight
feet square, with no light, no air, no heat. Case after.case. of
hearthreaking suffering Miss Dix told’ of, and the Btate was
shocked into remedying the evils. For the hospital at Worcester
alome $200,000 was appropriated. B

From ‘Magsachugafts Miss Dix went to Rhode Isiand. Con-
ditions there were equally frightful.: Again Miss Dix made a
report, and again the Stabe was shamed into betiering condi-
tions. Then on she went to other States. a '
After State insane asylums: were: established here, Miss Dix
visited State after State in the ‘South. Mueh of her traveling
had-to be done in a earriage, over wretehod roads, wo rough
that Misg Dix always carried with her in preparation for an
smergency, “a hammer, wrench, nails, sorews, coil of rope, and
straps of stout leather.” No danger dauntsd her, and difienltiss
only whetfed her spirit. She used to say, “ The tonie T need
is the tonie of opposition. That always set me on my feet.”

Her work-carried her to nearly ever State sast of the Rocky
Mountains, to Canada, and to many of the countries in Edrope,
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Then came the Civi! War. At onge Miss Dix volunteered her
serviees,, Tmmediately she was appomted supermtendent of
women nurses, and in this capaeity she served throughout the
war. Not one day’s rest did she take; very often when meal-
time eams she had to he reminded to eat From her own re-
gonrees she rented two large houses to store the supplies sent
her, and to use as resthomes for the nurses. Also af her own
expense she bought a detachment of ambulances fo supplement
the Government service; ghe employed two seeretaries, and she
‘traveled hundreds of miles from one battlefigld to another.

The war ended, but not Misgs Dix’s work. For cighteen months
Jonger she earried on correspondense in behalf of the men who
"had come wnder her eare; for the disahled and sick she proeured
pensions; to the famlhes of those who had died she sent their
dying messages,

At the age of sixty-five she again took up her work for the
insane. During the next fifteen yecars she founded or emlargod
thirty-two ho:spitals in her own country, and inflmenced the
erectmn of two in Japan.

 She had built homes for the homeless, but she had provided
ilona for herself.” At eighty years of age she accepted an
urgent invitation to go to live at the asylum at Trenton, N, J.,

the first one which had bheen built as the diveed outecome of her.

Clara Barton, a Girl Who Saved Others

Nor so was she named when she eame into the world on

Christmas Day, 1821. The inmates. of the old Massachusetts
farmhouge named the tiny baby Clarizssa Harlowe, and so well
'did she live up to the ntune that she started to school at three,
able -to -spell iwords of as many syllables as she numbered
her years.
. But she was shy, se shy that she could answer no.guestion in
schoul, . Only on-a horse 4id she forget-herself. Her big brother,
David, who was her hero, taught her to ride hy telling her,
. ¢ Just .feel the horge a part of yourself, the big half of you for
the time being.” Many a mad gallop together they had, up and
dowm the roeky pastures, So, by riding half-tamed colts Clara
received  the tra.xp;ng that enablea her later, in life, to ride
strange horses on -all-night raees to safety..

When she was only eloven years old, David fell from a barn
roof, and for two years was an invalid. Clara was his devoted
nurge, With him she left the wild, free outdoor life they both
loved, and lived within the four walls of the sieck-room. Not
one ha,lf -day wag she absent, and the doetors, as well as the
neighbors, said, “ Clara’s a born nurse.”

But she grew ever shyer and more gensitive. Her famlly were
puzsled to know how to help her untit a wise friend. suggested
that she be given gome work for others outside of her home,
o, as Clara at fifteen was far.shepd.of ail otherpupils in.her,
studies, she took a country sqhools -The fivet day was an ordeal,
‘Bhe hereelf said, It was one of ihe.most awful moments of
‘my life when I first faced the room full of children. But by
‘the end of the day I had proved that I could teach.”

So for sixteen years ghe taught. Tinally, she learned tha.t
Bordentown, N. J., had no sehecl; that the ehildren had- been
too Iawless to be eont‘.rollerd

“ Let me ‘try for three months. I’ll teach for ncrthmg,”
‘Misg Barton pleaded Ty C e

-Bhe pegan with mix street uvehing in an.old tumble- d0wn

-began _The Massachusetts men who. hurriedly answered  Lin-
coln?s k;a]l for volunteers were attacked .in Baltimore, on: April
19,.as they were hurrying to the fromt. - Their train finally
reached Waghington with', maxy - wounded .on:board.; Clara
‘Barton with many other women met the train andi dressed the

men’s wounds., Here ghe found her real life-work. -

- &rom- that day to.the end, of her lifesnover- again had she
jtmge 4o be selfrconscious, F,arﬁwgee};s. she« met the, Potomae

transports, filled with wonnded soldiers, as they doeked at
Washington. Only too often had the men lain so long uneared
for that her ministrations were of no avail, S0 she determined
to go to the front and give to the men immediatel} after they
were wounded what is now known ag “first aid.”

But 'days passed into weeks, and still those in authority
turned & deaf ear to her plea. At last, however, Assistant
Quartermaster-General Rucker gave her a pass, and from that
day until the war closed, Clara Barton was an angel of merey
on the firing line, On sixtesn battlefields she worked. Through
the sioge of Charleston and the Wildetness eampaign she served,
and into the Richmond hospitals she went with the men. Yet,
loyal as she was to her own boys,” no Confederate who needed
her eare was éver passed by.

At Antietam she took the cornmeal packed about bottles and
from it she made hot gruel. At Fredericksburg the wounded
suffered greatly from the cold. (Jara Barton had them all
brought to one place and great fires started. Still the men
shivered. An old chimney stood mear, * Tear it down, heat
the bricks, and plaee them about the boys,” Clara Barton
commanded.

At last the war ended, but sixty thousand men were * miss-
ing!” Pregident Lineoln agked Miss Barton Lo help to locate
these men and to answer the letters of their anxious parents.
For four years she worked, and in that time she laid out the
National Cemetery at Andersonville, Ga., and identified nearly
thirteen thousand graves. And to the homes that would know
their sons no more she sent definite word of thirty thousand men.

But although the war was over, Clara Barton found other
fields of service, She served over on the battlefields of Europe.
Here she. learned about that great organization, “The Red
Cress” under whose badge workers can minister to the suffering
whether on an enemy’s ground er not. It was Clara Barton
that influenced the United States to join with the other ria_.};ions
in making the Red Cross help to save life in our country.
She worked hard, and wherever there was suffering, there Clara
Barton was sure to go. When she was eighty years of age she
went to Galveston’s aid, and President MeKinley sent her to
help in distributing food to the starving Cubans.’
 Bhe lived to De eighty-sevén years old, happy and honored
by-all nations. Soemething she said should he freasured by each
boy and givl, for it is the seeret of a uwseful life it is: “ I have
no mission. T have never had a mission. But I always had
more work than I ‘eould do lymg around my feet I try hard
to get it out of the way so as to go on and do the next duty.”

 God’s Witnesses

“ Gop left not Himself without witness.” Acts 14:17.

If man, God’s masierpiece, fails, to witness for his Maker,
then his Creator will stiil have the witness that is continually
being borné by all creation about Him. This mighty host of
witnesses, some in silenee and, some with joyful sound, all
declare that God is good,-“in that He did good, and gave us
rain from heaven, and fruitful seasons, filling our.hearts with
food and gladnsss” Acts 14117, !

A congiderable portion of the Seriptures is devoted to a de-
seription of God’s ereated works. . "Many of the spiritual truths
of God’s Word are linked with the objects of nature about us,
8o that these spiritnal lessens may frequently be brought to
mind. The following are a few of the many objects mentiored
in the O1d. Testament which are linked with gpiritnal tyuths:

1. Sun— The Lord God is a sun” Ps. 84: 11. As the light

of the sun fills the earth, djspensing joy and bleSsing; so the

l

light of God’s truth fills the hearts of men, giving them hope
and gladuess. :

2. The Constellations of Heaven.— Seck Him that maketh
the seven stars [Pleiades] and Orion.” Amos 5: 8, The sight
of these two constellations remind us of our need of seeking God.
“ Canst thou bind the sweet influences of Pleiades, or loose the
bands of Orion?” Job 38:31. Besides reminding us of our
need of seeking God, they tell us of His houndless influence and
power. Job 38: 32, .

8. Arcturus ond Mazzaroth (the Zodiac).~— The power that
guides Areturus (a bright star in the eonsgtellation Bootes) and
hig sons, and brings forth the Zodiae in its season, will guide us,
and canse our lives to bring forth froit in due-season.

4. Rocle—" He ia my rock, and there is no nnrighteousness
in Him.” DPs. 92:15. The endaring and npchanging rock rep-
resenty the enduring love of God and His unchanging eharacter.

5. Foyntoin.—* With Thee iy the fountain of life: in Thy
light shall we see light” Ps, 36: 9. The freely flowing foun-
tain whose waters minister life aud hlessings to plants, animals,
and man, remind ws of the “ fountain of living waters ” from
which we may drizk and queuch our thirsty sculs.

6. Spring of sWater.—* Thou shalt be like a watered garden,
and ke a spring of water, wiose waters £ail not” Isa. 58: 11,
Those who minister to the sick and the destitute, are compared
to a flonrishing garden and s nsver-failing spring.

7. Trees—* That they might be calied trees of righteousness,
the planting of the Lord, that He might be glorified.” Tsa,
61: 3. The noble, majestic trees growing toward heaven repre-
ssnt the nobls Christian lives that ave becoming more and more
heavenly in character. - ’ ) .

In the New Testament, as well as in the Old, divine spiritual
truths are Hnked with the things of nature. This was Christ’s
favorite method of teaching, as ndicated by His parables. (See
Junior artiele.)

Jesns not only taught the people, but He left teachers behind
Him to repeat the lessons He had given. 'The wheat, the tares,
the Jeaven, the lily, the sparrow, the raven, the hen, the cock,
the mustard seed, the pearl, ars 2 few of nature’s witnesses that
repeat His wonderful Iessons of fruth, and these Ieésopg;,’,f:hey

- are repeating teday. Let us briefly comsidsr two of the most

common of these witnesses, and the messages they proelaim.

Josns had nearly finished His ministry in behalf of His own
people. “ And when He was come near, He beheld the city, and
wept over it.” “ Jerusalem, Jerusalem, thou that kiflest the
prophets, and stonest them which are sent unto thee, how often
would T have gathéred thy children together, even as a hen
gathereth her chickens under her wings, and ye would not! '
At that time this common demestie fowl, thie quiet, but busy,
unpretentious, demure mother who faithtully guards and pro-
teete her brood from all hamm and danger, was ordeined to
bear witness throughout the eenturies to the umutterable and
undying love of Him who “came nnto Hig owa, and His own
received Him not.” - T '

On the night of Christ’s betrayal, boastful Peter declared
that he would never demy his Lord.. “Jesus said unto him,
Verily T say unto thee, That this night, before-the cock erow,
thon shalt deny Me thrice” Three times on. that eventful night
Peter denied that he was & follower of Christ, and the third
time, “ ke began to curss and to swedr, saying, I know net the
man. And immediately the cock erew. And Peter rememhered
the word of Jesus, which said wnto him, before the cock erow,
thou shalt deny Me thrice. Andhe went out, and wept bitterly.”

From that hour, on down through the eehinrips, this herald
of the early moming, before men begin their labors, has besn
warning the Peters of anciert and modern times of their gon-
stant danger of proving untrue. to the love so truly expressed
by the Master. The bogstiul, pompous, self-sutficient apiri of
man is strikingly manifested in the attitude and demeamn; ‘of
the witness while sounding the warning, s

Wenderful witnesses are thess twoe members of the lower
family of the animate world whose itinerary js the werld, and
whose ministry is undivided. The indmstry, thoughtful care,
and demureness of the one, the indifference, self-sufficiency, and
cock-sureness of the other, indicate with what wisdom and skill
Jostis selected these witnesses of His love, and the Ganger of
man's proving untrue to that love. Are-you listeming to
these witneswes andl a thousand others who 'declare with one
accord that “ God ig love ™9 Teo T S
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“ The listening ear can hear and undsrstand the communica-
tions of God Lhroungh the things of nalure. The green fields, the
lofty trees, the buds and flowers, the passing cloud, the fail‘mg
rain, the babbling brook, the glories of the heavens, speak 1o
our hearts, and invite us to become acquainted with Him who
made them all.”—*% Steps to Christ,” p. 89.

Do You Read Both Books?

Gob hag written two books, One iz the book of revelation
commonly called the Bibls, and the other is the book of ereation
spoken of as geience or natuve.

Are, you reading both of these wonderful books written by
God Himself? X am sure that many ef you, and I hope all of
you, are reading and studying the Bible every day. Tt is your
textbook in learning your Sabbath school lesson, and I trust
that you are also.among those Who are reading the Bible through
each year. It is » good plan, alse, to eommit to memory many
of its vsrscs and even whole chapters, taking some of the shorter
psalms first, Afterward you can eommif to memory lemger
chapters; and then some of ths smaller books of the Bible.
My father.used. often to repeat a psalm or some chapter of the
Bible at family worship, without opening the Bible er having
it in his hands. We childven thought it was wenderful for him
to do that, hit we were move surprissd when he told us that he
could repest the whole pook of Revelation without opening his
Bible, also the hoek of Romans,

Of course, as children we were intevested to learn how he
committed so mush of tho Bible to memory, and he told us that
he learned many of these verses and chapters when he was o
boy from ten to fifteen years of age. Ile said that he often
took his Bible with him te school, and would spend a part of
the noor hout, and sometimes the whole of the recess (when the
woather was stormy), reading it and eormnitting it to memory.

He loved to read the Bible, and would read it affer geing
‘to hed. In those days they did not have electrie lights, not
even gasoling or keroseme lamps, but need- tallow candles. Tn
order that he might read without danger, while lying in bed,
‘he took one half of @ large turnip and hollowed it out like a
bewl. In the bottom he cut out a little round socket juat large
encugh to hold the round eandle, which would prevemt it from
falling over. ‘ -

""Thig rather crude turnip candlestick he fastened tightly to
his chest' by mesne of two strings, long enough to pass around
his body back over the chest where he tied a double bhowknet
to prevent its slipping off. We asked a lot of questions about
this curiond candlestick and how it worked; dne I now remember
was this: % Didn’t the bedclothes ¢atch fire when yeu turned
over in your sleep?” Ie replied, “ I didn't tnrn over in my
sleep. 1 was so interested that I kept wide awake,”

Another thing he said which intercsted me very much was
this: “ Thove verses and chapters I learned when I was a boy
I have never forgotten, Those that I learned after becoming
a man I forgot more easily, and de not seem to remember them
as I do thoge which I learned when I was a boy. Learn all you
can while you are children, for that you will never forget”

The other book, the book of nature, is sometimes called the
book of creation. God wrote this book (of creation) before
He wrote the book of revelation (the Bible). I hope you are,
reading this wonderful book of nature, of which the Bible has
so much to say. The more you know of the Bible, the more you
will be able to understand and appreeiate the book of matare.
In order that we might not forget this Saviour, and that His
lovely character might be better understood and appreciated,
the Bible speaks of constant reminders in nature of what Christ
is, and of what He will be to those who aceept Him ag their
Savigur.

Here are a fow of the witnesses in nature that continually
remind ue of the eharacter of Christ and what He is to these
who love and ohey Him:

1. The Sun.— Christ is called the “ Sun of Righteousness.”
When we look at the sun, we are reminded of Christ. What
the sun is to the world, Christ is to us. What eounld we do
without the sun? Without it we would have no heat, ne light,
no beautifully colored flowers and birds, ne food, and we
would die. Without the Sun of Righteousnegs we would have
no love and joy in our hearts, no beautiful characters would
be formed, and we would perish forever,

2. Bread— Christ i# the “hbread of life” When we eaf
hread to keap our bodies alive physically, this should remind
us of the need of eating the “broad which came down from
heaven,” which will give us spiritual life. The Woxd of Ged.
is alvo called bread, and when we eat (vead aud study) i, we
are partaking of spiritual food.

8. Water— Christ is the “ fountain of living waters,” and
as we quench our thirst, we are reminded of the water of life
“which if a man drink,” says Jesus, “ he will never thirst again,
but the water that I shall give him will he in kim a well of water
springing up into everlasting life.” This was the lssson tanght
to the Samaritan woman at the well

4. Lamb~— Christ is the “ Lamb of God.” When we see the
gentle, innogont, harmless lamb, wo are reminded of the gentle-
ness, goodness, and love of Christ,

&. Lion.— While the gentle lamb represents the gontleness of
Chrigt, the lion represents His power and strength; for He is
spoken of as the “ Lion of the tribe of Judah”

6, The Lily— In the plant world, as well ag the animal, we
have also reminders of Chrigt; He is the “lily of the wvalley.”
The beautiful white lily represents the bexnutiful, spotless chax-
acter of Christ. Jesus says,  Consider the lily,” and that we
“ ghail grow as the lily.”

7. The Rose— Christ i3 also called the “rose of Sharon.”
These two beautiful, fragrant flowers remind us of the heanty
and fragrance of the life that Jesus lved during His ehildhood
and youth, and that our young lives are to be beautiful and
fragrant like His. As I have leoked at the lly in the pond,
and the lily and rose in the field, I have often wondered how
God could produee such beautiful, fragrant blossoms ¢n plants
whaose roots reaeh down into the eold, dark mud ang seil. Bunt
He dees it, and that belps me to believe that He can make my
life beautiful and fragrant, even though I live in a eold, dark
world of gin,

The Bible we cannot always have with us, but the book of

-nature is always with us, and open ready for us to read at any

time. Tet us keep our eyes open to read the messages of love
that God has written for ug in earth and sea and sky, as well
a3 those HMe has written for ueg in His Word.

Christ when a boy studied both books. Of Him we read:

“Bepide the written word, Jesus studied the book of nature,
finding delight in the heautiful things of His own eveation.-—
“ 8pecial Testimonies on BEducalion,” p. 64,

His hours of greatest happiness were found alone with nature
and with God. Whenever it was His privilege, He turned aside
from the scene of His labor, to go info the felds, to meditate
in the green valleys, to hold communion with God on the moun-
tain side or amid the trees of the forept, - M. E. Capy.
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
