Not as many stu
dents come in at this tivis of the year as there did
during the ftirst two years of the school, for they see
that it pays to come in at or near the begmumg of the
school.

The College buildings ana church are lighted by
electricity now. The electric plant works well, and
there is no nisk of fire. as was the case whon lamps
were used, Timz and expense are sived to the stu-

dent. The electric lights are quite an improvement on
the kerosene lamp. The cost of the plant is about
$4,000. .

Work on the Sanitarium here has besn progref'slng
during the past vwo months, and now it isready to re-
ceive patients. Doctor A. N. Linpar, of this place, for-
merly of the Baitle Creek S ...t ivium, will have charge
of the work. The Doctor has had a large experience
and has the full contidence of the people here. The
Bible school here has an’ attendance of about one
hund-ed and thirty. Its sessionsare held in the base-

ment rooms of the College. Bible, history and grammar
are taught, and the ipstructcrs during the past six
weeks have been Elders A. T. Jones, B. E. Nicola and
L. A. Hoopes.

A aeep interest pervades the school, as the Holy
Spirit reveals to those who study, the character and
love of God. wanifested in Jesus Christ.
