And more, God has planned beforehand that sens and
daughters of His shall encounier trials, real trials, too, and
that, even after they have united with. His body —~the church.

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Excerpts From Sunday Law Hearings

Before Congress

1r all the believers in this message could have attended the
hearings on the Lankford Sunday Bill which were conducted
some months ago, they would have beei stirred to their heart’s
depths by the evidences of fulfilling propheey which were mani.
fested. There are offered here a fow brief extracts from the
record of these hearings, Tt will not be necessary, I think, to
comment much upon them, beeause they speak so fully and
clearly for themselves, |

In justice to Hon. Clarence J. McLeod, the chairman of the
committee, and his associates, it must be zaid that therve was
a commendable degree of fairmindedness,

While there were a number who spoke m faver of the bill
H. R. 10311, Rev. Harry L. Bowlby, general seeretary of the
Lord’s Day Alliance of the United States, Rev, R. H. Martin,
dlirector of the Bureau of Sabbath Observanec of the Presby-
terian Church of the United States, and Canon William Sheafe
Chage, of the Hpiscopal Chureh of Brooklyn, New York, were
the principal speakers. '

It was stated early in the hearings that New York City has a
Sunday law prohibiting certain kinds of amusements. A mem-
bLer of the committee, Mr. Blanton, asked the bills author: © Are
you agking for any more than that to be done in Washington? ”

Mz, Langrord; “ Abgolutely not. Thiz bill is not an effort

to try out in tho Distriet of Columbia something that has not

been tried out in other States.” .

My. BrawTon: “ But the biggest eity in the United States
has seen fit to adopt a similar law.” S

Mz, LANEFoRD: I understand that is true”

Mg, BraxTow: “ Then yon are not asking for anything se
very unreasonable, after all.”

When Rev. Mr. Bowlby took the stand, he was asked this
quesfion:

“ Would the proponents of this bill be satisfied with a law
similar to the ordinance i the eity of New York at the present
timeg ¥

Mi. BowLeY: 1 think T would angwer that this way: Wash-
ington sets a high ideal, and ought te, for the nation, They
eome here from all parts of the eount:?. ... We all lock to
the nation’s eapital o set an example for the rest of us, and
especially in a proper and decent observance of the day that
the Constitution of the United States recogmizes ag our national
weekly rest day.”

It is clear that au attempt is being made to enaet a law in

the Distriet of Columbia that can be made a model for similar
logislation in the various States of the Union, and the Lankford

Bill is but an entering wedge. ,
‘A question by ancther eommittes member and the reply b

Mr. Bowlby are signifieant:

% By the Constitution of the United States the Distriet of
Colimbid is et apart for the nation’s eapital, to be used for
the transaction of the nation’s business.. On our dollars we
have the worde, ‘ In God we trust’. We have oyer 60,000 Gov-
ernment employees here who come from all of the States. The
Bible says that the Sabbath day shall be kept holy. We
recognize that we cannot legislate holiness inte people, but is it
anything unreasonable for the people of the United States to
ask that this piece of ground, set apart for the nation’s eapital,
shall observe, in.a reasonable way, the Sabbath? ”

Mr. Bowrry: #No, sir. I will answer that by saying that
thé "dikes did not mdke Holland, but by keeping out the flood
water ‘they make it possible for Holland to be, and for people
_to live in that land.” I do not bellave a fenee around a garden
will make a garden, but it will protect it against outside influ-
ences, animala, ete,, that might enter and destroy it.

“What did the hard-headed farmers in Wyoming do? Some
say, ¢ You can’t legislate people inte being good or going to
church,” but these farmers said, * We can raise eattle by legis-
lation.’ And they passed a law, $300,000 being appropriated
by the General Assembly of that State, in order that a bonus
might be paid for every animal that was killed that had been
destroying their cattle”

Mr. Bowlby’s reply brings foreibly to mind Revelation 12: 17,
and seems to indieate the lengths to which Bunday proponents
weuld go if power were ouce placed in their hands.

One Catholie priest appeared in support of the Lankfeord bill,
and among other things had this to say:

“ T way eay the position of the Catholic Church has always
heen jn Tavor of the egtablishment of Sunday laws. Tor in-
staree, T wish to quote first of all a very auweient law, for the
benefit of those who #ay i is puritanieal. In the Catholie
Chureh of 1.000 years ago, in the reign of Charlemagnue, church
gouncils made laws prohibiting thé use of vehicles on public
higliways or streets on Bunday, cxcept for relief of the sick,

funerals, or in case of an attack from the enemy in time of war.
Outside of these three casey no vehicles were allowed by the
chureh law on Sunday on publie streets or public highways.
There was nothing puritanical in that. . . | )

* In my humble opinion, your committee ought to recommend
something strong on this subject, for fear of the opposition to
Hunday observance finding loopholes in the law. A ﬁ)o hole in
the law is the same as water inside of a dam. If you allow one
leak to run a little while, it will break down the whole dam. In
my humble opinion, I think your committes cught to recommend
something rather strong on the subject”

One cannot help wondering what this priest would consider
“rather strong® when he declares that ‘‘ there was nothing
puritanical ¥ in the very rigid restrictions of the Catholie
Church of a thousand years ago.

In reply to a question by the chairman, Canon Chase said:

“ May I say that the one thing that Americans need, per-
haps, more than anything else, is the ability to amuse them-
selves. In thig act there ig nothing to prevent any one’s amusing
himself on Sunday. But when anybody feels that he has so much
greater right to enjoy a better Sunday than other people that
he has a right to hive somebody else to amuse him, he has struck
at the very foundadion of humen brotherhood. .. . All we arve
agking is that any one shall net be allowed to take the weokly
rest day, which is every one's divine right, away from any one
in order to inerease his own pleasure on that day. The man
who wants & better Sunday for himself than he is willing to
give 10 every ome elpe, is mot a Christian, is not a Hebrew, is
not a Mohammedan, is not even a pagan. I say such a man
is & hog.”

The Canon rather condemned himeelf by his remarks. It was
porfectly apparent that he was unwilling to give to others the
kind of Bunday they might wish, He sought rather to foree on
them the kind of rest day he desired for himself.

The operating of motion-picture shows on Sunday was at
tacked by almost every speaker who favored the hill. It was
therefere something of a surprise te have Canon Chase say,
“T ghow wmotion picturcs on Sunday night after my chureh
services.” He explained that he charged no admission, and
that hig pietnres were of a good character, and said that show-
ing free pietures on Sunday might be permitted in any eom-
munity, ¥ providing the mofive in selecting the pietures iy in
aceordance with the spirit of the day”

It will he @ sad day for our country when a bhand of political
religionists have power to decide the motives whieh prompt men.

Later in his testimony, the Canon paid his respects to Sev-
enth day Adventists in these words:

“ Qur prineipal opposition will come from those who are very
active, although very sma]l in numbers, the Seventh-day Ad-
ventists and Seventh Day Baptists. They have a theory with
referenee to the fourth commandment which is, im my judg-
ment, an igoorant opinion of the fourth commandment.”’

When Dr. M. W. Womer, secrctary of the Lord’s Day Alliance
for the State of Michigan, was asked by the chairman why the
Michigan Bunday law was not enforesd, he accused Seventh-day
Adventiste of having ¥ cast a sinister infinence over that State.”
He referred bo the fact that owr headquarters are no Jonger
in Michigan, but said of us,  There are enough of them left
in Michigan to even keep the’ devil from going to sleép, if
Le wanted to.” . .

To show that this ig no time for us to i'est,\sincwe the enemies of
our liberty are so active, notice the regolitions passed at the
last geveral agsembly of the Presbyterian Church of the United
States, held at Baltimore, Md., May 31, 1926.

“ My daughter thinks this is a terzible place to live, but I’m
lonesome for my Indians, They keep asking me when I will be
well enough to teach them again. [Our sister was foreed to
give up her teaching this year on account of her health.] They
die so pitifully, and so many of them, with the dread disease,
fubereulosis. One old man of sixty whose son wag at a sanita-
rimin for consumption, reeeived three letiers in one mail, One
said, ‘I’'m getting along well and will be home in two wecks.
The next said he was worse and wanted his father to come to
him, The third told of his death,

“That night the people told me they leard the old man ery-
ing clear across the end of the lake., And now another sen is
dying, and hecause of my own sickness I ean’t even go and tefl
them what to do.

“ My boy had to cress a dangerous sirip of ice last spring,
and the same old Indian stayod and vateched him until he was
safe, Teady to help.

“T am improving, and if T get stronger I intend to go back
to my poor Indians and try to win them to Christ.’*

constantly talking and giggling and shuffling about, After I
had deseended from the pulpit at the end of the service, ‘ome
of the offieials of the church came to me and said, ‘I think yoju
were itl-advised In speaking severely to that young man, heeause
the poor fellew is an idiot.’ I was much chagrined to know
that unwittingly I had added affliction to one who was alread
too gorely afflieted; and over sinee X have always refrained, from
reproving those who hehaved badly in chureh, lest I should be
reproving another idiet”*” ’

The mind is
mqr ‘stable, the purposes are in a conslaut state of confusion,
the principlos are unsettled, the Heart is uueonsecrated and the
wavps of temptation sweep them into wrong. With avery roll
of the surf they are thrown upon the sands, and washed back
again like a bit of driftwood. There is in the lives of many no
h‘oiyt effort to resigt wrong, no righteous endeavor, through' the
grace of Christ, to perfect a Christian character, “ Wherefore
gird up the loins of vour miid, be sober, and hope to the end
for the grace that is to be brought nnte you at the revelation
of Jesus Christ.” 1 Peter 1:13.

Yielding to temptation begins witlt the mind, If the mind is
out of contrel, the thoughis are wandering, there can be ne
suaceess i Christian living. If the life iz guided only by its
impulses, défeat’ is inevitable.

In the erucifixion expenanee is the basis
of true faith. Tho cross of “Christ Teveals the meaning of true
love. The cross is the beginning of Christian experionce, Ta
Paul, the cross was the one ohject of suprems affection,

It is not d).fﬁeuIt t¢ be known ag a Christian today. Inm fa,et,
it 15 conventional and honorghle. Even if one annonnees to the
world that he 18 & Beventh-day. Adventist, there is no seriens
difficulty. Friends may suggest that he is peculiar, but then,
every one has n right to his own religion, and even though it is
peculiar, it is his affair, and not others.

For the aake of their love for God, these éarly Chris-
tians were eruecified; they were hurned at the stake; they were
led into the arens where wild heasts were let loose upon them,
to tear them limb from limb, and seatter their hlood in the
dust. :

The mind is
mever stable, the purposes are in a constant state of confusion,
the principles ave unseitled, the heart is unconseerated, and the
waves of tempiation sweep them intdo wrong. With every roll
of the surf fhey are threwn upon the sands, and washed back
again ke a bit of driftwood. Thero is in the lives of many no
ho}y effort to rostst wmng, ne righiecus endeavor, through: the
grace of Chirist, to perfeet a Christiau character. * Wherefore
gird up the loing of your miird, be sober, and hope to the end
for the grace that is to be brought unte you at the revelation
of Jesus Christ.” 1 Petsr 1: 13,

SoME young people really enjoy their religion. That i some-
thing other young people cammot understand, Even many
professed Christians have the feeling that religion is somsthmg
they must have in order to be saved, but that they acecpt at the
cost of their good times, and that happiness may be expected
chiefly in moments of truancy from ths exactions of religiow.
They think that one who refuses to read novels, to gé to
theaters, and to danee, or even to be caught in thé “whirl of
parties and entertainments that frequently constitute a large
part of gocial Hife, i making a martyr of himself, isn’t having
any fun, ‘They dow’t understand that he may Enot feel that

‘way about it, that he may have an aetuval distaste for their

pleasures, that he is having a porfeetly good time without any
of these things.

There are two streams of pleasure in the world. One is sweet
and clean and life- -giving. Whoever drinks of it feels a thyily
of life and invigoration that expresses itself in g new song and
new enthusiasm, and the rising of splendid visions abeve the:
wrecks of time and circumstanes. Drinking of it brings true
liberation, from disappointment, harassing eare, and the ma-
notony of drab existenee. When this stream is traced to its
souree, it is seen o eome from the throne-room of Meaven and
to be of the waters that make glad the city of our Ged.

And there is another stream. Men have always believed it
te be unto life, have even called drinking of it “Xfe? as if
any who did not drink were dsnying themselvss the essence and
gweetness of existenes, But it ig intoxicating rather than in-
vigorating, drngging rather than life-giving, It makes men
drunk, it furns them mad, It creates the illugien of happiness
without the substance, e throngs who drink are set in a frongy
of artificial gayety. They langh at what tan’ funny and ex-
claim over what isn’t beautiful, and pursue avidly what fsn't
interesting, until their eapacity for sensation is bureed ‘ont
and life twrns sour, and they settle gown to withered days of
nausen, rovolt, and disillusionment, When this stream is traedd
back, it i seen to be isseing from under an ancient wall, Tt
is flowing from the age-old casks of Babylon. It is a wine

. that has made all the kindreds “of earth drunk, ‘and that has

never been a headier potion than m}w, when nearly every ‘ofte
wants to be young and care free, and in order to attam this
desired end is drinking deeply of the hquors of pleasure and
sipping lightly, if at all, at the fountains of God ’

Jesus chose between these two streams. He probahly kne,w
mere about happiness than any mortal thah ever Hved. He
kunew it as a young man. He had o, for HIS qnelmes dld 1t
let Him live to be old. And He did not find the' happxness of His
youth in the theater. He did not find it at the danee. He did
not find it in the amusement places of Na.za.rsth or ‘the gay fife
of Capernaum, the social eapital of H]S home provinee, He
did not find it in the pleasure resorts of Galilée. o did not
find it in any of the worldly markets that offered. it fer sale.
And the reason was not becfzuse He lacked the chance.’ Besides
the opportunities of His early youth, He had the Vanity Tair,
that is this world, thrown cpen to Him in o _way apch as you
and I never will have Tho bright lights were made to flash
hefore Him, the alluring musie laved Hnn ahout, "the gayety
and color and beauty and fascination of ths world and all that
goes to make the “glory” of the nations wers spread before
Him. Tu one moment He was made to foel 1t all-—unot just
the sug sestion of a movie billbeard at the corner of the stroet,
not the tinkls of jazz from the radio in the next reom, but the
full blaze of all the glory of all the nations of ths Wdﬂd Ang
the tempter pointed this out fo Him as the way of release from
drudgery and leneliness and poverty and suffering — ths road
to happiness and eseape from death, But .Jesus did net find
His happiness along any of the hroadways of this Vanity Fair,
for the simple reagson that He A3 not go down. He did mot
onee sip of the goblet of its pleasuren. He turned from it te
ancther and truer joy. And doing this as a young wman, He
shows the way of happiness to all yonng men of all time,

Jesug found His happiness in Fis religion. Inecomprehensible
as that is to those who ¢ think it strange” that the foliower
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of Jesus will “ run not with them to tho same excess of viot,”
the delight of Jesus was in His religious life, It is prophesied
of Him that this would be true. “I delight to do Thy will,
O My God,” are the wovrds that are pui in His lips by the
prophet And it is said of Him: “ Thou hast loved righteous-
nes, and ‘hated iniquity; therefore Giod, even Thy God, hath
anpinted Thee with the oil of gladness above Thy fellows i
ch 1:9,

¥ Above Thy fellows.” If young people in Jesus’ day wero
as they are nOW, A good many were sorry for Jesus because He
didw’t have their good times. But it was wasted sorrew. He
was happier than they were. And they came to feel that He
had disdovered sources of life and gladness to which they wore
strongers,” One such young man éame rumning to Jesus and
askéd Him for the seerct of sbundant life. The petitioner had
wealth, séefal standing, business conueelions, every facility, one
would think, for drawing from life ity sweetest nectar, Vet he
had o sense of futility and avid waste that wemld net be satis-
ficd. And he chme to Jesus, The rich young man tried fe
lears the sedret of the poor young Man. TFhe young wan from

- Now what is our part-in-thizs great’ transaection? To sur-
render and helieve. "We surrender ahd believe in order that
our past may he taken away, and we surrender and believe in
order to keep the living Chigt in dur hearts day by day. Then
what is oirparty “My son, give Me thine heart.”

Is He 'able to keep us? In “Desire of Ages,” page 324, we
read: “The soul that is yielded to Christ, becomes His own
fortrégs,” which ile holds in a revolted world, and He intends
‘that no authority shall he known in it ‘but Hiz own.” You
know what a fortvess i8. “ A 'acul thus kept in possession by
the heavenly agencies, is impregnable to the assaults of Satan”
Isnt that 2 wonderful stateniént? Human efforts have fallen
before the smashing artillery of the ememy, but a soul that is
yielded to God beeomes His own fortress th whieh there is no
authority but His own, and which is impregnable. But some-
times wo want our way. The writer further says: “ But unless
we do gield ourselves to the centrol of Christ, we shall be
dominated by tho wicked one What is the alternative¥—
Yielded to the contrel of Christ, cr deminated by the wicked
one. There is mo halfway greund; eithex "Christ is Lord of
4ll or He is not Lord at all, Then this matter of the surrender
{z a very important one.

In Romans 6: 13 (A. R, V.) we réad of this surrender. Panl
s:ay,s, # Pregent yourselves unto God, ag alive from the dead,
and your wembers as instrumonts of righteovaness unto God.”

 We know what it is to make presents. There is one present
we should all make: we should present ourselves unto Christ.
Say, “ Tiovd, T present myself to Thee; I yield all my impulses,
my heart, soul and body, my hands, my feet--everything. I
give ayself and all my . impuises to Thee ag instruments of
vighteousness” That is what it is to surrender. Sometimes
‘vye;a,,re willing to give our property, our influenee, or our
gerviee — for Seventh-day Adventists, the spirit of prophecy has
told us, are more roady to give active service than humble devo-
tion; but it is the giving of onrselves that counts. Weymouth’s
translation says, © Surrender your very selves to God.”

. T want to speak of the threefold nature of surrender. An

intelligent understanding of the Christian way is very essential,
for when we understand, we ean act, I wani to speak of the
surrender of the past, present, and the future.

- As to tie past (1 John 1:9, A, R, V.), “If we confess our
sins, He ig faithful and righteous to fergwe_us our gins, and
tp cleanse us from alt unnghtemxsness How if you have
over done that, yon surrendered the past. You ga.ve up ail that
wicked past, that black life of sin. You. smd “Liord, it is no
good to me, so I give it up,” and Ie pnts His own spotiess life
in place of that life of sin, and you are, accounted as if you
had never sinned. What a blessed privilege to surrender the
past. Anﬁ when we ha.ve surrendered, let's not take 1t Jback
agein, .

, Then the future that, may be the hardest Some ono said,
“T am wﬂlmg to follow God’s way, if He sa.ya L am to go in
a, cer tain way,” Then you have not surrendered youl hfe }’on
may have surrendered the past and the prqsent but yen are
not willing to trust Him for the future. A missionary was
miserable because the Mission Board wonld not allow him to
go back to China when ho was slek. He was unable to surrender
and feave himself in God’s hands, Yiet us learn, the groat lesson:

“ God knows, He loves, He ca1es, ,
Nothmg "His truth can dim;
He does the best for those

Who leave the choiee with Him.”
Young people, you think sometimes you eanmot be happy
uhless you do your own way; but the fruth is we cannot he
tenly happy unless we are in God’s way. To know how to
surrender, just Lo rest in His cave, is one of the great things
in the Christian life.

Farther Iustration: A Christian woman whe had given
herself to God, wae at one time eonvineed that she should give
up wearing a certain picce of jewelry, Every timo the thought
eame to her she put it from her, argning that that jewelry was
yét hurting her, This led her to darkness and to the plsce
where she could not even gray. Finally, after five years, she
decided to follow Jesug fully and to put agide the ornament.
Hoon after when she touk it to a jewelry store to find eut its
value, she learned that it was neither gold, ner gilver, mer
gear]s, nor cestly array, but a little banble worth a fow eents,

he was ashamed to find eut that she had refused the blessing
of Ged for something that she weuld have scorned to wear had
she known its real value. ‘That iz the way everything looks
after we have given it up for Jesug’ sake. '

Day by day we must have that same willingness to ohey wiat-
ever Jesus wants us te do, ot

But more than that, we. must know What-is required of us.
How could we obey our earthly parents if we never heard theix
voices¥ -Day by day tl‘len‘we must siudy Ged’s Werd and pray
for His guidance, “If you weuld beeome acquainted with the
Saviour, study the Holy Seriptures. Fill the whole heart with
the words of Ged” (8. C, P. 98.) It is necessary te our very
life to do this. (See John 6: 53, 63; 5: 39.).

-, And, prayer is just as important to the Christian. We must
besr His volee in _angswer to onr need. “ The darkness of the
evil one incloses those who meglect to pray” (Xd., p. 98.)
Study with the children some hindrances, to prayer,-and some of
its privileges, (You have just had a Junpior Missionary Volun-
teer meeting in which you studied prayer.. Reviow briefly, p. 13.)
