But were any of
these events marked as the great Advent of Zi-
on's King, to ““reign over the house of Jacob for-
ever!™ If any such manifestation could poesibly'

constitute the ‘*‘coming of the 8on of Man,” then
the Thessalonians did wrong “to wait for His
Son from Heaven,” but should have been coatent §
in embracing him by ith, as already come, ac-
cording to the promises made to every believer,

It is in the strength of the same God by which
Joshua conquered, that the saints are to take the
kingdom. 1 would not, nor did I ““insinuate” that
the work was to be done without the ‘‘power” of
the Captain of our Salvation. The same mighty
arm that hath conquersd for the saints, will con-
quer still.

I “‘edmit that in Oct. *44, the Seventh Ange!
began to sound,” and that the Judgments of God
are made manifest—that “Christ received his
kingdom, and began immediately to enter upon
the administration of the afairs of that kingdom;"}
but that we have seen the fulfilment of the whole
of the parable of the talents, and the nobleman,
needs proof. When Christ comes, or appears,
he comes into his kingdom; Luke 23: 42.

Tt is ensily perceived that the order of evunts to
be fulfilled in the 70 weeks is not chronol gically
expressed i n the 24th verse of Daniel, Yih chap.
—:iut in the 25th verse the chronological order
begine, and is clearly sct forth #o far as o the
close of the 69 weeks. Then again in the 2th,
the chronoligical order is not obscrved in stating
the events; and again, in the 27th verse, the
events of the 70th or one week are chronologi-
ally eet forth. Now from the 25th verse we eco
that the 69 weeks eaded, and that their tcrmina-
tion is marked by the coming of Messinh the
Prince (anocinted). Thus the beginning of the
one week appears to be the fixed point from which
we may start. Did Messiah the Prince appear!
Yes, bhe did. And not Christ the Messiah only, .
but Jobn the Baptist, were both obedient to lnd}
observed the law by which the Priestly office
oould not be excrcised until they were respec-
tively thirty years of age; and as Luke records
the transaction io 3 chap. 21, 22 & 23d verses,
“That Jesus also boing baptized, and praying,
the heavens was opcned; and the Holy Ghoat de-
sconded in bodily shape like s dove upon him;
