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Uriaf iaseHs upon them ee the oeprices of idola­
try might dictate. The desecration of the con* 
secreted vessels of the temple was not sufficient- 
their hand w u  put forth, to play with the choice 
jewels of heaven, by thrusting the three He- 
hrewe into the furnace. Thus going beyond the 
htninde God had marked for them, while in the 
height of their glory, they foil, “ and Darias the 
Median took the kingdom/*

The wicked rule of the Mcdes and Persians ex­
tended “ from India to Ethiopia, over 127 provin­
ces,** nor did they question their right to wrest 
from the God of heaven, his claim for supreme 
adoration from his children—casting Daniel into 
the den of laons, for presuming to offer his peti- * 
tiona to the God of Heaven, contrary to the king's

The same wicked oppression of God's people 
wss practiced by the Grecians, the next Gentile 
kingdom in the Satanic succession, and its four 
divisions, Syria, Thrace, Maccdon, and Egypt. 
Under this reign, the seven noble Hebrews were 
torn piece-meal, because they could not be in- 
daced to violate the laws of their God.

The Romans, tho next in the regular succes­
sion, thought it a small matter to bring before 
their tribunal, the Anointed of God—the rightful 
heir to tho Throne of David, mocking him in the 
hall of Pilato, and torturing him on the cross. 
The blood of 63,000,000 Christians has been a 
greatful sacrifice to their priestly idolatry, and 
devlish superstition : And down to this present 
day, the whole ten horned brood, embracing eve­
ry pofessedly Christian organization (they having 
regularly decended from the beast, whether they 
own her as their mother or not) retain the same 
bitter opposition to God and his laws.—They hold 
out the same “ rod," and significantly shake it in 
threatening terrorem over the heads of hispeople, 
at their mother, the harlot of the Yatticanhts 
been wont to do.

When the faith of Gods elect begins to lift it* 
head from the dust, where it has been trodden 
down, the eye of the Lion sparkles with rage— 
the hungry Rear growls for his incat—the I.top~ 
nrd crouches for his prey, and the strong iron 
hoof pf the fourth beast is lifted in defiance; but 
it is all of no avail, for “ When the Lord hath 
performed his wholo work upon Mount Zion and 
on Jerusalem, lie will punish the fru it of the stout 
heart of the king of Assyria, and the glory of 
hie high looks." Isa. 10: 12. The abominations 
of the present day, both civil and ecclesiastic,are 
the fru tt of the Assyrian king, or kingdom. They 
have grown out of her roots. To that kingdom, 
their ancestry can be traoed with infinite ease.

When and how ie tbie fruit of the Assyrian to 
he pnniehed?

Daniel answers, when the treading down 
•hall cease, in eh. 6 :1 3 ,14t 4c 12:13, and Isaiah 
answers as to the manner  and the means of the
punishment, in ch. 10: 16-16,90,27.

“ The Lord of Hosts shall tend among his fat 
one# leanness; and under his glory he shall kindle 
a burning like the burning of a firo. And the 
light o f  Israel shall be for a fire, and his Holy 
One for a flame : And it shall burn and devour 
his thorns and his briers in one day. • * *
And the l.ord of Hosts shall stir up a scourge for 
him (the fruit of the Assyrian} according to the 
slaughter of Midian, at the rock of Orcb: And as 
hie rod was nprni the see, so shall he Hfi it up af- 
N t the  manner of Egypt. And it ehall come to 
pgfS in. foat day. that his burden ebajl be taken 
nw fj ftjut off thy shouldey, and hie ypke from off 
thv iedn^ bnd his yoke shall be deetrojrdd because 
s /T H E  ANOINTING." "

The cause of the overthrow of God's enemies*! 
and the removal of their burdensome yoke from' 
the necks of hie people, is “ the anointing"—not 
necessarily their change to immortality, but be-, 
ing “endowed with power from on high**—“ the 
faith once delivered to the saints**—the faith that 
“ subdued kingdoms,** dec. The anointing that 
the three Hebrews had, that “quenched the vio-. 
ience of fire,** and by which a kingdom was con­
strained to glorify God. When the glorious ap­
pearing of our Lord and Saviour takes pl&c<*, it 
Mccms to me the evidence is clear, that he will 
find a peculiar people, purified to himself, and 
zealous of good works.

This anointing of the people of God, by which 
the yoke is to be removed from their neck, is re­
ferred to by John, 1st Ep. 2: 20, “ Ye have an 
unction from the Holy One, and ye know all 
things." This is said to be in the “ last time," 
known to be such by the revelation of anti-christ. 
ver. 16, 19. The anointing, or unction, spoken of, 
is peculiar to the “ last time,"for it supercedes the 
necessity of teaching, by imparting a knowledge 
thft is out of the power of human instrumentality 
to impart, ver. 27. It if a work to precede the 
appearing of Christ: For proof, aee ver. 28. It 
if also “ that blessed hope" that was not posseee-1 
ed by Christians in Paul's day, else he would not 
have presented it as something in the future, a t 
he did in hif Epistle to Titus, ch. 2: 13. It is 
plain to see from that chapter, that the “ blessed 
hope," is something especially connected with, 
and to precede “ the glorious appearing of th e . 
Great God, and our Saviour Jesus Christ." This 
anointing, is also the knowledge of being like 
Christ when he shall appear, and leads to purity 
“ even as he is pure." 1 John 3: 2, 3. It is re­
ceived in “ the times of refreshing from tho pre­
sence of the Lord," which times were in the fu­
ture when Peter preached on the day of P* itecost, 
and were to precede the sending e f“ Jcsu Christ 
which before was preached unto you."—l f is en-l 
compassed by “ the times of restitution of all 
things," and embraces the blotting out <*f sins. 
Sec Acts 3: 19-21; Col. 2: 11. It is the anoint­
ing of which Christ save, “ At that day ye shall 
knots that I am in uty Father, and ye in mo, and 
I in you.” John 14: 20, and “ if ye shall a.< h any 
thing in my name I will do it.” (ver. 14.) The 
same anointing by which his words shall so abide 
in you, that “ yo shall ask whalye will and it 
•hall be done,** (John 15: 7,) and through its influ­
ence, will be able to bring forth the fruits of the | 
Kingdom, (ver. 6,) and thus the kingdom will b e ; 
given to you. Matt. 21: 43. The anointing wbioh; 
God’s people have been receiving since the proc­
lamation was made, “ The Kingdoms of this 
world are become our Lord’s," while Christ has 
been sitting as a refiner and purifier of silver, to 
purify the sons of Levi, [The “ royal priesthood,"
1 Pet. 2: 0;] and purge them as gold and silver, 
that they may offer unto the Lord an offering in 
righteousness." Mai. 3. 3.

O how inexpressibly glorious is the period ie 
which we arc living! What sublimity and ma­
jesty attaches to the faith of God’s elect! IIow 
peculiarly lovely the Kingdom appears! Now 
that it is placed within the reach of God's little 
ono*. whore faith is subdoing kingdoms—whose 
faith begins to stretch forth its withered hand, to 
dash from their necks the galling yoke of the 
Assyrian, and walk forth throughout the length 
and breadth of the promised land, while the sons 
of God are shouting again for joy in the new Cre­
ation.

We were much interested in your article ct 
Dan. 2, 34. The saints “ take the kingdom/ 
Dan. 7,18. Joshua and Israel under the direc­
tion of Jehovah took the typical Canaan.

In the antitype, the “ Lord's Host" will cor 
tainly need the Captain as much as did Joshua 
His presence is promised to his people: Rev. IP 
John in vision saw Him leading on the heaven 
ly armies to conquest. By collating several pas­
sages, relating to the consuination and the king 
dom, 1 find that in some passages, Divine agen­
cy alone is recognised, 2 Tim. 4: I; 2 These. ] 
7,9; Rev. 11:15, 18. In others, angelic agency 
stands out conspicuous, Mat. 13:42—but in quite 
a number of texts, the active agency of tin 
saints is the agency by which God*s will is done 
Ob. 17: 18; Dan. 1: 34. The stone kingdom 
conquers all others. This must bs composed o: 
God's people because they take the earth forever 
and then it is “ the kingdom of God" consum- 
ated. This is confirmed by Dan. 7 : 18. TIk 
saints of the most high take the kingdom and pos­
sess the kingdom forever even forever and ever.

Well, these several texts taken together 
•how clearly that there will be Divine, Angelic, 
and human agency, commingled in intense am 
fearful activity to effect the revealed purpose o 
God.

The record of the judgment on Egypt includes 
the same sort of agency. And in that record 
Divine agency stands first and last and extends 
all through the mighty movement. Inferioi 
agents are employed only as the Divine directs, 
so in relation to the consummation. His alone is 
competent to direct in achieving the final tri­
umph over Death and the Devil, and their wil­
ling subjects. In this, we shall all doubtless 
agree.

But another question arises out of these pre­
mises. Have we correctly concieved of the 
coming of Christ? Have we not been too cir­
cumscribed in our conceptions? If the Second 
Advent inc ludes all the events embraced in the 
Divine Angelic and redeemed agencies, revealed 
in the above and parallel prophecies, then wc 
most answer in the affirmative.

Time will not«llow me to explain, but in tho 
opening chapters of Providence and prophecy ga­
ined in mv last, we shall find this subject. And 
instead or confining the fulfillment to our limited 
conceptions, we should endeavor to elevate our 
expectations to the scenes of glory and grandeur, 
embraced in the above named comprehensive pro­
phecies.
