Published in Ag Journal 

I t is not hydrogen bombs and 
Sputn iks that put the names of 
Un ion College facu l ty members 
into science journa ls !

The Journal of Agriculture and 
Food Chemistry, Ap r i l , 1957, has 
publ ished results of research 
completed by A . J . Enge l and 
E . R . Holden, on crop improve-
ment by the addition of certa in 
necessary minor nutr ients to the 
soil. 

The addition of minera ls was 
easy enough, but close control 
had to be achieved to prevent 
ha rm to the plant by excess of 
minera ls . T h e research done by 
Enge l and Holden was successful 
in that the needed control was 
developed. 

Methods are now being studied 
to apply this development to gen-
eral f a rm use. T h i s means that 
soon, by the controlled addition 
of proper nutr ients to plants in 
growth, the fa rmer w i l l be able 
to supply us not only w i th more 
food, but w i th food of much 
higher nutr i t iona l value.

T h e inadequacy of such a sys-
tem has been proved this year 
by the high percentage of viola-
tion charges that have been 
dropped, because of insuf f ic ient 
evidence, or as in one case when 
the "No P a r k i n g " sign was im-
proper ly located. 

T h e T r a f f i c Court has its va lue , 
not il l revok ing wel l-grounded 
charges, but in seeing just ice 
done in borderl ine cases.

(Taken from Vol. 4 No. 1)

T h e Clock T o w e r of Un ion col-

lege is one of her tradit ions. I t 
is, in fact , the excuse for the 
name of the college paper. Cur-
ious to know some facts about 
the big clock, I have found these 
w h i c h I w i l l re lay to you. Hop-
ing that if you are asked in the 
future to give the statist ics about 
the four faces you w i l l be able 
to repeat in a sing-song fashion: 

T h e clock, costing seven hun-
dred and f i f t y dol lars and dedi-
cated by the class of 1922 and the 
v i l lage of College V i e w , is run 
by weights total ing 1200 pounds 
w h i c h move f rom the tower to 
the top of the president's office 
(1929). The weights are wound 
to the top every Sunday . E a c h 
weight swings a nine foot pen-
dulum w i th a seventy-f ive pound 
bal l on the end. 

T h e face of the clock, wh i ch 
was instal led when the adminis-
trat ion bui ld ing was constructed, 
is approx imate ly four feet in 
diameter . T h e minute and hour 
hands measure t w o f e e t a n d 
eighteen inches respect ively . T h e 
n u m e r a l s a r e s i x i n c h e s in 
length. 

I n the seven years the clock 
has needed no attention except 
the week l y winding. 

Here's a h int to those compar-
ing watches w i t h the Un ion Col-
lege clock. The re is a guarantee 
that the clock w i l l not v a r y 
more than one minute a month, 
but then yours might be r ight , 
too.
