I v a n Stotz , 
Ca ro l yn ' s cousin and owner of 
the car , rece ived a spra ined 
neck . Denn i s B i n d e r and G w e n 
Adams , the other passengers, 
rece ived minor cuts and bruises. 

T h e accident occured w h e n 
C h a m b e r l i n , who w a s dr i v ing , 
f e l l asleep and the car ro l led 
down a 12-foot embankment . I t 
w a s tota l l y demolished. 

G w e n , a f r e shman nurs ing 
student at Un ion , gave f i r s t a id 
to the others w h i l e w a i t i n g for 
the ambulance to a r r i ve . She 
w a s the on ly one able to get out 
of the wreckage .

Professor Favors Variety

I n a sma l l college in the South, 
a G r e e k and H e b r e w teacher w a s 
t rans fe r red in the midd le of the 
yea r to the E n g l i s h department . 
H i s class in Rhetor i c was study-
ing about a ce r ta in w o r k w h i c h 
the textbook said w a s "we l l -an-
notated." D u t i f u l l y a l l the stu-
dents took note, " T h e book is 
wel l -annotated ." None of them 
could miss that . A t examina t ion 
t ime they w e r e a l l p r imed and 
ready for the question. T h e n it 
came, " W h a t does 'annotated' 
m e a n ? " No one k n e w . W h e n 
they again studied the i r lessons, 
they w e r e looking for a deeper 
mean ing in the lessons. 

F o r over 35 yea r s s ince then, 
D r . H a r r y G . R e i n m u t h has been 
abandoning the ord inary , and 
su rp r i s ing students by m a k i n g 
them th ink . " Language s tudy is 
more than l ea rn ing the words , " 
he says. " I don't j u s t assign a 
page and then ask W i l l y , 'What 's 
that? ' T h e r e m a y be something 
in connection w i t h it that's 
wor th -wh i l e , too. Pa r ro t - l i ke 
l ea rn ing doesn't mean a thing. 
I l i ke to show a student new 
ideas and the i r re la t ion to h is 
l i fe and problems ." 

D r . Re inmuth ' s teaching is 
based on a w ide l y - va r i ed back-
ground of exper iences . I n the 
summer of 1934 w h e n the A l l i e d 
powers w e r e cast ing quest ioning 
eyes at a new G e r m a n dictator 

ca l led H i t l e r , he w a s at tending 
the U n i v e r s i t y of B e r l i n . "One 
th ing jus t in i t ia ted that a l l the 
students w e r e t a l k ing about ," he 
reca l l s , " w a s H i t l e r ' s r equ i r i ng 
each student to w o r k a ce r ta in 
number of hours a day to teach 
h i m the d ign i ty of labor . " 

B y 1937 w h e n he rece ived h is 
P h D . in G e r m a n i c Ph i lo logy 
f rom Nor thwes te rn U n i v e r s i t y , 
D r . R e i n m u t h could d isp lay four 
other college degrees inc lud ing 
a Conserva tory Cer t i f i ca te in 
piano. A t d i f fe rent t imes , he has 
taught L a t i n , G r e e k , H e b r e w , 
G e r m a n , F r e n c h and E n g l i s h and 
has been dean of men at three of 
our colleges. 

F r o m W a l l a W a l l a Col lege he 
came to U n i o n i n 1937 as head of 
the Depar tment of Modern and 
B i b l i c a l Languages . I n 1946-47 
he w a s granted a leave of ab-
sence to become Senior Spec ia l-
ist in H igher Educa t ion for the 
m i l i t a r y government in Ger -
m a n y . H i s group w a s in charge 
of the 22 un ivers i t ies w i t h i n the 
A m e r i c a n zone and at the t ime 
was concerned ch ie f l y w i t h "de-
naz i f i ca t ion" of these schools. 

D r . R e i n m u t h ma in ta ins a 
br i sk interest i n a w ide range of 
subjects . F o r r e l a xa t ion he en-
joys p l ay ing the piano and organ. 
H e is an exper t skater and often 
jo ins the students dur ing ska t ing 
periods in the gymnas ium.
